THI. GOVERNOR'S ADVICE.

Governor Odell's timely warning to the Re-
publican organization in New-York City cannot
fail to have a profound influence. The Gov-
ernor has been a practical politician—even a
machine politician—himself., and when he tells
party workers to quit their squabbles over
patronage and to devote themselves to concil-
fating independent sentiment they cannot dis-
miss his advice as Impractical and sentimental
nonsense. Mr, Odell is just as sturdy a party
man and just as clearheaded a political man-
ager as any of the leaders in this city, who
fnsist on blaming everybody but themselves 1f
the voters do not support them. He has a large
amount of common sense which they seem to
lack, and realizes that it is the business of a
party organization to win voters, not the busi-
mess of voters to support a party organization.

The organization exists as a means, not as an
end, and not as a means of supporting its lead-
ers and their favorites. This is not the view
commonly beld here. If a district leader In
‘this city finds that he is an offence to inde-
pendent citizens, and that his management is
alienating voters from the Republican ticket, he
does not take himself off that the voters may
be conciliated and the Republican strength in-
creased. Instead he rallies his particular fol-
lowers, carries the primaries, trinmphantly
poiuts out that his critics have no strength in
the orgapizatiop, but are mostly independents
anyway, and then wonders why all those inde-
pendents who hold the bhalance of power on
Election Day vote some other ticket. The or-
ganization here too often seems to think it a
virtue to flaunt independent sentiment, to put
forward as the type and symbol of honored
Republicanism men who are discredited and
distrusted. Successful leadership does not con-
sist in wisning primaries, but in commending
the organization and its policles to popular ap-
proval. It was perfectly easy for the persons in
contrsl of the organization in 1897 to carry the
primaries and commit it to the third ticket
folly, but no more monumental failure in po-
litical leadership was ever recorded. We sup-
Spose now it would be considered a good stroke

upon Mayor Low, and it will only earn con-
tempt by whining that its spoilsmen have not
been properly caved for. A publie, led to be-
lieve that that is Republican spirit, would nat-
urally not look with favor ou the Republican
party. The organization can grow strong by
deserving to be streng. The independent vote
here is large. It responds quickly to proper
appeals. It will never help the Republican
party to build up a narrow spoils hunting er-
ganization. It will help the party to earry out
broad, unselfish policies as suggested by the
Goveruor; and just in preportion as it does &0
independents will become permanently at-
tached to it and ready to support it on matters
about which they have no special feeling in-
stead of voting against its tickets regardless
of their merit because they are disgusted with
the organization which stands for them.

LABOR UNION AND NATIONAL GUARD.

In resentment at the employment of State
troops to preserve order in the region recently
affected by the Hudson valley Railway strike
the Trades Assembly of Schenectady passed a
resolution calling upon all afflliated local unions
to expel members belonging to the Naﬂor'ml
Guard. In accordance with that resolution
Local Union No. G2 has expelled William Potter
and has informed his employers of his expul-
sion and of the refusal of its members to woyk
with him. Potter has in consequence heen dis-
charged by his employers, with a certificate of
their satisfaction with his work. [If they had
not discharged him they would doubtless have
had a strike on their hands at once. If, not-
withstanding that assurance, they had deter-
mined pot te discharge him, their conduct would
have excited muech admiration. That they ought
to have taken that course should not be hastily
assumed in ignorance of their circumstances
and obligations.

As to the general character of the action
taken by the labor union there can be no doubt.
It was foolish and immoral. It is foolish be-
cause its effect is to deprive the union of the
respect and goodwill which the union needs to
preserve. It is immoral because it is unjust
to the individual immediately concerned, an
affront to the State and a virtual confession
that the union is opposed to the maintenance of
public order. This last assertion is likely to be
denied, but the essence of the act is what we
declare it to be. Potter is a good workman, and
there is nothing in evidence to show that he is
not personally a desirable companion in a work-
shop. The act of his which constituted the
reason for his expulsion from the union and
led to his loss of employment was the act of a
good citizen, Having offered his services to the
State by becoming a member of the National
Guard. he performed the duty which the State
exacted of him in an emergeney, and performed
it ereditably, so far as the record shows. For
this he has heen turned out of the union which
had undertaken to promote his interests, and In
consequence has heen reduced to idleness. If
there were nothing to consider except the man-
ner in which the union has treated him, as an
individual, and the fact of ais injury, the ecase
would call for sympathy with him and con-
demnation of his oppressors.

But there is another consideration and a more
important one. A single instance of this sort
does not of itself work great public mischief,
but it does unmistakably contain a grave men-
ace to the publie welfare. If it were widely
imitated, the results would compel universal
attention, and therefore it now suggests the
question whether or not a situation has been
created, or is threatened, for which no remedy
is availablee. We do not deny that there are
difficulties In the way of answering that ques-
tion satisfactorily; but this at least can be
said, that the action of the labor union in ex-
pelling William Potter because he is a member
of the Nationa] Guard would seem to contain
the elements of a conspiracy to thwart the es-
sential purposes of the State, which, if mot
obnoxious to the law as the law stands, can be
taken cognizance of by the legislature and made
criminal hereafter., We do not believe that the
State is powerless to protect its peace and dig-
nity from such an assault,

NAVY'S CRY FOR MORE OFFICERS.

Tle ery of a scarcity of officers to supply the
needs of the navy seems to be unceasing. The
report of the Chief of the Bureau of Navigation,
published the other day, is a report of that de-
partment which has to do with the detail of offi-
cers for ships and stations, and much of It is de-
voted to the insufficlency of personnel which
has so often been referred to since the enact-
ment of the Personnel law, the chlef object of
such a law being “to relleve the hump'—in
other words to make possible more rapid promo-
tion In the lower grades. The chief of the
bureau, Admiral Taylor, reiterating what has
been asserted by others, says: “That there are
“not enough line officers of the navy to man
“the vessels already constructed . . . can be
“repeated now with greater force and . . .
“the critical condition now existing, due to the
“lack of officers, has reached such a point as to
“be dangerous to the efficiency of the fleet.” To
remedy the existing conditions and to provide
for the future—and he repeats what one of the
navy officers noted in a letter to The Tribune
a few days ago, that 1,600 officers are neces-
sary for the present fleet, or 577 more than are
now available, and that 498 more will be re-
quired for vessels under construction—Admiral
Taylor has drafted a bill for Congress to act
upon which provides, among other things, that
a course of four years only, Instead of six, as at
present, shall be necessary for a midshipman to
secure his commission as ensign,

The propesition to shorten the eourse of in-
struction for midshipmen, as presecribed in a re-
cent order of the Secretary of the Navy, is re-
garded by many of the officers with regret and
apprehension, it being interpreted as meaning a
lower standard of efficlency than heretofore, It
is maintained that modern naval construction
and naval conditions are such that the training
required to fit an officer for his duties is broader
than ever before, and that to curtail the course
at the Naval Academy is a serlous misfortune
for naval interests. It is not to he denied that
more officers are needed for the ships, and it
would seem that there must be some expedient
to meet the emergency. A partlal remedy was
provided by Congress two years ago—that of
making retired officers available for detail. A
few have been so assigned to duty, and it is
said that others have put thelir services at the
disposal of the Navy Department. A few days
ago a retired commander was ordered to the
nautical schoolship Enterprise, at Boston, to
succeed an officer on the active list. It is
thought probable that other retired officers may
be ordered to similar duties, so as to release ac-
tive officers for the regular navy ships.

1t has been contended that there has been no
increase, but a positive decrease, of available ac-
tive officers through the operations of the Per-
sonnel law. One of the features of this law is
the clause which allows a certain number of
voluntary retirements each year in four of the
grades, such officers to be retired with the rank
and pay of the grades next above those re-
spectively held by them on the active list. 8o
many were inclined to take advantage of this
provision that an effort was made in the last
ledo-o(Conna.tonpeﬂthAtp-notthe
Personnel law, but the amendment was
mmwmmbﬂlwumttom.
ference. The number of officers has been
':-d- 100, In other ways. Thus, three officers

ve committed suicide within the last six
months, and many resignations and applica-

tions for retirement have been presented be-
cause of the rigid duties nmow exacted of

officers.

¥HE SUNDAY FTRIBUNE.

UNCLE SAM AND THE METROPOLIS.

At a meeting of the Rapid Transit Commis-
sion a day or two ago some further information
was presented concerning the commission's ef-
fort to secure a permanent right of way for the
underground road through the space now ocecu-
pied by vaults near the Postoffice which are the
property of the federal government. It appears
that Secretary Gage not long before his retire-
ment decided that he could not make the desired
grant, though he expressed the opinion that the
government would never revoke the temporary
grant already obtained. But that personal be-
lief does not satisfy the requirements of the
situation. A fully guaranteed right in per-
petuity is deemed essential' and the commis-
sion’s counsel advise that an appeal be made to
Congress at the coming session,

While the matter was under consideration the
other day President Orr imparted a new flavor
to the proceedings by remarking, more in grief
than anger, that it was unreasonable in the
United States to refuse to give up something it
had never known it owned until informed of
the faet by the eommission, whose engineers
would seem to have made the interesting dis-
covery in the course of their explorations, As.
suming that he Is right, we must say that we
are inclined to agree with Mr. Orr. The federal
government, having caught the eity of New-
York in a generous mood, took advantage of its
waoful lack of foresight and obtained gratis the
lower end of the City Hall Park, on which it
proceeded to plant a building of appalling ugli-
ness, thereby contracting a moral obligation to
treat its benefactor with peculiar consideration
in all subsequent negotiations. Ig that claim
now to be gruffly repudiated? We trust not.
How sharper than a serpent's tooth it would be
to have a thankless Uncie Samuel!

ALL SOLDIERS.

The report of the executive committee of the
Interstate National Guard Assoclation, just
published, is accompanied by an article on “Our
Second Line of Defence,” by General Charles
Dick, of Ohlo, president of the association. He
says:

The only way to bring our Nationa! Guard up
to a high state of efficlency is to pass a federal
law which will make them In fact as well as in
name a natlonal guard, and which will insure
their uniform equipment and drill, They should
be armed and equipped just as the regular army
is armed and equipped, and they should have
the same diseipline and instruction, so far as
possible in the limited time that can be given
for that purpose. State troops should go to
camp under conditions as nearly as possible ap-
proximating those of actual war, State troops
and regular troops shoul!d be camped together,
so that the former may have the benefit of the
experience and sklll of the latter.

Only a few years ago a proposition to bring
“regulars” and National Guardsmen together in
camp service would have been met with violent
opposition on the part of the regular establish-
ment. The State troops were looked upon as
holiday soldiers, and the officers of that branch
of the service as unworthy of their shoulder-
straps. On the other hand, the guardsman did
not appreciate the worth of his comrade of the
United States Army, and thought the profes-
sional soldier just a trifle lower in the social
scale than he.

But the men have become better acquainted.
They have been camp mates, and have learned
that patriotism, devotion to duty*and discipline
are qualities on which no class of Americans
has a patent, and that it required no great ef-
fort to wipe out the imaginary barriers which
owed their existence to prejudice. In the days
when no two regiments in the National Guard
wore the same uniform, when waving plumes,
gold lace and many colors were the character-
Istics of a militia parade, it was difficult to jm-
agine the citizen soldiery a reserve force. But
the fancy costumes have had thelr day. The
regiments, with few exceptions, are clothed llke
the regular troops, and the National Guardsman
is easily mistaken for a “regular” when on duty,
and 1s usually proud of the fact. ]

The recommendations contained In General
Dick’s article, if carried out, may have a ten-
dency to destroy some of the social or elub
features of the Natlonal Guard, but they will
make the 115,000 men who compose that body
In the States and Territorles better soldiers.
They will bring about a spirit of harmony he-
tween the citizen and the professional soldier,
and will go far toward making the National
Guard an effective second line of defence,

THE TALK OF THE DAY.

Some New-York women are engaged in an anti.
streetcar crowding eampaign, says ““The Montreal
Star.” And there is no reason why they should
not succeed. There is no omnibus crewding -in
London—neo ecrowding of the admirable “tuppenny
tube," or the Underground. Paris runs an electrig
line right across the city without a thought of
overcrowding. It is all done by the simple rule of
forbidding a car to carry more than a fixed num-
ber; and then running a procession of cars, if
necessary. People do some waiting at the corners
and in the offices, of course; but thg immenge traf-
flc of these two great citles Is carried every day
without much eof this. An omnibus company or
an electric car management will soon put on as
many vehicles as can get fllled; for it pays to
carry  passengers at the prices charged, The
prices there, of course, run even lower than here,
In a city llke Montreal there is absolutely no ex-
cuse for overcrowding. A fixed number of pas-
sengers a car and frequent cars would banish
the evil. The City Council might well take it in
hand, for as long as people will pack themselves
away In too few cars the company will not pay
for more,

There are really very few things {n use in the
world to-day which have not een materially
changed by the forces of methodical development.
Civilized men and women themselves are the best
examples of thly all-gervadinx influence. The
beasts of burden and the ecreatures which supply
the world with animal food are remaotely different
from what they were In the beginning. The work
of breeding and training has added beauty and
usefulness to the birds of the alr and the beasts
aof the ficld, and the same upward tendency is
noted in these latter days In the flowers which
gladden life with thelr loveliness and which ad-
monish man perpetually of his frailty. ‘Pleasant it
Is to know that what may be called the sophistica-
tlon of flowers has robbed them of not a whit of
their native charm. There {s, in the sensuous
odor of the American Beauty, the magic to revive
in any mind attuned to the heart of nature sweet
memories of tangled vines and wild roses, creeping
and blooming along country roads. The scent of
tne rich and full carnation will call up In a mo-
ment tender recollections of borders of spicy little
pinks tended by loving hands that have been folded
for years in dreamiess repose. In the regal
chrysanthemum is seen the amazing product of
brave little asters which came to embellish the
dooryard with the first chill of autumn and after
all of the summer blooms had perished.—(Kansas
City Star.

By way of investigating the industrial condition
of the negro in the Southern States, “The Chatta-
nooga Tradesman' has recently sent a circular
letter to all the manufacturers of the South, ask-
ing how many negroes they employ, how many of
them are skilled or sem!-skilled, what kind of skilled
work they do, what wages they receive, how they

. compare in efliclency with the white workmen,

how much éducation they have had, what the
effect of the education has been and whether the
employers intend to continue to employ skilled
negro workmen. About five hundred replies were
received, not all pointing to the same conclusions
nor anything like it, but from them *“The Trades-
man' reaches the conclusion that in some indus-
tries, among them the cottonseed oil and lumber
mills, the foundries, kilns, mines and blast fur-
naces, they are superfor to white or any other kind
of labor, while in the occupations requiring more
skill they are inferior. They are most valuatle
as experienced assistants, and in this respect are
practically indispensable. As brick makers, car-
penters, blacksmiths, firemen and engineers, many
of them become falrly expert, but In the textile
industries, fine cabinet work, watchmaking, nice
tool and machine constructing, and in the pro-
fessions, the number who have distinguished them-
selves is too small to be appreciable as affecting
the possibllitles of the race.

W. A. STUART LEAVES $8000 TO THEM AND
$125,000 FOR MASONIC BUILDING.

A contest will soon begin in the Surrogate's Court,
in Brooklyn, to set aside the will of Willlam A.
Stuart, a well known Mason and clubman, who
died in September at the Hotel St. George, leaving
an estate valued at $200.000. Mr. Stuart bequeathed
his three children $1,000 each and forbade them to
contest his will, and at the same time provided that
the whole of his residuary estate, amounting to
about $125.000, should be used for the erection of
a Masonic building In Brooklyn.
