Startling are the revelations that sometimes
Burst forth, in the most casual manner, where
surprises of the thrilling sort are least expected,
@8, for example, in a book review by Mr. Ed-
mond Gosse. That gentleman, having occasion
to allude to the Sar Peladan, the presiding
genius of the “Rose Croix” Salon, of picturesque
memory, reminds us how he, the Sar. “used to
address crowded assemblies of fashionable
Jadies, in a robe of astrachan and high white
chamois leather hoots, under a pentacle of fire,
and interpret Babylonian mysteries in a loud
and terrible voice.” What is the gifted oracle
doing now? He ig, Mr. Gosse believes, a trav-
eller in bicycles for a Toulouse firm!

Messrs. Raphael Tuck & Sons announce a
prize competition for collectors of their deco-
rated post cards. There is a long list of rules
provided, but the great point which “jumps to
the eve” is that the object of the competitor
must be to collect as many as he can of these
post cards—that have passed through the malls
- between March, 1902, and June, 1903, We
shrink from the heavy task of summarizing the
rules aforesaid, which make a most portentous
array, but it is easy to say a good word for the
greater number of the speciinen cards which we
have received with the prospectus. These bear,
wariously, quaint, pretty or humorous designs
in color, or reproductions from photographs of
scenery and historic buildirgs. The scope of
the series amusingly suggests the pains taken
mnowadays to accommodate the tastes of those
countless individuals who dearly love a fad.

Sir Mountstuart Grant Duff, a mighty diarist
4f ever there was one, has only had to dip into
his voluminous pages to find an entry clearing
mup the doubt still existing in some quarters as
‘to the authorship of that criticism in *“The
Edinburgh Review” which “drew” Byron so
effectively. Prefacing it with the remark that
*Lacaita was the most accurate of men,” he
quotes from his diary for February 235, 1871, and
sends to “The Spectator” this interesting frag-

janent: “The Breakfast Club met at Pollock’s,
|and Lacaita told us that Lord Brougham con-
ifessed in his presence at Brougham Hall, after
,denying it for thirty years, tha: he had written
ithe article in “The Edinburgh Review’ which
made Byron write “English Bards and Scotch
Reviewers." ™

In “Seeds of April's Sowing” (the Saalfield
‘Publishing C ¥), a slender book of verses,
|Mrs. Adah Louise Sutton brings together a
mumber of rhymes about flowers, love and other
sentimental things, including the joys of do-
‘amesticity, babyhood and so on, turning her lines
with creditable facility. Here and there she at-
tempts a sterner motive, with results which
;may be fairly fllustrated by the following quota-
tion:

AOROSS THE PARK.
Acrogs the park I see the lights
Spring up with many a twinkling spark;
Like elfin eves they gleam o’ nights,
Across the Park.

Beyond the boughs of naked trees
*That 1ift their branches, grim and stark,
The lights of the great factories,
Across the Park.

Wide goblin eves, with laughter rife,
They glitter through the 1y dark:
Mad eyves that mock at love and life,
Across the Park.

Mr. W. J Long's fascinating nature studies
cannot but appeal to the taste of “The Satur-
day Review" critic, but that particular Eng-
dishman is grudging as ever to a writer hailing
from the United States. He suspects “an alli-
ance between fact and fiction,” and thinks that
in the frankly imaginative chapters Mr. Long
*misses the verisimilitude of Mr. Kipling's hu-
man animals by crowding an uncomfortable
amount of local color” into the talk of the ani-
mals. This is surely puerile. The critic ap-
pears to think, further, that there is not suffi-
clent faithful observation in the sketches, and
this is a comment that Mr. Long's American
peaders know is something worse than puerile.
And here follow some comparisons by the Eng-
Nishman: “Among English writers on natural
history—and it is their special virtue—the sub-
Ject has been treated as if it had a sanctity
of its own and fidelity comes first in the virt-
mwes. To record a wrong observation is to them
*“the Me in the soul’. to invent a psychology
I8 a llberty: and it i this reverence for truth
in the observer that gives occasion to hot quar-
rels over details, which 1o an American would
seem ludicrous, and produced the criticism that
White's ‘Selborne’ was the dullest bhook ever
written. Even Burroughes, alwave delightful
&and on the songs of birds astonishingly accur-
ate in description, thought first about the pretty
popular way to put the thing. Thoreau again,
fnimitable in the convevance of the philosophy
of his life and the sense of joy in it
maturalist in the second degree. What a deal
more we ghould have known of Walden if
White had lived there a vear or two and of the
©Concord if Buckland had heen on it a week!
In spite of this one may still prefer to read
Thoreau; but as naturalist, as a faithful ob-
server of the little things, we cannot compare
the two men. ™

Miss Dorothy Menpes, the daughter of Mortl-
mer Menpes, the artist, has contributed the
letterpress to her father's new volume, “World
Pictures.” She is only sixteen years old, and
has been acclaimed the youngest author in Eng-
land. This recalls the case of Miss Margaret
Horton Potter, who at the age of seventeen
caused considerable stir in the social circles of
Chicago four or five years ago by a novel she
published. Miss Potter has continued writing
and recently published a novel called “Istar of
Babylon.”

R. H. Russell is publishing a special edition
of William Morris’s “Doom of King Arcrisius.”
The series of paintings by Sir Edward Burne-
Jones 1s reproduced in twelve platinum prints,
and an introduction is contributed by Fitz Roy
Carrington.

INTERNATIONAL POLO.

AN ENGLISH TEAM MAY COME OVER
NEXT YEAR—DIFFERENCES IN RULEN.

While the competitive side of the polo season
has closed and the champlionships for the coming
vear will remain as they were, Lakewood retaining
first honors and Rockaway holding the Junior
championship, there will be much discussion in polo
ecircles over the possibilities of the coming year.
The important things are the expectation of a visit
next season of an English team, and the effort hy
the polo associations of this country and Great
Britain to bring about 4 more uniform standard of
rules,

William A. Hazard, secretary of the American
Polo Association and captain of the Rockaway
Hunting Club’'s team, has been in England since
spring and will not return to this country until the
winter, He went over to see the Iinternational
games in which the American team was defeated
for the America cup, and he has been conferring
with the leading English players regarding changes
in the rules.

The recent international games brought out the
desirability of such a change in a manner more
marked than ever before. The Americans were
somewhat handicapped in meeting their opponents
when the method of play had to be altered in some
particulars to conforin to the English system. Fox-
hall Keene did not suffer in this respect as much
as the other members of the team, for he has
plaved on English fields for years and understands
the rules there as well as he does the American
play. All of the other members went over suffi-
clently early to acquire some practice,

Offside play and hooking mallets are the maln
points of difference between the English and Amer-
fcan systems of play. Hooking mallets, or “stick
crooking,” as it is commonly called in England, is
@ foul with us, and is never permitted on an Ameri-
can polo fleld. In England, on the contrary, it forms
one of the trickiest and prettiest bits of play. It is
a spectacular play and effective, for it stops many
@ sure carry for a goal, while the possibility of
having his mallet caught by an opposing player
frequently makes the goal hitting player nervous,
so that his stroke is hurried, his aim lost or the
ball tipped off to one side.

The offside play is another serious difference. The
American Polo Association does not recognize it at
all, but in England it is elaborately and carefully
defined. The rule there is:

“No player who is off side shall hit the ball or
&hall in any way prevent the opposite side from
reaching or hitting the ball. A player 18 off side
when, at the time of the ball being hit, he has no
one of the opposite side nearer the adversaries’
£oal line, or that line produced, or behind that line,
and when he is netther in possession of the ball nor
behind one of his own side who 1s In possession of
the ball. The goal line means the 8-yard line be-

tween the goal posts. A player, if off side, remains
off side until the ball is hit or hit at again."

Mr. Hazard is advocating the visit of an Hnglish
team as earnestly as he is a uniform standard in
rules. His success in the matter of rules attained
its greatest triumph a few days ago, when, at his
invitation, the leading polo plavers of Great Rritain
came together to discuss the matter, and it was
agreed by the English players that they would give
a practical test to the American method of playing
by arranging a serles of games to he held early
next season =t the Hurlingham Club.

Although many prominent English loists favor
the American rules, they recognize that it will he
a (yﬂi("u" undertaking to bring about a change.
