A. O. VANDERBILT DRIVES ENTRIES.
There was a clone competition in the class for

pairs of novice carriage horses, and only after
long consultation did the judges agree on the
winner. The exhibitors included .lay F. Car-
lisle, c K. O. Billing*, W. H. Moore. J. E.
WMfier, J. H. Moore and Herbert Coppell. to-
gether with a number of professional horse
dealer*, one of whom had come to the Garden
accompanied by a well organized claque of
stable bays, whose howls of enthusiasm when
their employer drove past their quarter of the
ringdeceived nobody, not even the Judges. Itwas
a close thing between John Arthur's pair and
the team of J. H. Moore, president of the Chi-
cago Horse Show, but the latter pair suited the
Judges best, find bo Lord Roberts 2d and Lord
Russell ultimately got the coveted ribbon.

Alfred Owynne Vanderbllt drove the tour in
hand belonging to himself and his brother Regi-
nald in the class for teams between 14 and 15
hands. Aurel Batonyl handled Mrs. John Ger-
ken's four. Other exhibitors were John S. Brat-
ton, who did his own driving, and Mies Lula
Pfizer, whose team was handled by a coachman.
The Vanderbilt team were dark bays and per«
fectly matched, but Mrs. Gerken's four were
equally \u25a0veil matched and smart** In action, and
nobody was displeased when they got the prin-
cipal award, with Mr. Vanderbilt'p team in sec-
ond place and the dealer's team third-.

The exhibit of thoroughbred horses has long
been the weakest feature of the Horse Show,
and this year is scarcely an exception, though
the showing is better this year than last. Prob-
ably John E. Madden was intimately acquainted
with the characteristics of every horse he had
to judge long before he stepped Into the ring.
He had six stallions to examine. an"d none of
them were of the highest class. Owners of valu-
able thoroughbreds will not expose them to the
dangers of Illness and Injury incident to public

exhibition. Itdid not take Mr Madden long to
choose Requital for the blue ribbon The old horse
won the Futurity In 1863 for Gideon B. Daly,
and has been In the stud for several years. Bel-
mar. who used to be owned by "Plttsburs; Phil."
and who was on*of the best gray thoroughbreds
that ever raced in this country, pleased Mr.
Madden second best, with Lighterman and
Slelpner. exhibited by Mrs. Lillian Barnes Al-
llen. In third and fourth places.

While the judging was going on there came
near being an Impromptu stallion fight for the
delectation of the spectators. Warrenton man-
aged to get loose from his groom, and attacked
Lighterman, who promptly let fly his feet to re-
pel the atack. For a moment it looked like a
hair raising contest, but Warrenton's groom
soon caught him, and with some assistance sub-
dued his anger.

Despite his fall of the morning, F. Ambrose
Clark rode his gelding Guidon In the hunters'
class that closed the afternoon programme, and
the horse performed so well as to win an easy
victory over Ripple, who had beaten him In the
morning. Guidon seemed to have got used to
the shadows and noises of the ring, and per-
formed more smoothly than he had done in themorning. Consequently the judges were not in-
consistent in%reversing themselves.

The evening crowd was late inarriving and Itwas nearly 0:30 o'clock before the attendance
reached Its height. When the throngs had ar-rived, however, it compared favorably with any
first night crowd In the history of the .HomeShow and it would not be surprising to see
records broken In the way of attendance be-fore the week Is over.

This was distinctly an innovation and many
thought that It would be frowned on officially,
since there is scarcely any limit to this sort
of thing If once it is started. However. Mr.
Sewards horse got the blue ribbon, over
Mrs. H. <». MeElwaine's chestnut mare
Sapphire.

P. Vivian (Joorh. tho Knglish judge of saddle
horses, who wa* brought to this country espe-

cially to award the prises to the animals that
appeared under the saddle, showed himself to

be a hard worker when the first saddle class
appealed yesterday afternoon. Not only did he
have the best hoi-ses stripped and examine th-in

closely in this condition, but when it came down

to the final choice he himself mounted the sev-
eral candidates and tried their paces about the

ring.

There was ontv a «prinkllng of spectators

when at 0 o'clock- the bugler walked to the cen-
tre of the ring and blew the blast that an-
nounced the show open. The following hour

was devoted to eixerolsins horses in the ring

and the first class judged was for animals suit-
able to become hunters. As a matter of fact,

most of than were unsuitable, but C. F. Levin's
mare Yellow Rose was as Rood as any. and she
got the main award. A class of Klxty-ono Jump-

ers followed, and it took the three Judges until
the luneheort* hour to weed them out. In this
class F. Ambrose Clark, the stepson of Bishop

Putter, rode several of his own entiles. Mr.

Clark is a finished horseman and frequently

rides his own horses in steeplechases at the
metropolitan tracks, hut Copper King played

him a low-lived trick In the ring yesterday.
The gelding was green to the ring, and he

promptly refused. Not bo with his rider, how-
ever. Mr. Clark did not refuse. Not at all. He
took the jump neatly and lighted on his shoul-
der In the «oft tanbark on the other side of the
rail. He was none the worse for his tumble,
however, and rode his own entries in a later
class. The judges did some queer work in this
class, for they passed horses that have national
reputations, and have won blue ribbons In every
show In the country; horses like Richmond,
Hornpipe. American Beauty. Chappie and
others, and gave first reward to the Chestnut Hill
Stock Farm's Hippie, a bay mare, who cleared
the bar by at least a foot at every trial. It
was strong Jumping, but scarcely finished, and
the decision created considerable unfavorable
criticism.

GENERAL ELECTRIC CO. EXPANDS.
According to a special dispatch to a Wall Street

news agency yesterday the General Electric Com-
pany, represented by Stone & Webster, of Bos-
ton, has obtained control of all the street railway
systems ofTaooma, Seattle and Everett, Wash., and
has let contracts for the development of 25,000 horses
power by diverting the flow of Puyallup River into
a canal ten miles long, giving a fall of SCO feet;
this power to be used for operating the Tacoma
and Seattle street railways. The Seattle Electric
Company, a consolidation of all the street rail-
ways of Seattle, except one small line, and the
electric light companies In and near Seattle has$8,000,000 common stock and operates eighty- two and
one-half miles of road.

Stone & Webster are. the general managers and
transfer agents. They are also the general man-agers of the Taconw Railway and Power Company
which controls all th« street railways of Tacorna*
total mileage, sixty-one miles. The General Elec-tric Company, on January 31, this year, owned1744.400 of the Tacoma Railway and Power Com-pany's *2.O0O.O«> stock, and |202.001> of Its J1310(»»
outstanding bonds. The single streetcar line

ofEverett. Wash., operating about ten mites oftrack, is owned by the Everett Railway and Elec-

tric Company, which has outstanding ja».o;O stock
and KOO.OOtI bonds.

BALTIMORE AND OHIO BRINGING PAT
TO THE PENNSYLVANIA STANDARD.

Baltimore, Nov. 17.—Several employe* of th« Bal-

timore and Ohio Rallroa-1 Company saM to-day
that they had received Information that their
salaries would be increased. President Lore*, whiledeclining to Mate the percentage of increase or
the number of men affected, said that the com-
pany had for some time been Increasing wages in
one branch or another of the service, and that the
policy would be continued. From another official
it was learned that the company was raising the
rate of pay la every department to the Pennsyl-
vania standard.

The Baltimore and Ohio employs about sixty-
five thousand men. and If these men get an In-
crease averaging 10 per cent it will add $3,000,000 to
the payroll. A large number of yard engineers,
firemen, conductors and brakemen at such points
as Philadelphia. Wilmington, Baltimore. Bruns-
wick. Cumberland. Keyser. Piedmont. Orafton.
Clarksburg. Parkersburg. Plttsburg. Benwood. Bel-
lalre, Newark and Chicago Junction are receiving
Increases of several cents an hour.

Cleveland. No*. 17.—Formal notices were posted
by the Lake Shore Railway Company to-day an-
nouncing an advance of 10 per cent. in wages to
all switchmen employed by the company" outside of
Chicago. The Chicago switchmen recently received
an advance, and the Increase announced to-day
Is in the line of equalization of salaries. The ad-vance takes effect from November 1 and benefits
about one thousand men.

While no official notice has been Issued by th«
Nickel Plate road concerning an advance of waxes
to its switchmen, it is understood that the ques-
tion Is under consideration and that favorable
action will probably result.

UK ADVOCATES NEW METHOD OF TAX

COLLECTION AND DEFENDS THE

ASSESSMENT PROPOSAL.

Controller Kdward M. Groat delivered « lon*
address* on "The Finance* of New-York City" be-

fore, the Manufacturer*' Association in Brooklyn
last evening. In which be proposed amendments
to the charter regarding the collection of taxes,

Urn Issuing of bonds, the sinking fund and the
levyingof assessments for local improvement!", lie
first spoke of the Importance of the office of Con-
troller of New-York, and praised the condition In
which he found the office, and then said in part:

1 have sought to Indicate the greatness of the
office by speaking of the aggregate of its receipts
and disbursements as exceeding ISfXV.COO.OOn a year.
This Includes at least 2."» rer cent of needless and
expensive receipts and disbursements which, under
any intelligent system of finance, ought to be ut-
t'rly eradicated. Ii la a strange situation on the
flr.M of each January, the beginning of Its fiscal
year, when ti>«? city of New-York, the greatest ami
richest of American cities, starts without a dollar
with will, to pay the smallest expense, and so
continues, except as It relieves its necessities and
meets Its obligations by borrowing, until, on the
first Monday of October, the year's Income by
taxation fulls due. It Is a situation which costs
the city a mlllim an.] a quarter a year for inter-
est, to say nothing of incidental expenses and the
worry of Its financial officer*, and which compels
It. as a constant borrower Instead of a large de-
positor at the banks, to accept 2 per cent on its
deposits where It otherwise might get 3 or 34 per
cent.
Ishall meet and avoid objections by a bill inthe

coming legislature which will leave unchanged the
date, the first Monday of October, when taxis be-
come a lien, and the date. December 1. when the
Interest penalty for non-payment begins to run.
but which will provide that taxes shall be fixed and
may be paid, with a rebate, at the rate of 3 per
rent from the date of payment to December I, on
and after January 1. This rate Is from one-lialf per
cent to l per cent |»ss than w« pay the banks on
revenue Ionda. but sufficient. Ibelieve, to attract
Inrre payments. The city will thus pare several
hundred thousand dollars of Interest, while the
condition •>' the delayed taxpayer willlie no whit
harder than it Is now.
