THE KITCHTTSr FLOOR.

An old housekeeper denounces In th« strongest

terms the custom bo prevalent in cities of using

linoleum on tho kitchen floor. There la always a
dank, unsavory region under the edge of the

linoleum In moving Into a new flat, even one
which has been well kept, a housekeeper finds a
hard ridpa of solidified dirt around the edge of the
room, which sometimes has to be fairly scraped
away with a knife. This is the loose dirt, caked
by the gradually accumulated grease and scrubbing
water, washed under the edge of the linoleum and
transformed Into a nest for microbes.

With the first break In the pa!^t on the surface
of the linoleum grease and water sink through the
substance to the floor beneath, and only fresh
painting renders II again Impervious. That this
remedy la seldom applied la evidenced by the worn
spots on most kitchen linoleum around the sink or
other much travelled spots.

A well seasoned hardwood Boor, properly filled
and kept in order by wiping with oil at least once
a month. Is generally accepted aa the best floor.
It Is, however, more trouble to keep In order than
a painted floor. Greasu spots make dark blotches
dlfticult to extract, and sometimes, when a pene-
trating oil like olive oil has been spilled, can only
bn obliterated by staining the whole floor a darker
\u25a0hade. Moreover, a hardwood Boor Is more ex-
pensive and Is not always to be had in a rented
nous*.

Under such circumstances paint If a far cleaner
arid more hygienic •or covering than anything
else. A tloof that has had linoleum on it will be
found fell of tacks by the newcomer. The. tacks
should all be extracted, and the] the • LCkholea and
cracks filled with a resular crack filler. This can
be bought at a paint store in the form <\u25a0'. a paste.
Then the floor should be painted with a good, hard
paint. There Is a great difference In paints. One
should be chosen that h.'is a varnish in It. and pos-
sesses a high kloss. A poor p.\lnt soon becomes
worn, allowing tht* grease to soak In.

Floora painted throughout the house are the best
of nil protections u^alnst moths. Moths- live in
cracks a:;d If th« latter are filled with crack filler
and paint, and then- la a tight moulding at the
bottom of the footboard, their nappy home is gone.
This Is particularly true; of closet floors, which are
the on*s most often left without any treatment at
all. and where moths most love to congregate.

OF MEN, SAYS MR. BATTEN.

"St. Martha is practically the patron taint of the
women of to-day, and St. Vltus of the men." said
the Rev. Mr. Batten, of Morristown, N. J.. In ad-
dressing the New-York State Conference of Re-
ligions yesterday in the Assembly Hall of the
United Charities Building, Fourth-aye. and Twen-
tr-fieeond-st. His subject was "The Religious Dls-
ecj\-2ntages of the Existing Economic Order." 'Hustle' ie the watchword and 'grab' the battle-
rry. There is no time for ideals. They can't be
coined. And as a final test, everything- Is lined up
to the dollar mark.

"To hear some people talk one would think that
indix-idual Initiative could, unaided, transform a
Hottentot into a Shakespeare In a single lifetime.
But those who preach this most loudly are usually
those who have had the most circumstantial as-
sistance in their careers. The man who has won
his goal unaided has little to say of the advantages
sf a single handed fi^ht. The horrors of the strug-
gle are still upon him. He has strength to share
\u25a0with a weaker brother, but not a breath to boast
with. Why, to tell a man to rise above his en-
vironment is practically to ask him to rise out of
his personality. But that is what the churches may
be charged with doing if they plead for a, spiritual
Ufa and let economic questions take care of them-
selves. Itis not a question of whether our people
will or may serve God and Mammon; It is a fact
that they can't.
