NEW VESSELS AUTHORIZED.

At the last session of Congress, by act of July
1902, the eonstruction of the following additional
of the navy was authorized: Two bdattle-
ships, one to be built at such navy yard as the
Secretary might designate; tw armored cruisers
and two gunboats. In pursuance of this act the

INCREASE OF SHIPS.

After most careful consideration, I believe it te
be my dutly to commend a continuance without
interruption of the increase of ships The p
type of ships authorized must, of course, like
uthorization itself, be referred to the wisdon
Congress, to whose committees re commendations
in detail may be made. Differences of opinion cx-
ist among naval authorities, but all agree that not
less than two battleships should be among the
number authorized. Whether the others should be

NAVAL STATIONS.

There is no subject which deserves more careful
consideration than that of mnaval stations, Their
wituntion and development have sometimes been
controlled more by accident and local wishes than
by the kguader consideration of national needs.
We ,~un~l)\‘hu\'<- an abundance of them within the
United States, but there is imperative demand for
the establishment of a naval station in the Philip-
pin and in the West Jndian islands or the Car
hean. M m experiehce leads me to express the
hope that Congress will make some provision which
will enable the committees especlally charged with
the consideration of naval affairs to inspeet our
naval stations. 1 cannot but believe that such an
examination would result in very considerable
economy in public expenditures. Jf the examina-
tion could he extended, as it should be, beyond the
seas, it would Insure the selection of proper sites
f'“d their development on wise and economical
mes,

WIRELESS TELEGRAPHY.

The Chief of the¢ Bureau of Equipment reports
the purchase, afier investigation, of apparatus for
the purpose of conducting experiments in wireless
telegraphy, according to four different systems
recently developed in Europe and offering promise
of usefulness to the navy. ations have been
established at the navy yard, Washington, and at
Annapolis, Md., and experiments will thus be con-
ducted between points distant from each eother
about thirty miles. Upon the completion of a series
of overland tests, it Is proposed to install one set
of each kind of apparatus on board a ship and the
corresponding set at Annapolis, Md., in order to
conduct tests from ship to shore at varying dis-
tances. The next step will be to Install apparatus
on board separate ships, in order that tests muy be
made at sed, outside of land interferences.

FRANCHISE OPPOSITION, COACHED BY |

MURPHY AND SULLIVAN, ARE
FOOLING LABOR.

“Waiting for the ‘dough’ wagon ™ That sizes
up the attitude of about twenty Tammany and
Willoughby Street aldermen toward the Penn-
sylvania tunnel franchise. Tt is an attitude that
Tammany Hall believes in and has become ac-
customed to. Charles F. Murphy, the new
leader of Tammany Hall, knows all about the

situation, and the aldermen who have joined ;

in the “holdup’ of the tunnel franchise have not
been censured by him.

Some of the aldermen are opposed from con-
scientious motives to the present form of the
franchise, and the formation of the combination

ing to hide, their real motives behind the cloak
of sympathy for organized labor has put these
honest aldermen in an extremely embarrassing
position.

The “combine” does not take the Pennsyl-
;ania at its word. The men who think that
there ought to he *“something doing” for them
say with great complacency that the Pennsyl-
vania company is rich, and if the subway inter-
ests were willing to pay $20,000 for a little thing
like the Lenox-ave. extension, the Pennsylvania
company, which asks for much more, ought to
“come down' handsomely for its franchise.

Not in years has organized labor been so com-

pletely fooled by sharp *“boodlers’” as this time, |

when it has been induced to rush to the sup-
port of a bribe seeking ‘‘combine” in the Board
of Aldermen, whose members are only too ready
to use labor as a cloak.

With Charles F. Murphy and Timothy D. Sulli-
van secretly coaching the opposition to the tun-
nel franchise, the Tammany men feel secure in
the game they are playing.

The railroad committee was to have met yes-
terday at the City Hall to consider the franchise
resolution. Alderman Diemer sent word to
President Fornes's office that the committee
would not be able to get together until Monday.
President Fornes still 1s in hopes that the fran-
chise will be passed, but the indications now are
that the ‘“combine,’”” backed by Murphy and
Sullivan, will be able to defeat the resolution.
