It
was the plain right of the companies to know how
much their tangible property was assessed at and
what part of the assessment related to the fran-
chise.

The argument on behalf of the State was mads
by Deputy Attorney General Henry B. Coman, as-
sisted by J. Newton Fiero, special counsel. Mr.
Coeman held that the law does not violate any pro-
vision of the federal constitution prohibiting the
jmpairment of the obligation of a contract. since
the franchise to use the street is property and tax-
stle as such. To escape taxation it must come

under some well settied rule of exemption. and a
cizim for exemption from taxation as against the
State must be very clearly shown. No such ex-
emption. he asserted. is shown cn the part of the
carporations. and no contraci, either exprese or
implied. exists on the part of the State that any
of the corporations shall not be subject to taxa-
tion on their franchises. In connection with this
roint he cited numerous recent decisions of the
Federal Court.

Mr. Fiero argued upon the guestion that the law
is capable of enforcement. The value of the special
franchise for purposes of taxation can be and has
been. he said. ascertained and determined by the
State Board with a reasonable degree of certainty.

The Tax Commissioners considered every element
which entered into the value of the franchises as-
sessed by it. and excluded all others, as appears by
the return and the evidence. The provisions of the
stitution with reference to home rule, by which
jocal officers are required to be elected or ap-
pointed bv local authorities, is not viclated by the
201, he said. since the State Board of Tax Commis-
sioners are irn no sense local officers, but are
State officers.

AUBURN PRISON CRITICISED.

COMMISSIONER STEWART PRESENTS SE-
VERE REPORT—ELMIRA OVER-
CROWDED. °

Albany, Dec, 3.—President Lispenard Stewart of
the State Prison Commission presented reports of
inspections recently made by him of State penal
institutions at the meeting of the commission to-
day. He criticised severely certain conditions which
prevail at Auburn Prison, declared the reformatory
at Elmira to be overcrowded, and that the enforce-
ment of the State Civil Service law prevents the
employment of suitable officials at the House of
Refuge for Women at Hudson.

In dealing with Auburn Prison Mr. Stewart says
that while, in the main, the buildings are in good
~ondition, there is a pressing need for immediate
improvement in the condition of the cells for con-
demned prisoners. ““They are horrible,” he says,
“badly lighted, illy ventllateG and untidy. No man
atout 1o die ‘should be reguired to occupy such
quarters during the few remaining days of his life”

#He finds that the industries at the prison are in a
fourishing condition, and recommends that the as-
«<istants in the women's prison receive increased
compensation. The method of transferring prison-
ers is sharply criticised, Mr. Stewart saying:

On the day of inspection thirty men were received
from the Eimira Reformatory. Before the passen-

gers from the other coaches had left the station
the convicts were brought out. They were hand-

cuffed and shackled together, and chains passed |
{ partments, local agents, etc..

through the handcuffs, so that perhaps ten or
twelve men were fastened together. Quite a crowd
of the voung and old citizens of Auburn watched
this ghastly performance, which took one back
about two hundred years, and was a sight disgrace-
ful to twentieth century civilization. The transfer
from the car to the prison should be made decently
and in order. and the shocking sight be spared to
the citizens of the city of Auburn.

The State Reformatory at Flmira is characterized
as inadequate and is said to be greatly overcrowded,
it is recommended that steps be taken to remedy
thi= and that ail of the buildings be thoroughly
repaired at once.

The Hudson House of Refuge for Women was
found by Mr. Stewart 1o be in excellent condition,
but he recommends that the places in the institu-
tion be exempted from Civil Service, as by that
means he says better employes can be secured.

The condition of the Erie County, Monroe County
an‘d Onondaga penitentiaries is declared to be ex-
celient.
