OVERWHELMING MAJORITY FOR
THE REPORT.

PLAN NOT FAVORED-— {

The first regular meeting of the Chamber of
Ccmmerce in its new home, No. 65 Liberty-st.,
was held yesterday. The attendance was large.
Piesident Morris K. Jesup presided and de-
livered an introcductory addrzss of welcome.

By a rising vote the Chamber unanimously i
elected ex-President Alexander E. Orr an hon-
orary member. .

John Harsen Rhoades, chairman of the com-
mittee on finance and currency, to which had
peen referred a resolution calling for a report
as 1o a feasible measure to provide against
a2 money tightness similar to the one lately ex-
perienced, submitted the committee’s report,
which is in part as follows:

Your committee is of the opinion that the ef-
tecliveness and elasticity of the present circulation
of the national banks could be improved to a con-
siderable extent if the banks were permitted to re-
tire their circulation at will, without being limited
1w a total retirement of only &,000,000 in any one |
th of the year. Your committee is further im-
pressed that, supplementary to the present bank
note circulation, such a credit currency should be
created as would flow with trade and commerce In
jts upward and downward tendencies. Such a sup-
plementary circulation should bear proper relation
1 capital of the respective issuing banks; it
shouid, moreover, rest upon the commercial and
incustrial credits which, of necessity, need contin-
wally to be made to aid in the creation, development
and liquidation of trade, and it should be secured
in the most perfect manner, so that its redemption
can at no time be called into the slightest douot.

Your committee further urges that proper laws
be prompily enacted to render the ggld standard in-
violate, and to that end that the Secretary of the
Treasury be directed to maintain at all times on a
parity with goid the legal tender silver dollars re-
maining outstamding, and that he be directed to ex-
e gold for legal tender silver dollars when
ted to the Treasury. That the coinage of

Jaw. should cease. That the Secretary of the
Treasury should be authorized to coin the silver
puliion in the Treasury into such denominations of
subsidiary silver coin as he may deem necessary w0

FRENCH MONETARY LEGISLATION.

ISSUE OF SILVER COINS AUTHORIZED—FIXING
A SUGAR TAX.

Paris. Dec. 4—The Chamber of Deputies ratified
to-day an additional monetary convention between
France, Italy, Belgium and Switzeriand authorizing
cach countrv to issue additional silver coins to the
value of $2.500.000.

The House devoted the remainder of the session
to the discussion of the government bill establish-
ing a new sugar regime which has been rendered
necessarv bv the Brussels convention. After a
number of amendments had been rejected, the
Chamber adopted the first article of the bill fixing
the tax on refined sugar from September 1, 1803, at
25 francs per 220 pounws. The varifous ballots show
a maiority in the Chamber of about 250 in favor of
the bill. The debate was adjourned.

With the exception of a two hours recess for
supper the Reichstag was in continuous sgsion
from 10 o'clock this morning until 11:30 o’clock to-
night, this being the longest session in the history
of the Reichstag. Most of the time was spent

in to-night. The members called ch other
“scoundrels,” ‘‘dogs,” etc., the long hours having
irritated their tempers.

SILVER WORKERSEND STRIKE

THEY GIVE UP DEMAND FOR NINE HOUR
DAY—REINSTATEMENT PROBABLE.

The nine hour workday strike of the silver-
smiths and polishers in New-York, ordered
about two months ago by the Brotherhood of
Silveramiths, was called off yesterday. This
was followed by a stampede of six hundred
strikera to the factories of Graff, Washbourne
& Dunn, Fourteenth-st. and Sixth-ave.; Thomas
J. Brown, Bethune-st., and the Gorham Manu-
facturing Company, Twenty-fifth-st. and Lex-
ington-ave.,, where they applled for work un-
conditionally. A number of employes were
taken back on the old ten hour workday basis,
and the rest expect to be taken back, as the
strike seriously affected the plans for holiday
trade, and work will be rushing up to Christ-
mas.

When the strike was ordered all the factories
were getting out goods for the holiday trade,
and were caught badly. The Mauser Manu-
facturing Company, the Langsfeld Manufactur-
ing Company and several smaller firms grant-
ed the nine hour demand. A few days later the
Whiting Manufacturing Company yielded, but
the rest of the large firms held out. It was said
yesterday that the firms which granted the nine
hour workday will likely return to the ten
hour basis, as they will not be able to compete,
it is believed, with the other firms on their pres-
ent working basis.

The seventeen hundred striking silversmiths,
pnhshurs and others employed in Tiffany & Co.’s
factory at Forest Hill, N. J.,, are expected to
surrender on Monday, as the firm has decided
not to grant the nine hour demand. In this
city the chasers, who went out after the silver-
smiths and finishers struck, have all obtained
employmenrt with employing brass workers ex-
cept twenty-five, who are stil]l on strike.

SANITARY CONFERENCE ENDS.

TO MEET AGAIN IN SANTIAGO DE CHILI IN
194—THE MOSQUITO AND INFECTION.

Washington, Dec. 4.—Tha sanitary conference of
American republice, which has been in session here
since Tuesday, came to an end to-night. Santiago
de Chili was selected as the place of the next
meeting, which will be held on March 5. 194. Dr.
Eduardo Moore, the delegate from Chili, aasured
the delegates that all Chill would welcome them,
and said a hyglenic axhibit would be given in San-
tiago at the time of the conference.

The mosquito came in for a good share of at-
tention at the closing session, ana several resolu-
tions on Infection wera adopted. One of these, of-
fered by Dr. A. B. Reynolds, of Chicago, urged the
different governmente to study in their respective
territories the geographical distribution of the mos-
quito, In order that it may hawe practical appli-

cation in subsequent conventions. A resolution,
offered by Dr. Guiteras, of Cuba, is of broader
scope, and, within a measure, makes the state-

ment that the insect is the one factor in the com-
munication of the disease.

A long resolution, pertaining to the work of the
International Sanitary Bureau, whose permanent
headquarters are to be in Washington, was
adopted. It makes {t the duty of the bureau to
urge all the parties represented in the conference
to encourage and aid or enforce in all proper ways
the sanftation of seaports, including -the sanitary
improvements of harbors, sewerage drainage of
the soil, paving, elimination of infection from
bufldings, and the destruction of mosquitoes and
other vermin.

The delegates were received at the White House
by President Roosevelt at noon.

But with
the foundation of the Cuban Republic there has
been organized a diplomatic and consular corps
and a consul general has been assigned to this port.

Sefior de Zayas has long been a resident of New-
York, and rendered valuable services to the Cuban
cause as an attaché of the junta. It was in recoz-
nition of these services that President Palma ap-
pointed him to office. His salary is $3.000 a year.

COLONELS DYER AND AUSTEN ORDER

REGIMENTS NOT TO APPEAR IN
GARDEN MILITARY SHOW.

What may result in important changes in the
annual Military Athletic League tournament
at Madison Square Garden developed yesterday
when it became known that Colonel George R.
Dyer of.the 1Zth Regiment and Colonei David
E. Austen of the 13th Reziment had decided
that their organizations should not be repre-
sented in the coming tournament, and that
Brigadier General George Moore Smith, com-
manding the First Brigade, had practically in-
dorsed the action of the rwo colonels.

Colonel Dyer announced early in the week
that he would oppose his officers or men taking
part in the tournament. Yesterday he formaily
announced this decision to Colonel Charles H.
Luscomb, president of the league. Colonel
Austen had written to Colonel Luscomb a few
days before in the same strain. Colonel Dyer
said yesterday: “My reason is that the league
is not constituted in such a way as to make it
entirely proper that troops in the active service
of the State should take part in the Garden
displays.”

Colonel Austen went into a longer explanation.
He said:

“I" wrote to Colonel Luscomb several days
ago, explaining that the 13th could no longer
be represented by either delegates or by details
of troops in the league. My reason for this
action this: I am strongly of the opinion
that the State National Guard should not take
part in any affairs not ordered by the State or
under law, or not directly under the supervision
of the commanding officer of the guard, as it in-
volves removal of uniforms, etc., without au-
thority or order. I regard this in the same light
as the National Guard Assoclation, to which
for many years we have not sent a delegation.™

The 13th is the largest regiment in the State,
and the 12th is nearly as large, being prae=
tically tied with the 7th Regiment in member-
ship.

General Smith said:

“C‘ommanding 6fficers of regiments are right
in not permitting their organizations or any
portion of them to take part In reviews or other
military ceremonies of any kind when by so
doing they are to be commanded by those not
authorized by law to exercise command over
the troops of the State.” He declined to say
what action he would take.

It is known that some officers have protested
to General Smith against allowing troops in the
active service to be commanded at reviews
and drills by an officer on the supernumerary
list, and General Smith’'s reference in his in-
terview to “those not authorized by law™ is
supposed to be aimed at Colonel Luscomb, who
is not in active service but is on the super-
numerary list, although he has been command-
ing the detachments of guardsmen who have
made up many parades in Madison Square
Garden. General Smith {s known to be heart-
ily in favor of the military tournament, and
those near to him say that only his desire to
keep within the strict letter of the code could
have induced him to take the stand he has
taken.

Colonel Luscomb was asked yesterday about
the attitude of the 12th and 13th Regiments,
and said that he had been informed by Colonel
Dyer and Colonel Austen of their position. He
said he could not understand why they should
do this, but declined to discuss the question.
All he would say was this:

“The tournament will go on this season, as
before, although we are sorry to lose the sup-
port of such a regiment as the 12th. The in-
terest of the army and navy in the tournament
this season jis greater than ever, and we have
been assured by Rear Admiral H. C. Taylor,

Chief of the Bureau of Navigation, that the
training ship Lancaster. Hartford or Topeka
would be sent to New-York for the tournament
week, thus insuring a splendid representation
of bluejackets.”

Those who have been opposing the present ad-
ministration of the Military Athletic League are
said to favor a plan by which the league will
be put under the control of the adjutant gen-

is

eral or commanding general of the guard, in
order to give it a more official character. It 1=
even reported that Brigadier General Smith

may later issue an order forbidding guardsmen
taking part in the military tournament. While
none of the officers of the league yesterday
would talk about such action. friends of Colonel
Luscomb doubted that the head of the brizade
would iszue such an order
