Last
Tuesday morning she left her room, apparently In
good spirits and with plenty of money, and went
to visit Mrs. Margaret Todd. who owns the Yon
Hoffman apartment and has a suite on the second
floor. There she was received by a Mrs. Payne,
Mrs. Todd's housekeeper, and there she had re-

mained In spite of Mrs. Todd's absence.
According to Mrs. Payne her visitor began to act

queerly yesterday, so she informed Mis. Haight's
brother, Henry Tolman. of Pittsburg, of his sister's
condition, and also sent for Mrs. Haight's phy-
sician. Dr. Albert Dupont, of No. 310 West Twenty-

thlrd-st.. to make arrangements for removing her

to some private sanatorium. The doctor, itis said.
was to arrive at 4 o'clock, but for some reason he
failed to appear.

As Mrs. Payne tells the story, her visitor sud-
denly ruehed to the window, and. with the cry.

"Let me out of here!" threw herself out into the

Mr. Haight, a mining engineer. Is said to be In
the Pennsylvania coaJ fields.

At Bellevue Hospital, where Mrs. Haight was re-
moved and placed In the Insane pavilion, charged
with attempted suicide, it was reported last night
that her condition was criticaJ.

ALLEGED PIRATES TAKEN

SLOOP SOUGHT BY POLICE CAPTURED—'
MAN ABOARD IDENTIFIED AS

HIGHWAYMAN.
Edward Murray, an officer of Hastings, has capt-

ured the now famous black floop Stranger, for
which the police along the Hudson River and Long

Island Sound have been looking for some time, on
the supposition that it is the home of the Sound
pirates who have been operating along these two

\u25a0waterways for some time past. _ "

About two weeks ago the Stranger was anchored
off Hastings on the night James Mullins. coach-
man for Car! Trube, a resident of Hastings, was
waylaid and robbed. The home of another resi-
dent of Hastings was also entered the same night

and robbed. The next morning the sloop had dis-
appeared.'

Every time the black sloop lias appeared at any

place, it is said that robberies have taken place,

and that the sloop would always disappear the
next morning early. An employe of A. Zinsser.
president of the village, yesterday afternoon
noticed a long black sloop slowly round to and
anchor off the boathouse of the Hastings Yacht
Club. He immediately informed Mr. Zinsser, who
in turn told Officer Murray, and the latter hurried
to the beach.
In a short time a small boat put off. containing

twr, men. and as soon as they landed Murray

placed both under arrest. At police headquarters
they described themselves as Captain John Allen
Freise, of the slor«p yacht Stranger, and Patrick
Gallagher, of No. 164 Thirty-nfth-st.. South Brook-
lyn. Captain Freise Is a short, stockily built man,

dark, with a heavy mustache. 5 feet 3 inches In
heiplit. and weighs 13S pounds. Gallagher is also
stockily built, 6 feet C inches, weighs 147 pounds, of

smooth face and dark features. When arrested
Captain Freise stated that his was a river junk
boat, and that he cruised about buying up boat
junk of all kinds, which he repaired and resold.

He denied positively ever having been on Long

Island Sound, but after a while admitted having

been at City Island last year.

After having locked up the mm Officer Murray

secured a search warrant and rowed out to th*
sloop. Here he found a monster mastiff dog on
guard. Every Inch of the boat was searched, but
nothing in the line of valuable, loot was found.

CHARGES FOR BAUGBBT.

TRIAL INSTEAD OF PENSION RETIRE-
MENT TO BE. HIS LOT.

Announcement of pending .charges against Police
Captain William R. Haughey was made at the .Dis-
trict Attorney's office late yesterday^ afternoon.
The charges will be fil*d with Commissioner Part-
ridge this morning. Assistant District Attorney

Morgan, who had prepared the charges, would not
give the specifications. It was learned, however,

that the complaints are based on affidavits made
by Antonio Import! and Frank Tagliano, th» same
men who made the charges against ex-Captain
Moynihan, for which Moynihan has been indicted.
ItIs believed that Haughey will be arraigned be-

fore Commissioner Partridge for neglect of duty

in falling to suppress disorderly houses when h»

was In command of the East One-hundred-and-
fourth-st. station. This Is the same station in

which Moynihan was captain when he is alleged to

have committed bribery. Laporti was said to be a

TWENTY-ONE NEGROES ARRESTED.
CHAPMAN MAKES A RAID ON "THE COL-

ORED CANTTELD'S." AND FINDS GAMB-

LINGINPROGRESS. HE SATS.

Captain Chapman last night. In a raid made
twenty-one negroes prisoners. John Franklin

Moriran. known as "the colored Canfleld," and
who nave his occupation as art collector, was
locked up In the Mercer-st. station with a score of
negroes cantured In the Semona Club, at No. 138

West Third-st. Morgan was doing th« honors at

the club. In evening clothes.
The club is a three story and basement brick

building. A stepladder was pat up against the
house, while, detectives pounded the front door.

Those pounding the door got In first. No one had

taken the trouble to Up off "the colored Canflelrl."

and the consequence was. as Captain Chapman
said, "they were all caught at it."

On the first floor were a number of negroes play-

ing poker, th« captain said. Morgan demanded to

know the moaning of the outrage on the men who
were vlsitine him. Captain Chapman and his men
pushed into the first floor front room and found a
t>oker table with a "kitty." In the "kitty"were
$123 and six p&wnticXetJi. showing some of th<j

players had run short and had pledged pledges.

Three card tables were secured, about twenty-five

hundred chips and several dozen packs of cards.
The upper floors, according to Captain Chapman,

were elven over to faro, except for a game of

hearts coins: on In one. room.
Morcan was loud in his protests that It was a

private house, and that the police had no right to
vMt it He was arrested, however, with the other
Inmates. Morgan gave his address as No. 181 West
Thlrtv-thlrd-st. He was charged with being the
proprietor of the house.

MAY END MARSEILLES STRIKE.

SHE HAD MICE INHER HAT.

PROPOSITION BY THE SHIPOWNERS TO THE

STRIKING CREWS.

Marseilles, Dec. 4.—No change In the strike

situation took place to-day, but this evening

the syndicate of ship owners made a proposi-

tion to the etrikers which, it is stated, is In the

nature of a compromise, and it is believed that

an agreement will be reached. Meantime the

government has organized a temporary steam-

ship service with Corsica, Algiers and Tunis,

furnishing sailors from the navy for the regular

steamers. When the steamer Rhone was on the

point of sailing for Bona at noon the crew sud-

denly deserted in spite of the protests and

prayers of the two hundred and fiftypassengers.
The latter refused to disembark, and the

steamer sailed lute in the afternoon, manned by

naval sailors.

P.or»rS-TS AND SHE FRIGHTENED

SOME TROLLEY PASSEXGIP7RS.

Sergeant Brov.n. of the Fourth Police Pre-

cinct, wap the only male passenger in a Clin-

ton-aye. trolley car. in Newark, yesterday mom-

ing, when the dozen women in itwere frightened

by a nest of mice, which one of their number

had unsuspectingly brought in.

At Beraen-st. ths> woman who caused the

commotion boarded the car. She took a seat

near Brown, in the middle of the oar. He no-

ticed after a few minutes that she was acting

in a peculiar manner. Her hat did not seem to

fit. and she" shifted and twisted it, until sud-

denly she tore itfrom her head, threw it to the
floor of the car and screamed. When the other

women in the car looked at the hat they

screamed, too. Xestled in the liningwere three

little mice, squeaking in terror as the women

passengers scrambled up on the cane seats and
stood trembling.

The sergeant, fearing that some of the women
mieht try to leap from th* car, ordered th*>

conductor to hold the door closed. The sergeant

killed the tiny mice, and then offered the woman
her hat, but'phe refused to put it on. and car-

ried it at arm's length until she alighted from

the car a few blocks further on.

SO-CALLED LAWYERS WHO GUARANTEE. TO RECOVER LOSSES MADE IS
SPECULATION.

There are many stock speculators who are losers
in Wall Street, for naturally nit all can win: and
this fact has opened a field for profit for certain
unscrupulous lawyers, who generally succeed in
easting the victim Into a still deeper mire of finan-
cial loss and despondency. At the moment Wall
Street is pestered by a class of attorneys" who pre-
tend to be able to recover losses made in the stock
market. There may be some cases where brokers
prefer to pay blackmail rather than go Into court

to prove the genuineness of their transactions,

but in a great many instances the blackmailers
are told to proceed, and nine times out of ten they

are not heard of again Many people, especially
women, who lose money in the Street brood so
much over their losses that they finally persuade

themselves into believing that their brokers are
responsible for their troubles. And when they

hear of attorneys who profess to be able to recover
such losses, they gladly pay over the remnants of
their bank accounts to these "smart" young men,

in the confident belitf that their lost money will
be restored. The man or woman who loses money

In Wall Street should not forget that his or her
broker is merely an agent, who buys or sells stocks
according to his customer's orders. Save in the
case of bucket shops (which are illegal concerns),

brokers have absolutely nothing to do with a man's
losses or gams, and even in the case of a bucket
shop the customer is to blame the more for having

trusted his money to concerns that have no recog-

nized standing in Wall Street.
Itis a remarkable fact that while several months

ago commission houses as a rule advised their
customers to take profits, the greater number of
margin holders refused to act on the advice, and
subsequently not onlyhad paper profits wiped out,

but were, in many cases, in debt to their brokers.
Yet there were disgruntled losers who would not

settle the difference with their brokers, but who

even demanded of their brokers amounts equiva-

lent to their losses.
Women In particular are bad losers In Wall

Street, and brokers have had so much trouble with
some of them who do not understand speculation
that their accounts are not geneially desired. In-
deed, in most cases,- they arc refused. The lawyer

shark naturally finds the woman speculator an
easy victim. After receiving a large retainer, he
goes to the commission house through which his
client has operated, and In a blustering manner
demands the privilege of examining the books of
the firm, a refusal being followed by a threat to

bring suit against the house on the ground that
his client's buying order for stocks had never been
executed. The mere suggestion that their name be
attacked generally is disquieting to conservative
and legitimate commission houses, and it is on the

strength of that idea that some firms would rather
settle such a claim than be accused in open court
of an act such as that on which the lawyer bases

his confidence tnat he will be able to recover
money for his customer. Of course, if the brokers
decide to pay the lawyer gets the better part or
the settlement as his fee, while the speculator finds
herself little better off than before she engaged
the so-called man of law. ..
In a recent case, in which a woman speculator

had lost money and brought suit against her broker
to recover it, the affidavit presented to the court
stated that no actual transactions had been mane
and that deponent was therefore entitled to recover
nil the money originally deposited as margin Ac
effort was made by the plaintiff to compel this
brokerage firm to produce Its books in court, ana
in answer the attorney for the broKers proved by

affidavits from every broker concerned in trie op-

eration that each and every transaction had been

made and recorded In the usual way on the floor

of the New-York Stock Exchange. Naturally the
case was thrown out of court, and the judge tola

the. lawyer and his client that their case was
simply based on guesses, as proved by the affi-
davits produced by the defendants, which Identified
every transaction In the account. In this case It

is interesting to note that the brokerage house,

when asked by the woman's lawyer for permission

to examine its books, agreed to grant the per-
mission on the condition that if. .• books showed
that the- transactions had been mane on the floor
of the exchange and were correct, the woman
client would allow Judgment to be taken for the
amount of her indebtedness to them. The lawyer

blustered some more and declined to agree to the

peoi>le who deal through New-York Stock Ex-

change honse* may rest Ensured that their transac-

tions arc conducted according to the rules of th«
exchange, which provide for expulsion when or-
dero are "bucketed." Stock Exchange firms buy
and sell on orders, and if speculators have their
margins wiped out by a declining market they

cannot blame- their broker. In a rapidly falling

market a broker Is compelled by the laws of busi-
ness common sense and honesty to protect him-

self
'

and if a customer fails to respond to a call

'for 'additional margin, the broker has no recourse
but to liquidate the account: Indeed, he would not
be a safe broker to a.-al with if he did not. Peo-
ple, who operate on small margins frequently lose
their money and then blame their brokers for the
loss.
