CERTAIN REPUBLICAN OFFICEHOLDERS
MUST BE PERMANENTLY DROPPED

WHEN THEIR TERMS EXPIRE.

Trenton. Dec. 4 (Special).— The effect of the last

election upon the Republican party in New-Jersey

was Impressive. It also was Instructive, and im-
provement in the conduct of the party, not only In

the management and control of the local conven-
tions and organizations, but also in the matter of a
return to higher principles and policies. is now un-
der serious consideration. It was said In this city

to-day by a Republican who is entirely competent

to express the sentiment of the most prominent

party leaders that Republicans who had been
passive or indolent would In time become more In-

dustrious and aggressive, the outcome of which,

it is expected, will be greater cohesive strength in

both harmony and activity.

ItIs true that the result of the election was not

so surprising to the Republicans who are regarded

as leaders as it was to the machine made man-
agers. Indeed, the latter appear to bo the only

party men who were unconscious of the unfailing

signs of dissatisfaction which were everywhere ap-

parent to the Republicans whose conservatism and

patriotic loyalty to the party enabled them to fore-

see in making up ante-election estimates. Those
Republicans to whom the party is more useful as
means to ends in which they are interested than

as an organization of State importance have not
yet. It would appear, recovered from the surprise

which the returns brought to them on the morning,

of November 5. These Republicans are to be found
everywhere in New-Jersey, and some of them are.
fortunately, among the defeated candidates and

their prospective beneficiaries. For some reason

plain enough to Republicans who are not misled
and misguided by a blind faith in the constant fidel-
ity of the people to partisanship, right or wrong,

a great many voters had come to the conclusion

that the Republican party was being guided by the

concentrated effort of certain men into the control
of men whose Interest in its success was more
closely allied to their own political success than
would promote the perpetuity of the principles

which had not only given to It, but also had re-
tained for it, the balance of political power. The

returns from Republican counties, and In some
cases where such evidence was least expected,

show that there were many Republicans who be-
lieved that an "off year" was not only a propitious

but a safe opportunity wherein to rebuke the man-
agement of the party as conducted of late years.

Tho rebuke was administered, and it stunned no-
body but those men who largely make a business
of politics upon a more or less commercial basis,

according to ability and opportunity. The returns

also show that in counties where they did not make
gains the Democrats uniformly held their own.
ItIs unnecessary here to relate specific Incidents

in support of these statements. The incidents are
too general to need recapitulation, although they

are not so pronounced In some localities as they

are in others. The hint to State political manage-
ment, as well as to local participation, was so
broad and so general that already there Is apparent
a determination to recognize it as a warning that
the popular demand for a change in party matters
cannot safely be ignored.

Inplain terms some of the Republican officehold-
ers ln*hlgh and low places are unsatisfactory to a
sufficient number of Republicans to make an in-
dorsement of their further retention when their
terms have expired more than hazardous to party
success in some instances, and dangerous to the
point of a defiance of public opinion in others. Itis
not necessary to go to the State capital to obtain
these views. They seem to be prevalent among the
prominent patriotic Republican leaders of the State,
who have now reached a point where they recog-
nize, the fact that if the masters of the political
situation would not become the servants, they must
pay greater hoed to their duty in the control of
party management, and make an effort to rescue
it from those to whom in some Instances the pro-
motion of Individual or corporate interests Is. to
all intents and purposes, a greater obligation than
serving the people as a whole. Any argument in-
tended to prove that the Democrats would do- even
worse than the Republicans have done invariably

meets with the reply that the Republicans have not
done as well as they might, and that the only way
for them fully to regain public confidence Is to
manifest a disposition to do better by choosing new
and abler representative men in the party conven-
tions. Otherwise the recent rebuke would be fol-
lowed by one which mightbe more conclusive.

The Republicans to whom the above truths have
come home do not cautiously, it Is true,

and generally with the concealment of their
identity forcibly urged lest their efforts for the
better "management of the party be thwarted— to

individualize men and measures when they discuss
politicalaffairs. But what Is palpable to them is so
clear to every on« who runs and listens that to
speak plainly is the betrayal of no confidence. It
is becoming clearer every day that Ifthe Repub-
lican party Is to thrive and prosper and retain its
hold upon the people of New-Jersey it must at-
tract the thinking patriotic voters of the State—lt
must Ret back to where It t>tood a decade ago when

the Republican State Committee under the chair-
manship of Franklin Murphy was stirring the com-
monwealth to Us very depths by assaults upon
abuses and clear-cut statements as to the funda-
mental principles of municipal and State govern-
ment In turning out the so-called Democrats who
had disgraced New-Jersey the purpose of the voter*

was not simply to provide place and power for Re-
publican politicians. The voters were disgusted
with the low standards by which fitness for the
public service was measured. In fact, there wasn t
any standard. The revolution which began ten
yean a»t" «'"l ended triumphantly three years later
was expected to change all that. There was. In-
deed, a remarkable and wholesome change, but lat-
terly some of the professional politicians seem to
have got It into their heads that the people will

stand for anything Ifthe label 'Republican" be at-

tached to it. and that efforts to perpetuate the
power of unpopular Individuals or machines willbe
meekly acquiesced in. Even the election figures of
last month don't appear to have brought much sign

of repentance or reform from those chiefly respon-
sible These figures show that E.874 Republicans
did not vote, and that where they did vote as in
F««sex they tried to make their dissatisfaction as
clear, emphatic and decisive as possible.

Fortunately, the men to whom an overwhelming

maiorltv of the rank and file of the Republican
party look for guidance and inspiration are awak-
ening to the need of vigorous action, and pretty
«oon a concerted movement may be looked for In
the direction of improving the situation and remov-
ing the eyesores which now annoy voters.

Irt3 feet long and 34 feet
beam. She was built In ITInt Waldohoro. Me. The.
crew started for New-York In the afternoon.

The bark was seen dangerously near the surf by

Isaac Lester, of the Napeague Life Saving Station.
The crew at once went out on the beach and found
that vie vessel was almost certain to be grounded.
A telephone mefisage was sent to the crew of the
Amagansett Life Saving Station, and they at once,

responded. The crews of the two stations worked
vigorously, but were unable to prevent the loss of
the vessel.

The spot where the Vessel ran ashore is a short
distance east of the Napeague station. The Ama-
gansett crew had a long pull over the three miles
of ocean beach to Join the rescuers, but they did
the work quickly and were on hand Intime to ren-
der assistance.

ALICE REED BREAKS INTWO AT XAPEAGUE

BEACH—CREW OF TEN SAVED.

Easthampton, Long Island, Dec. 4.—The bark
Alice Reed. Captain H. A. Huntley. went ashore on
Napeague Beach this morning. She broke in two

on the bar and became a total wreck. No lives
were lost, the entire crew of ten men being saved.

Three members of the crew were swept overboard,

but they managed to swim safely to the shore. The

other members of the crew were rescued by the

life savers.

BARK WRECKED OX COAST.

A RECORD-BREAKING PERCENTAG&-SIXTT-
TWO WOULD-BE AMERICANS ARE

DEPORTED* Dl A DAY.

Of the 2^"o immigrants who arrived here yester-

day on the steamers Moltke. Zeeland and Sardegna

"0 were held for examination by the Special Board

of Inquiry at Ellis Island. This is the largest per-
centage, so far as known, that has been detained.
Most of them were held on the ground that they

were likely to become public charges. Commis-
sioner Williams Is insisting on a more rigid pri-
mary inspection. The immigrants were of the
average standard of those who come from the

Continent.
Sixty-two immigrants were deported yesterday.

This Is the largest number to be sent back on one
day since last June, when the tide of immigration

was at the flood. About twenty-five hundred immi-
grants arc expected to-day fro-n Europe.

Among those released from Ellis Island yesterday-

were the members of the Hungarian boys' band.
There were thirty of them. All were under seven-
teen years of age and wok bright military uni-

forms They were fine-looking fellows. To Indi-

cate their proficiency and celebrate their entrance

to the country they played on the grounds outside
the immigration station, on the ferryboat on the
way to New- York and on the plaza in front of the

Barge Office.

Jer*oA.Mrs.*Brtts submitted on her application a letter
received by her from Betts a few days before their
marriage, in which he said it was customary when
a woman had means and her intended husband was
without them for the woman or her friends "to
make a settlement on the poor fellow."

TRIAL. OF TOBIN. CHARGED WITH BKHKAD-

INQ CAPTAIN" CRAFT IN DIVE, BEOINB.
The trial of Thomas Tobtn. who Is charged with

the murder of Captain James Craft In the. lOmplro
Cafe, In West Twenty-nlnth-st.. on Septenilcr S2
last, was bcßun yesterday in the Criminal Branch
of the Supreme Court. Justice Davy, of Roches-
ter, presided. It Ijclh*;his first criminal case In this
court.

Jjevy & Unger appeared for the defendant and
Assistant Di.vtri.-t Attorney Clarke represented the
prosecution. Mr. l"nger made a motion that a
competent physician or a commission composed of
several physicians he appointed to inquire into the
sanity of the. defendant. This motion was vigor-
ously opposed by Assistant District Attorney
Clarke, who .«aid that the motion came, as a com-
jjlejusurprise to the prosecution; that more than a
month hail passed since the indictment of Tobin
by the grand jury, during which time they bad
ample opportunity to file such a motion, and, as
the' defence had failed to do so. the trial should
proceed, and ir it should develop in the .course of
the trial that Tobin whs mentally unsound, a
commission could then be appointed.

Justice Davy ordered that tile trial proceed.
Captain Craft, who w;<s n Tenderloin habitue,

had considerable money on the day ho was mur-
dered. At a lata hour he entered the Empire dive
and had several drinks in the basement, a ulrl
known as Mamie Turner being on* of the party.
After the Turner woman bad gone it Is charred
that Tobin struck Captain t'raft on the bead, then
dragged his body to the back of the room, cut the
head off with a cleaver and put It In the furnace.
Alexander Mcßneaney. the bartender at tho Em-
pire, was Indicted jointly with Tobin, charged with
being an accomplice in the. crime.
It took all day to neat four jurors. The work ufgetting the jury will continue to-day.

YOUNG AND SIIARKKY CASES PUT OFF.
In the Criminal Branch of the Supreme Court,

where the Tubln case is now being tried, the case*
of William H. Young, accused of the murder of
Mrs. Anne Pulitzer, and Thomas Sharkey, accused
of the murder of Nicholas Fish, were called yes-
terday.

THOMAS HEADS LEHIGH VALLEY.

The reports emanating from Chicago that
170,000 "men, represented by the established rail-
way labor organizations, were forming a fed-
eration or combination for the purpose of mak-
ing a concerted demaad for increased wages
on the railway companies in the territory west
of Chicago are not authoritative, and no such
rrovement is in contemplation. Conferences of
representatives of some of the classes of rail-
way labor hnve recently b°en held In Chicago,
but have had no relation to the formation of a
plan for a united movement.
It is true, as has heretofore been officially

stated, that the conductors and trainmen con-
template presenting requests for increased
wages on lines in the Western territory within
a short time, but the procedure will be regular
and orderly and in accordance with the estab-
lished rules and customs of the Order of Kail
way Conductors and Brotherhood of Railway

Trainmen. Other individual organizations, in
different parts of the territory, may have simi-
lar requests in course of preparation, and from
the character of these organizations we are con-
fident that agreements will be reached without
any friction or serious misunderstanding

The statement that an immense combination
of railway employes is in process of formation,
with a prospect of a general railway strike
and serious interference with traffic following

it, is no doubt as disouleting to the public as
itis unjust to the organizations. Changed con-
ditions of railway employment which have add-
ed to the labors and responsibilities of the men
engaged in the active movement of trains, as
well as increasing their earning capacity and
usefulness to the company, taken with the in-
creased earnings ami generally prosperous con-
ditions of railways, ive believe, fully justify in-

creased wages for the employes, but, as before
stated, these matters willl>e fairly met and dis-
cussed between committees of employes ami
their respective managements, and we have no
doubt that mutually satisfactory agreements

willbe reached.

RAILWAY EMPLOYES NOT PLASHING
JOINT ACTION FOR HIGHER PAY.

Cleveland, Dec. 4.—Orand Master P. H. Mor-
rissey of the Brotherhood of Railway Train-

men returned here to-day from Chicago, where

he was In conference with prominent repre-
sentatives of his organization in the West and
Northwest. He gave out the following state-

birth to a new enemy to their longevity. An ex-
amination of the inner .k:n of the cruiser Brook-lyn for the purpose of determining the effects cf
th recent grounding has revealed the fact thatelectrolysis has attacked the false bottom. \u25a0which
is in such an advanced state off decay that tiw
survival of her recent experiences Is a matter o£
wonderment to the New- York Navy Yard experts
The electric currents naturally generated in th-j
ship, augmented by the artificial currents Intro-
duced for a variety of purposes, have rotted tl»
material of which she is constructed to such anextent that the inner lining ha.i been practically
destroyed.

Electrolysis is evidently as much of a menace towarships afloat as it is to tinierground water
mains and gas pipes in our cities. In the case c;
the latter the currents operating the electric streetrailways are the source, of trouble. The return
currents on the circuit have a marked affinity fo
these underground mains. But the effect of tinrelationship is disastrous to the n»etal of xrhlc'i
they are composed. it disintegrates the pipe* as
effectually and quickly as moisture rots void.
The same results are being produced In our war-
ships. Electrolysis attacks beams, bolts and platm
with the same ferocity that Itattacks underground
water main?; and gas pipe*., and it Is. thereforeequally fatal to the vessel's life. The genius o*
electricians is being devoted now to the develo&l
ment of devices which shall save the property ofthe water and gas companies from the evil effect?
of the return currents of the electric street rail-ways, am' their ingenuity will have to be apolle.l
also to the production of similar appliances tor
the saving of our warships. Ifthis is not done th*
metal warship promises to be a short lived structure.
