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“AUTO KILLS AND MAIMS.

CH'CAGO MACHINE RUNS WILD IN

CROWDED AVENUE-HORSE KILLED
—POLICEMAN PERHAPS FA-
TALLY HURT.

Chicago, Dec. 6 —As a result of the reckless run-
ning of a racing automobile on Michigan-ave. yves-
terday by an unknown chauffeur a park police-
man was probably fatally injured, two horses were
Killed, and the lives of Caivin M. Favorite and D.
J. Simpson, of the Armour company, were placed
in jeopardy.

Joseph Wall, a mounted policeman, saw the auto-
mobile tearing rapidly along the Boulevard, and,
putting spurs to his horse, dashed after the flying
machine. As he followed it, a horse driven by Mr.
Simpson, frightened by the automobile, shied in
front of the policeman’s horse. The force of the
collision threw the officer thirty feet to _the pave-
ment, in front of the home of John W. Gates.
The thill of the buggy penetrated the breast @f the
horse ridden by the poileman, and Mr. Simpson’s
horse suffered from & broken leg. Both animals

had to be kilied.

The policeman was unconscious when picked up.
He was found to have a fractured skull, several
broken ribs and other serious bruises. Grave fears
for his chances of recovery are expressed. In the
excitement the chauffeur put on added speed end

HAWLEY AND GOULD CONFER.

LIKELIHOOD OF AN ADJUSTMENT OF THE
MISUNDERSTANDING OVER C. F. &1L
PROXIES.

. The rumor received confirmation yesterday
that Edwin Hawley, before his departure for
Denver on Friday had a conference with George
J. Gould concerning the Colorado Fuel and Iron
controversy. The conversation, it is said, was
by telephone. and it is understood that there
s now a fair prospect of 2 satisfactory arrange-
ment, before the annual meeting of the com-
pany on December 10, of the serious misunder-
standing which arose a few weeks ago between
Mr. Gould and Messrs. Hawley and Harriman.
Chairman Osgood, who represents the present
controlling interests in the company, has gone
West, and it could mot be jearned yesterday
whether or not he would probably be confirmed
in his control. A representative of the Gould
interests, when asked about the report of a set-
tlement, declined to comment upon it.

A circumstantial story was published yester-
day that on the day before the Colorado Fuel
and Iron books were closed in this city for the
annual meeting Charles L. Gates, of Harris.
Gates & Co., borrowed ten thousand shares of

the stock, which he had transferred to his own
name: that after the books had closed he re-
turned the certificates, but gave proxies on
them to Messrs. Hawley and Harriman: and
that this stock belonged to George J. Gould,
who a day or two ago had legal papers served
on Mr. Gates by the various brokers from whom
he had borrowed the siock, ordering him to send
the proxies on it to them and warning him that
if he attempted to vote it at Denver they would
bring suit against him for damages.

Such notices were received by Harris, Gates
& Co., it is understood, but they were also re-
celved by a number of other brokerage firms
who had purchased Colorado Fuel and Iron
stock since the closing of the books in New-
York, the notices being in the nature of a gen-
eral warning.

The address of the evening and the appeal for
funds will be made by Willlam McAdoo, ex-As-
sistant Secretary of the Navy. The music, with the
exception of “The Star Spangled Banner,” is to be
Irish throughout.

The new Hibernian Hall. the plans for which
have been completed by Wilkinson & Magonigle,
and a picture of which appeared in vesterday's
Tritune, is to be at Fifth-ave. and One-hundred-
and-sixteenth-st.

The building itself is to be of iimestone! the four
columns and the figures surmounting them of _Can-

CLEANING APPARATUS TESTED.

NOTEL

ATR FROM NOZZLE ATTACHED TO PIPING LEAD-
ING TO CELLAR SUCKS UP DIRT.

Superintendent Walker of the Department of
Public Buiidings was one of several interested
persons who saw vesterday a test of sweeping by
air, which is already in operation in several bulld-
ings, and being put in others. All dry cleaning,
whether of floors, bare or carpeted, walls, draperles
end upholsteries or cellings, is done by passing
over their surfaces the nozzie of a pipe through
which air is being ked to the ba t of the
building.

Corbett and Roundsman Lasky, of the Twenty-
seventh Precinct, which is stationed in the Arsenal
building. When the firemen arrived the flames had
spread to the sitting room of the police station
and the offices of the Park Department, on the

second tloor

Engine Company No. 39 stretched a long line of
hose from Fifth-ave. through the entrance to the
park at Sixty-fourth-st. and around to the side
of the building. The building was constructed in
a peculiar manner, and the firemen experienced
much difficulty in getting the line of hose to the
second floor.
on the flames, the fire had spread considerably,
and it looked as if the whole bullding was threat-
ened. Captain Fitzgerald, of Truck No. 16, ordered
his men to tear away the surrounding woodwork,
and when the firemen go: through the offices were
a complete wreck .

During the fire there was a panic among the
animals in the lion house, which is in the rear
of the building. Lions, tigers and leopards rushed
to and fro in their cages, giving vent to roars
and screams of fear. Their roars were taken up
by the wolves and other animals in adjoining
houses until the air was filled with a bedlam of
noises. Many persons in the streets thought that
the animals had broken loose, and a large crowd
collected around the entrance to the park at
Sixty-fourth-st.

The fire is believed to have been started by a
defective flue in the rear of the lavatory. The
total damage caused by water and fire is said to be
about $1,000, but is apparently much greater,

FLAMES FRIGHTEN ANIMALS|SAYS JEROME BOUGHT JONES

LAWYER DECLARES DIS-
| TRICT ATTORNEY HID PROMISE OF
IMMUNITY FOR VALET'S STORY.

Argument on the motion for a new trial for Al-
bert T. Patrick, the convieted murderer of Willlam
Marsh Rice, was continued yesterday before Re-
corder Goff in Part II of the Court of General
Sessions.

John C. Tomlinson, who appeared for Patrick,
said he thought time would be saved if both sides
presented all their evidence in affidavits.

Recorder Goff thought the idea a good onme, and
Mr. Garvan had no objection, except that he de-
sired to examine Frederick E. House, Patrick’s
former counsel, and Aurich and Payne, the Morgue
attendants, whose evidence was ruled out at the
last trial.

Mr. Tomlinson agreed that they be examined,
 and Mr. House was cailed to the stand. He ad-
| mitted an interview with Charles F. Jones, the
| valet, in the counsel room of the Tombs prison.

He said Patrick was present at that interview.

“Did Jones on that occasion,” Mr. Garvan asked,
“tell you the same story that he told to Justice
Jerome and to his honor and the jury in the trial

| of Patrick for the murder of Rice?”

“l must decline to speak of that interview,” the
witness replied, “on the ground that it was a
privileged communication between counsel and
client.”

“] am bound to hold with Mr, House,” ruled Re-
corder Goff.

“But, your honor,” Mr. Garvan pleaded, “counsel
for the appellant should waive those privileges.
He comes into court and tells you a great injus-
tice has been done; that an innocent man is in
jail, railroaded to the electric chair by a public
officer who procured and suborned threatened tes-
| timony. We say this witness can tell you that
the witness Jones told to him the story of the
murder as he told it at the trial, and that he made
that statement long before he ever spoke to the
representative of the District Attorney. If Mr.
House can say that Jones did mot make such a
statement to him Patrick shculd be glad to walve
all privileges and allow aim to do so.”

Mr. Tomlinson read from his brief his accusa-
tion that the District Attorney had made an Il-
legal bargain with Jones.

“] am going to use strong language,” he said,
“put T use it with full knowledge of its import as
an attorney and an officer of this court. I say
| that the treatment of Jones was absolutely Vvie-
| iative of the statute of the State and the funda-
| mental principle of our law. The action of the
District Attorney was most improper, and a fraud
upon the court. The grand jury is supposed to con-
trol the throttle of criminal justice. It was illegal
to advise the grand jury not to indict Jones, and
showed that the public prosecutor’'s knowledge of
a public duty is exceedingly slight.”

The court, and not the District Attorney, Mr.
Tomlinson held, alone had legal a‘ulhorl(y to pledge
the public faith to immunity for a confessed crim-
inal, and he quoted various court decisions so de-
claring.

“Take the affidavit of the District Attorney,” he
said, “the guardian of our prblic morals, this affi-
davit of Mr. Garvan. Jones was in the House of
Detention, the only place under the law where he
could be held as a witness. Mr. Garvan made afli-
davit that Jones was in danger of death, and he
asked permission to have him removed to a private
hospital. Your honor made the order, and Jones
was moved, not to & private hospital, but to a
boarding house, where the city paid $65 a week for
his keep. The aflidavit was false, Jones was not
ill; his health was not In danger. 1t was never
intended to remove him to a hospital In any
event your honor has no right or power in law to
grant the request of that affidavit to commit a
witness to a private boarding house or to a per-
ambulatory House of Detention. Where was the

need?
“Milligan was up there trying to bribe him,” put
in Mr. Garvan.

“Now mark.” counsel continued, “the gross ig-
norance of the District Attorney o- the deceit prac-
tised upon this court. Mr. Oshorne, in his opening
ac .3, sald the evidence of the accomplice to be
called was unnecessary. In his summing up Mr.
Osborne said he had proved his case without Jones.
d Mr. Osborne sald. It

‘Out of the door goes Jones,’
was a trick to divert the attention of the court
from the importance of the story. I think had

your honor recognized that the whole case was 1o
rest on the statement of this accomplice you would
have hesitated to have him sworn. Jones's state-
ment and Mr. Osborne's implication that no im-
munity had been promised him have been proved
false. Mr. Osborne is quoted recently as saying
that Jones can be indicted at any time. Well, he
They

can't. He cannot be extradited from Texas
cannot get him here unless he wants to come. And
if the District Attorney has held over Jones any

such threats they have violated the sixth provision
of the constitution of the United States. They have
violated the Magna Charta. and that is what we
believe has been done. We belleve it was the
threats of indictment that led to Jones reaching
his final confession. We say further that the jury
and your honor should have been fully informed of
Jones's interest in telling a story that should se-
cure the conviction of Patrick.”

Mr. Garvan, in reply, denjed that there was any
obligation on the part of the District Attorney to
make public any promise made to a witness. Mr.
Garvan argued that the District Attorney had full
power to promise pardon to an accomplice unless
the accomplice had bheen indicted. After indictment
the power to grant immunity naturally devolved
upo‘r‘m_ the coux}']t "

“We say,” he said. ‘“‘that Jones told the story o
the killing of Mr. Rice in Patrick’s presence l?.\lrf
House, and that Patrick admitted his guilt.”

He then said that if the defendant declined to
waive his privilege, he would withdraw his ques-
tion sooner than ask the court to order Mr. House
to answer.

riety of Mr. House answering the question until

e was convinced of the materiality of his testi-
mony to prove or dispreve the point raised in the
appeal.

LAY DEATH TO CHRISTIAN SCIENCE

WOMAN DIES FROM TUBERCULOSIS WHO
WAS TREATED BY HEALER AFTER
SHE BEGAN TO IMPROVE.

Montelair, N. J., Dec. 6 (Special).—Mrs. Nellie
Sellick, twenty-eight years old, wife of Edwin
Sellick, superintendent of the Francisco Dairy
Company, in this town, and daughter of the late
Major Seaton, of the British army, dled at her
home in Chestnut-st. to-day from tuberculosis.
Her death was hastened, it is alleged, by a
Christian Science healer, who up to two months
ago had treated the woman.

Mrs. Sellick a little over a year ago was sent
to the Adirondacks for her health, ‘under the
direction of Dr. Richard C. Newton, and re-
turned last May improved in health. The
woman had been home only a short time before
the healer found her way to the bedside of the
woman, and under her direction Mrs. Sellick
left physicians entirely alone. The patient con-
tinued to grow worse, and two months ago the
healer was forbidden to enter the house. As
she left the bedside of the dying woman tha
healer said:

«“There is an idol between myself and you,

and that is the reason you cannot get well.”

Dr. Anna L. Smith was then summoned and
pronounced the case hopeless, but was of the
opinion that, with proper treatment the un-
fortunate woman could have existed many
weeks longer.

The death of Mrs. Sellick was reported to the
Board of Health by Dr. Smith, who also re-
ported the fact of a Christian Scientist having
treated her previous to the calling of a regular
physician, and the Beard of Health may take
action in the case.

DR. WESTON AHEAD OF COROZ\;ERS.

THEY HOLD MEETING TO REMOVE HIM. BUT
HE GETS WRIT OF PROHIBITION.

The Manhattan Board of Coroners met yesterday
to prefer charges against Coroner’'s Physiclan Dr.
Albert T. Weston, whom they charge with neglect
of duty, but a writ of prehibition, issued by Su-
preme Court Judge Fitzgerald, descended like a
bombshell at the meeting and Dr. Weston's re-
moval has been permanently postponed.

On Friday Dr. Weston received a letter from the
board calling on him to show cause vesterday why
he should not be removed from office because by
law and a decision of Justice Greenbaum his term
of office expired December 31, 1%2, and he never
has been reappointed: on October 13, 1902, he made
disrespectful remarks of Coroner Scholer's handling
of a case: on October 21 he failed to appear at an
inquest when requested to do so by Coroner Golden~
kranz, and on November 16 ccuntermanded a writ-
ten order .of Coroner Goldenkranz regarding the
removal of a body from St. Vincent's Hospital

Dr. Weston consulted his lawyer, H. De Forest
Baldwin, who procured the writ of prohibition on
the ground that the board was acting without
authority in his case, as he, although in the Bor-
cugh of Manhattan, could only be removed by the
Board of Coroners of the greater c¢ity. Coroner
Goldenkranz did not secem to understand what the
writ meant and said: “We will attend to this
after we have settled Dr. Weston's case.”

“But you cannot go on with the case by order

of the court,’ =aid Mr. Baldwin.
“Oh.” said the coroner, ‘‘then I suppose we will
have to obey the order.”

On the motion of one of the defendants, an ac-

CITY DOES XNOT OWN ITS PARK.

MAYOR FAGAN OF JERSEY CITY MAKES DISCOV-
ERY THAT THE TITLE TO THE
LAND IS NOT CLEAR.

Mayor Fazan of Jersey City has discov ered that
tue city does mot own Mount Pleasant Park, on
the improvement of which it has spent a consid-
erable sum. The site was on the meadows, and was
dotted with unsightly hovels, and was known as
Little Italy. Through the agitation of the Wom-
en's Club the park movement was started. The
bulk of the land had been sold for taxes, and the
city held title to a number of lots and plots. City
Collector Davis, the Democratic leader. had pur-
chased as a speculation many lots, but offered them
as a donation for the park. It was supposed the
city’'s title was clear.

The city desires to purchase for a high school
site a large tract on the brow of the hill owned
by the Jersey Junction Railroad Company, which
offered to exchange it for the park, and the propo-
sitioh was being seriously considered. for the park
is on a bed of mud forty feet deep, and the park is
constantly sinking, and is likely to be an expen-
sive breathing place if it is kept up' to the level.
A search has been made to ascertain whether the
city can read its title clear to the park property,
and it was learned vesterday that Collector vis
had not transferred the title to his holdings to the
eity, and was not likely to while the administra-
tion was Republican, and that several of the lots
were in the name of the Manor Real Estate Com-
pany, a corporation controiled by the Pennsylvania
Raiiroad Company, which was not likely to surren-
der possession to the Junction Railroad Company
through the city, as it fought the Junction com-
pany in the courts for eight years to prevent it
from tunnelling under its road.
