Like President Johnson,
Pulliam is young, and he is thoroughly wrapped up
in the national game. Although little more than a
boy, Harry Pulliam is known from cne end of the
baseball world to the other.

The new president will be allowed to name his
nwn_asslsmm. subject to the approval of the board
of directors. There are two prominent candidates
{or the place, “Dan” Mills. of New-York, and
Charles Murphy, of Cincinnati.

Before the election N. E. Young's letter of resig-
nation was read. “Uncle Nick” has directed the
affairs of the league for thirty-two years, and re-
tires because of ill heaith. Mr. Young was made
an honorary member of the league. and then an
honorary life member of the board of directers.
The following directors were elected: John
Brush, New-York: A. H. Soden. Boston: Barney
Dreyfuss, Pittsburg., and James-Hart, Chicago.

The first session of the peace committees will be
heid on January 5, 1903, probably in Chicago.

Mr. Johnson admitted that under no circum-
stances would the American League consent to
withdraw from New-York. The American League
will also insist that contracts with players now
signed be rigidly lived up to, and that each or-
ganization retain the players it now has.

WITNESS FOR PATRICK.

ﬂ[nrgi)e Attendant Declares Report
of His Testimony Wrong.

Hearing on the motion for a new trial for Albert
T. Patrick, convicted of the murder of William
Marsh Rice, was continued yesterday before Re-
corder Goff in the library of the Criminal Courts
Building. Coroner’s Physician E. J. Donlin, who
made the autopsy on Mr. Rice's body at the
morgue, was the first witness called. He testified
that he met Dr. Williams at the morgue by accl-
dent and asked him to assist.

“Did Dr. Willlams say to you at the time of the
autopsy that he suspected a violent cause of
death?” the witness was asked. Assistant District
Attorney Garvan objected, and Recorder Goff ruled
the question not competent.

“We belleve,” gald Mr. Tomlinson, “‘that we can
show this condition of affairs. The autopsy shows
no crime, but the authorities had a criminal;
then they got a confession, so called; they had to
find a crime before they could make use of the con-
fession, and so they went back to the autopsy and
managed to find a crime they were unable to find
when nothing depended upon it.”

The Recorder declined to reverse hiz ruling.

The witness said ne told Coroner Hart he found
nothing in particular, and that it was ‘“up to”
Professor Witthaus. He admitted that he had told
a reporter that the autopsy had disclosed nothing
suspicious in Mr. Rice's death, and that the organs
had been found in a normal condition, considering
the advanced age of the dead man.

“Did you inform the District Attorney or any of
his assistants,” counsel asked, “that you found
evidences of chloroform poisoning while making
the autopsy ?"

“l did not. I never made
Dr. Donlin replied.

The testimony of Robert Aurich. a morgue at-
tendant, that he heard Dr. Williams say: “The

man died because his time had come: old_ age";
that Dr. Dounlin turned to Dr. Willlams and said:
“Considering all things, I should say the man died
of oid age. Wouldn't you?” and Dr. Williams re-
plied: “Yes. That's what it looks like to me,” and
that Dr. Donlin spoke to some one outside the
door and said: “It's all up, boys. The man died of
