Plains, yesterday, set aside a verdict for $1,250
against the New-York Central Railroad Company.

This was done, and when the verdict
was announced in court Charles C. Paulding,
counsel for the New-York Central Railroad Com-
pany, at once moved that it be =set aside.

To this Justice Gaynor promptly agreed. and in-
cldentally threw a mbshell into the courtroom
by announcing that in his opinion the case had
been a swindle from beginning to end, and that the
affair should be brought to the attention of the
District Attorney.
