SALE OF GENERAL REEFS PAINTINGS.

! LIVELYHEARING ON EIGHT HOUR BILL.

Washington. Dec. 12.«rThe Senate Committee on
IEducation and Labor to-day listened to arguments

J for ar.d against the Eight Hour b"'l. James O'Con-
j nell, president of the International Association of
IMachinists, referred to a statement made before
; the committee yesterday by J. H. Mull, assistant

manager at the Cramp shipyard, Philadelphia, to
the effect that members of the International As-

1 sociation of Machinists had tried to destroy the'
machinery of the battleship Alabama and the

.transport Thomas while they were undergoing re-
I pairs In the yard. Mr. O'Connell said that nothing

of the kind had ever been brought to his atten-
tion, and he did not believe it ever occurred.

Frank Morrison, secretary of the American Fed-
eration of Labor, made an argument for the bill.

Hilary A. Herbert. ex-Secretary of the Navy, in
an argument in opposition to the bill declared that
there were few men in the House of Representa-

tives willingto take the responsibility of opposing
any labor measure, no matter whether they ap-
proved it or not. lest they be set down as enemies
of the laboring class. "That explains," he said.
"why this bill and preceding bills like it,even worse
than it is. passed the House by large majorities."
L.E. Payson, for the Newport News Shipbuilding

Company, referred to the strike at Newport News
In 1301. and said that when the battleship Illinois

1 was about to sail on her trial trip word had gone
! forth from the labor union that she should not
;leave the yard until the union's terms were ac-

cepted. He vehemently exclaimed that it was an
act which. if the United States had been at war,
would have been misprison of treason. "Men have
suffered the loss of their lives for less acts of
culpability," said he. "than were committed against
our people in June a year ago."

James Duncan, national secretary of the Granite
Cutters' Association, denied ex-Secretary Herbert's
assertion that members of the House would not
oppose legislation in order not to appear as enemies
to labor. He also denied the truth of Mr- Payson's
statement regarding the battleship Illinois.

Samuel Gompers. president of the Federation of
Labor, said he had bee« classed as an agitator by
the "cyclonic and vehement Judge Payson." but It
was the agitator who made this country a republic,
abolished slavery and saved tha children employed
In the cotton mills In the Southern States.

Mr. Gompers said he wanted to take cognizance
of a statement m?.de by Mr. Mull yesterday and
by Judge Paycon to-day alleging that the Interna-
tional Association of Machinists had attempted to
precipitate a strike in the Cramp shipyards In the
Spanish War while government ships were being
fitted out. and that some of the labor men had
attempted to tamper with the machinery of a
transport. He vehemently denounced the charge
and said that Major Carson, of the Thomas, t\a.d
declared the statement without foundation, and
.said that had such an attempt bean made to
tamper with the machinery of the ship he would
have known It.

"Itis true." said Mr. Gompers, "that the strike
in the Cramp shipyard delayed the departure of \u25a0

the Thomas for a week or ten days, but as a mat-
ter of fact it was not during the Spanish-American
War, but late in the year 1539." He added that
there was not a scintilla of truth in the statement.

Continuing, and speaking with much fervor.
Mr. Gompers said: "If any man was guilty of
the act charged here yesterday it was the duty of
Mr. ('ramp, as a citizen of our country, to make
a criminal charge against him and to expose to
the world what It implied. The charge has not
been outlawed by the statute of limitations, and
if the charge has no foundation In fact it simply
reacts upon the heads of those who have made the
accusation."

He declared that If the bill should fall to pass
it would be back again In the. next Congress.
"There Is no ending in this demand," ha «aid,
"until it .'s accomplished."

HUSBAND OF MANY WIVES DEAD.

At the Cornell University Medical College 125
cases have been selected for him. The majority

of the sufferers from congenita.l dislocation of

the hip are eithar of foreign birth or foreign

parentage, and, the disease is due to poor en-
vironment and lack of nourishment and proper
care. The children of the East Side foreign
element are for the most part the ones selected
for Dr. Lorenz's work here, as few native chil-
dren are suffering from the disease.

Dr. Newton M. Shaffer and his assistants,
Drs. Murphy and Fitzhugh, in the orthopedic
department at the Cornell Medical College, have
handled hundreds of cases of hip disease in
the last few months. Parents of these unfortu-
nate ones have brought them in and expected
them to be cured almost by magic. An eft'ort
will be made to persuade Dr. Lorenz to pro-
long his stay in New-York.

On Tuesday Dr. Lorenz will be at the New-

Tork Polyelinic Hospital, in East Thirty-fourth-

et. On Wednesday he willoperate at the Post-

Graduate Hospital, and on Thursday will con-
duct a clinic at the Cornell University Medical
College. He may be at Bellevue on Friday.

Dr. Lorenz is thoroughly tired, having, in a
transcontinental tour, operated en cases in

many cities.

William H. Horton was found dead in bed at hie
boarding place.

On Thursday afternoon ha spent some time in
the ofllcs of the undertaker who was called yester-
day morning to take charge of the body. Coroner
Mqson will make an investigation.

Horton was born May 28. 18£6. He was familiarly
known about here as "Buttercup" Horton and the
man of many wives. On July 17 last he married
his fourth wife and soon afterward shfc died leav-ing him a large sum of money. Both were over
eighty years old. Litigation over her estate, which
Horton s death will further complicate, has beenbegun. Th* cause of his death Is as yet unknown.

and One-hundred-and-flfth-6t., and ih« West End
Church may go to One-hundred.and-twelfth-ist. and
Amsterdam-aye.. or perhaps to Qne-hvndred-and-
tenth-st.. and build up a new work.

| Judge Grosscup Would Repeal Sher-
man Act and Try pfeic Methods.

Lincoln, Neb., Dee. 12 Jung* P. 9. Grosseup,
United Statas Circuit Judge for the Seventh Judi-

i cial District, delivered the following address before
1 i the University of Nebraska to-night;

One-third or more of the industries ol the United
States have passed from the ownership of Indi-

! viduals or local corporations into the great bodies
I ofproperty known aa the trusts. Should the process
i go on, until a)J our industries are thus con-
| solidated, as many well informed men now think

probable, the to-calltr} trusts will have absorbed, nearly one-sixth of all the wealth, of all kinds, la
: the United States. Nothins in history. outside the
; rise of tjie federal system, has left so striking a
i change in vhat may be called the personnel of

ownership. As a mere right to hold and control,
ownership remains, of course, unchanged; but if
the process of th* last few years goes on un-
changed, the universality of ownership that char-
acterized our past— ownership of our industries
widely spread amon; the people— will be all but
lost.

We -are now well into tha thirteenth year sines
the passage of the Sherman act. An inspection

I made for me of a list of 112 of the leading so-
called trusts in the United States shows that all
hut thirteen have been created since the passage
of the Sherman act.

The remedy, in general terms, it is not difficult
to state. The first thing to do is to abandon the
present policyof outlawry and extermination. That
policy has failed. It has tailed through conditions
that cannot be removed by law. Replace the old

ipolicy by a new, under which industrial corpora-
tions, subjected to restraints against artificial
prices, will be made. In organization and manage-
ment, to invite, and worthilyInvite, the confidence
and co-partnership of all the people of the country.

To suggest concrete legislation is perhaps mare
difficult. It should include the repeal of the Sher-
man act. Logically and Impartially enfon'^d, that
act forbids two grocers on opposite corners of the
street from forming a co-partnership to save ex-
penses: partially enforced, it puts the industries
of. the land at the mercy not of the law, but of
the officers of the law.

Th« legislation that replaces It should provide
against artificial prices, brought about either by a
cornerlnff of the supply or by conspiracy; and alsoagainst discrimination in prices as to either buyers
or place;, as affected by actual transportation rates.
There should be provj.-lon fur open Looks: for stated
examinations by some, department of the. govern-
ment, arid for periodical statements" to the public,
as in the ease of national banks, and mir.y of
the railway companies.

\u25a0The new legislation should forbid the issue of
primary stock in excess or the cash paid In or the
real value of property contributed, to make, up the
company's assets. Some department of the govern-
ment should be charged— as between the company
and tne public^-wlth the duty to see that this
limitation was enforced.

Provision should, of course, be made for further
issues of stock as the value of the property in-
creases; but such issue as is based, not on subse-
quently acquired property, but upon Increased value
due to management and operation, should t>e sec-
ondary. Always, to tha first: and should be put out
o;;ly after Judgment, by the appropriate* depart-
ment, that it was justified by the 'earnings and
standing of the company.'

To the extent that such subsequent issues f«pf«-
t-*-tu increased value, due to management and oper-

ation. 1 wuuid encourage, by every feasible method,
Its division in fair proportions between those who
rave furnished the rsi>it.-%" and those who have dona
the work. Iwould embody the basis of such division
in th* contract of incorporation, so that it would
operate as a contract rij;ht, a:;<l not 4.s a mere
brnus. Experience has shown that there is no way
to so satisfactorily mit'sata th« strup^le between
acpital and labor, and none so Just, as 4 fair divis-
ion of the harvest, after both the reapers— capital

Iand labor— h»ve each had their reasonable hire.

The Civil Service Board Replies to
Criticism'

The Municipal Civil Service Commission has
sent a letter to the Mayor in reply to the strict-
ures of the executive committee of the CM!
Service. Reform Association- It refers t9 these
strictures as "certain charges '

of inefficiency,
accompanied by somewhat caustic comments."

The letter deals first with the cost of tha
work. Itsays in part:

i.This charge; is that the cost in the federal air-
vice Ana the year ended June 30, I'.11 (\u25a0•
each person examined, was $2 72; he cost for
each person examined in New-York and Brook-
lyn in lb{»7, five years ago. was S4 74, and that
during the present year the coat has Scan ffliH.

Its examination papers. There is no limit eC
time fixed in which such marking can be piacle.

The association charges, that "the commission
has invited a flood of appeals from !he markings

10 and November Ithe commission had, enter-
tained more than 1,250 appeals and srant-4
more than TOO."'

Former Astor Librarian Expires a*

the Age of 06 Years.
Frederick Paunders. formerly librarian »f th*"

Astor Library, died yesterday in the ninety-

sixth year of his age.

Mr. Saunters was, before he retired from
active Jife, in 1896, the oldest American libra-

rian. Ha was city editor ol" "Jhe Evening Post"

when William Culler Bryant was editor-in-chief.
The fight for an international copyright law was
begun by Mr. Saunders when he tame to .\me r-

ica, in 1537. to represent his fathers publlshin?
house in bringing out an edition of Bulwer'a
"Kienzi." Pirated editions of this uork causerf
r»lr. Suunders to begin the movement gtvinsr for-
eign authprs the right to the proceeds from
their own work. All the prominent American
authors and many English cnas assisted Mr.

Saunders. Through hie activity in thin strug-

gle Mr. Saunders became aifiuaint^d with
Washington Irving', who obtained for him the
place of assistant librarian in the Astor Library

under Dr. John Cogswell, the first chief libra-
rian. Mr. Saunderß had wrtttea .» number of
volumes of essays and works on literary subr
jects.

Mr. Saunders was born in London. England, on
August 11. 1807. His father was the son of th^

head of the publishing house of Sauno^ra & Otley,
in which Mr,launders, who died yesterday, *-rv-l
as a young man.

The coming of Mr. Raunderp to America was as
the agent of his father's firm to establish a branch.
InNew-York and to endeavor to secure what was
brought "about a few "years ago. an international
copyright law. That was in \*%~. when he was a.
young man of thirty. Saunder^ & Otk-y were well
known London publishers* of that day and brought
out the first editions of many famous author*.
Their publishing house was in the fashionable west
End and when a hoy Mr. fiaunders remembers
being introduced by his father to two su^h lolly
poets as "Tom" Moore and "Turn"Campbell. Bun
wor. afterward Lord Lytton. X. P. WIIHs and many
other famous men of the day were frequenters of
the shop.

Mr. Saunder* said at one time: "Icame to New-
York to fight for an international copyright law.
With me Ibrought an introduction to living from.
Charles Marfarlane. who had met the American
while he wag staying at Milan. When he learned
that Ihad come to worK for a, copyright Jaw that
should protect authors on botn sides of the At*
lantic Irving gave me a warm welcome. Icam*
with full power of attorney from my father's firm.
1% was an easy matter to get the signature of
Irving.Bryant and Bancroft to my petition, which
was gent to Congress and presented in th* Sen.
ate by Henry Clay.

"The petition from London which Ipresented
bore the names of many eminent authors, inelud*
ing •Tom" Moore. Isaac and Benjamin Disraeli,
Thomas Campbell, Harriet Martlneau. Mary Somr
erville. Maria ifdgewprth. Henry Hallam. Thomas
Carlyle. Samuel Rogers. Pr. Chalmers. G. P. R.
James and Robert Southuy. But our combined
efforts in behalf of the enactment of a copyright
law failed, as the tlm*1 was not ripe for it. The seed
whleh Isowed, however, Iam glad to say. has

been harvested by others. As it was. Ilost sev-
eral thousand pounds sterling in the enterprise.

"When my mission was ended it was Irving whs
said to me: 'Why aon't you try your own pen-"
It was then that Mr. Bryant invjted me to become
the city editor of 'The Evening Post." Ispent
several years en 'The Post," but the writing of
city news was not congenial to me, and through
Mr. IrvingIwas offered a place as assistant to
Dr. Cogswell, the librarian of the Astor collec,
tion. In ISTSIsucceeded Dr. Cogswell as librarian
and remained there until IS3S. when the library
was combined with the Tilden and Lenox libraries—
almost forty years.
"Ihave met and assisted In entertaining many

distinguished persons who have visited the library
while travelling in this country.

Mr. Saunderg served as librarian until 1533.
