$106,581 in Eastern Races.

The racing season of 1902 willbe long remembered
by August Belmont. president of the Jockey Club.
for not only did he finish second on the list of
winning owners for the year In the East, and a
close second at that, but he also has the honor of
owning the leading stallion of the year in Hastings,

whose get this year have won $106,581 in the East.
The two-year-old Mizzen. who won the National
Stallion, Juvenile and Eclipse Stakes at the Mor,

ris Park spring meeting, heads the list of Hastings
winners, with $30,886.

The three-year-old Masterman. who only started
twice, winning the Belmont Stakes at his first
start, and finishing second in. his other start, to

KingHanover, in the Carlton Stakes, at Graves-
end, Is next, with $14,845. while the two-year-old
Lord of the Vale, who was beaten a nose by Sava-
ble in the Futurity, and who only won one race,

the Grand Consolation, at Bennings. Is next, with

$14,340. The three-year-old filly Gunfire, owned by

W. C. Whitney, is fourth, with $13,155.
The second stallioji on the Hst is Candlemas, and

he owes his position chiefly to the two-year-old

Irish Lad, formerly owned by John Madden, but
who won most of his races in the colors of Whit-
ney & Duryea. Irish Lad's victories in the Great
Trial Stakes. Saratoga Special. Flatbush Stakes
and other races earned $42,230. Swiftmas. who

broke down during the Saratoga meeting, is sec-
ond, with $7,735, while the steeplechaser Miss

Mitchell is third, with $5,715. although she was
retired at the middle of the season.
