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GENERAL STAFF URGED.

Scerctary - Root  Before the: House
Military Commattee.

Washington, Dec. 13.—Secretary Root to-day
uppeared before the Military Committee of the
House and submitted an extended argument in
support of the War Department bill, introduced
by Mr. Hull, of lowa, for a general staff, to
have charge of preparations for the national
defence and the mobilization of military forces
in time of war. Mr. Root earnestly urged the
advisability of creating a general staff along
the lines of the bill. He explained that should
war occur the chief of staff, who, under the
terms of the bill, will have the rank and pay
of a lieutenant general, would not be expected
to take the field, but weuld have a plan ‘of
campaign ready to hand to whatever officer
the President might select for the field. This
officer would not mnecessarily have to follow
this plan, but he would have the benefit of it.

Effective administration of the army, the
Secretary said, could not be had unless the man
at the head had the support of men loyval to
his administration. He recommended that the
Bill take effect August 10, 1903, in order that it

might not in any way affect General Miles, the
present head of the army. “The bill would,”
said he, “increase rather than diminish his
power, but he dislikes the change, and I do
not ask you to do anything prejudicial to him
or anyvthing that would wound his feelings. If
the bill goes into effect on August 10, 1903, it
will be after he has retired from the active list
by operation of law.”

The Secretary read a letter from General
Young, who, he said, was to succeed General
Miles, warmly commending the bill as the best
possible solution of the army administration
preblem.

NEW-MEXICO AND STATEHOOD.

The President Not Favorable to Admission
of the Territory Now.

Washington, Dec. 13.—Delegate Rodey, of
New-Mexico, headed a delegation of citizens of
the Territory whe called on the President to-
day to urge him to use his influence to secure
the passage through the Senate of the Omnibus
Statehood bill. Members of the delegation pre-
sented strong arguments in support of their re-
quest. The President frankly informed the dele-
zation that he was not particularly favorable to
the admission of New-Mexico to statehood at
this time, and is understood to have expressed
some doubt whether the bill for its admission
could be passed at the present session of Con-
Kress,

TWO MINISTERS SELECTED.

Lloyd Griscom to Japan and Richmond
Pearson to Persia.

Washington, Dec. 13.—The President has se-
lected Lloyd C. Griscom, now Minister to Per-
sia, to be Minister to Japan, succeeding Mr.
Buck. He also has selected Richmond Pearson,
of Neorth Carolina, at present consul general at
Teheran, to succeed Mr. Griscom as Minister to
Persia. Mr. Pearson was formerly a Repre-
sentative in Congress from North Carolina.

T0 RECRGANIZE CONSULAR SERVICE.

Mr. Adams’s Bill Provides for Classification
and Examinations.

Washingon, Dec. 13.—A bill was inroduced in the
House to-day by Representative Adams, of Penn-
sylvania, to provide for the reorganization of the
consular service of the United States. Provision
is made for the classification of consul general and
consuls, specifying the number and salary of each
clase, and for the examination of applicants and

those now in the sertvice. Of the latter those who
fail to pass are to be dropped. but none can be
called for examination within six months from the
date of the pas e of the bill. Consuls general
and consu may be transferred by the President
from one place to another of the same class. Spe-
cial examinations are provided.for those who may
he sent where the I'nited States exercises extra-

FINANCIAL MEASURES DISCUSSED.

THE COLOMBIAN PEACE TREATY.

Ove of Its Objects Is to Expedite Panama
Canal Negotiations.

Washington, Dec. 13.—For the first time the
State Department has come into possession of
the details of the treaty of peace which termi-
nated the last revolution in Colombia. This was
signed on board the flagship Wisconsin, which.
the signatories quaintly say, was “gallantly
placed at the disposition of the undersigned by
Rear Admiral Silas Casey.”

The treaty, according to the preamble, was
drawn not only to secure the re-establishment
of peace, but to “‘carry to a happy terminus the
negotiations upon the Panama Canal.” The
articles in substance provide that the gov-
ernment shall Immediately re-establish public
erder except in districts where the revolutionary
forces do not wish to receive the treaty. There
is to be a general amnesty and an abolition of
extraordinary war contributions and imposts.
The supremacy of civil law is to be 9stz«§bhshed.
An election for members of Congress is to be
heid. which the government guarantees shall
be fair and pure, and the Congress elected is to
consider three important subjects, namely, the
Panama Canal negotiations, reforms of the
electoral syvstem, and the reform of the mone-
tary system.

Another amendment provides a penalty of not

exceeding twenty years' imprisonment or a fine ot
$5.000, or both, for any person who shall use any
unlawful violence against any passcnger on A
railway. train, or any officer or employe of the
train, or express messenger _or mail agent.
