Secretary Hay yesterday again called the attention M Ureat
Britain. Germany and Italy to Castro's offer of arbitration, ami informed them
that its acceptance would be gratifying to the United States.

The Italian Aniba sador informed Secretary Hay that hi? government had
joined the allies, and gave assurances that the Monroe Doctrine willbe r^pected.

The Senate discussed the Venezuelan situation insecret session. A conserva-
tive spirit was manifested, and the course of the administration was commended.

England, though declaring that some of its causes of complaint against
Venezuela cannot be arbitrated, is willingto arbitrate all the financial <ju>

in dispute, but says that the single word of a country hitherto found so unreliable
as Venezuela cannot be accepted, and asks that this country guarantee the fulfil-
ment of the terms of the award ifarbitration is agreed to.

Course in Venezue-
lan Affair Commended.

Washington. Dec. lfi. The Venezuelan ques-

tion occupied the attention of the Senate in ex-
ecutive session to-day for almost an hour. Tha
question caaM Informally almost immedi-
ately after the public was excluded. Senator
Teller, disclaiming all intention of being critical,

and saving he merely desired information,

asked Senator Cu'.loni. chairman of the Com-
mittee on Foreign Relation?, what information
he possessed as to the Venezuelan affair. Mr.
Teller said that the situation was such that
Senators felt that the Monroe Doctrine might

become involved at any time if the complica-

tion should continue.

Henator Cullom replied that he had no knowl-
edge of recent events not contained in the pub-

lic prints. Messrs. Bacon. Hoar, Lodge anj
Stewart all made remark?. In none of the ad-
(ljppsps -vas anything harsh <>r critical said.
The tone of all the speeches, whether by Re-
publicans or Democrats, was that the position

of this country should be one of watchfulajeaai

There was a general agre^m-nt that while the

means adopted by Great Britain and Germany

for the collection of their debts had b^en
ttrenuous. they had thus far committed no in-
fringement of the Monroe Doctrine, and

fore had done nothing to which the United
States could take exception.

THE ATTITUDE OF GERMANY

This was the position of Senator Cullom. aa
it was of other Senators who spoke. Mr. Cul-
lom said much light as to the attitude of tb«

DISCUSSED IX SEXATE.

This Government's JVishes Plainly

Stated.
[BT telegraph TO the TBIBtTSE-1

Washington. Dec. IB.—Efforts have not been
relaxed to bring about an early and amicable
settlement of the Venezuelan difficulty by arbi-
tration. Ithas been made perfectly clear to the
governments of Great Britain, Germany and
Italy that acceptance by them of President
Castro's offer to submit the questions at Issue
to arbitration by The Hague court will be
gratifying to the United States. These govern-
ments can put no other construction, on the ac-
tion of the State Department In cabling to th»
United States ambassadors at London, Berlin
and Rome, directing them to bring the Venez-
uelan proposition again to the attention of the

governments to which they are accredited, and
invite an early expression of opinion on the
arbitration proposal.

Intense interest in the Venezuelan situation is
being manifested by Senators and Representa-
tives, but the conservative and responsible men
of both parties disapprove any precipitate dis-
cussion in Congress, and it13 possible that even
resolutions of inquiry, which are usuallypassed

without question, may be held back by the Sen-
ate and House committees. It is regarded as
being undesirable at this time to have any gen-

eral debate in either house of Congress, for the

reason that foreign nation?, unfamiliar with our
governmental methods and with the weight M
he given to the utterances of individual legisla-
tors, might attach altogether too much signifi-

cance to the rash and unguarded utterances of

men whose words express only their own opin-

ions and have no significance -whatever as Io
the attitude of this government.

Senator Cullom. chairman of the Committee
on Foreign Relations, expressed his approval

to-day of the conservative position, taken by

The Tribune in its references to the Venezuelan
trouble. .He said he did not anticipate serious
difficulties a? 'a 1 result of the effort of Great'
Britain and Germany to collect their debts from
Venezuela; In fact it appeared to him that the

allies were already Inclined to act with greater

conservatism in the premises. Mr. Cullom
deprecated the effort made in certain quarters

to magnify the Venezuelan affair Into a sensa-
tion of large proportion?, and said that such a
course was illJudged and capable of breeding

trouble entirely out of proportion to the im-
portance of the Incident. Th*» Senator had not

been called upon to consider th«» matter offi-
cially,and wished to be understood as merely

expressplr.a: his- personal opinion. It was ru-
mored at the Capitol this afternoon that it was
the wish of the President and his advisers that

the. leaders in Congress should assume what
one Senator jokingly termed "a sedative posi-
tion," with a view to counteracting that sensa-
tionalism referred to by Senator Cullom.

The administration appears to have the full
confidence of the members of both* parties,

and there .is little likelihood that the Democrats

will make any attempt to embarrass their
political opponents.

ACTIXG AS PEACEMAKER

Alderman Armitage Matthews read from the

fusion platform on which Mayor Low ran, in

which it was declared that the franchises of

the city should not be granted for any but a

short period.

President Cantor arose to explain his position.

He had received from a friend the last word in

favor of the passage of the franchise.

The proposed improvements "will shorten the

time between Xew-Tork's theatre and hotel dis-

trict and Southern points by fully one hour,

and will yield to the city in franchise rentals
and increased taxes about $GOO.OOO a year as
soon as the tunnel is built.

furnished the few votes necessary to make a

The ambassador explained to Secretary Hay

that it had been the hope of the Rome govern-

ment at first to reach a satisfactory settlement

of her claims against Venezuela, such as France

had secured. To this end a polite but firm note

was addressed to the Caracas Foreign <>ffice

after the ultimatums of Germany and Great

Britain had been sent. Pending a reply to this

note the Italian authorities did not resort to

drastic measures. When the reply came it was
found to be not only a rejection of all of Italy's

demands, but its tone was wholly displeasing,

and it was therefore necessary for Italy to fol-
low suit with Germany and Great Britain and
Join in the allied naval demonstration. There is

one Italian vessel now at La Guayra. and two

more are understood to have sailed to-day for
Venezuelan waters from Naples.

Estimated at between 2.000.000 and 3,000.000
bolivars. Italy's claims are considerably in ex-
cess of those of Great Britain, and the course of
the Rome government in not acting hastily in
the matter hao commended itself to the State
Department.

The Italian ambassador gave Secretary Hay

every assurance that his government wished to

act strictly in accord with President Roosevelt's
interpretation of the Monroe Doctrine.

Signor dcs Planches received word to-day from

his home government that the reply of Venez-
uela to the demands of Italy with reference to
settlement at claims of her citizens was en-
tireiv unsatisfactory. It is not known here

whether the communication made by the Italian
Minister to Venezuela to the Castro government

was a. demand or an ultimatum, but the view is
taken that tlr* distinction between the two, so
far as Italy is concerned, is slight.

DEMANDS FROM SPAIN AND BELGIUM.
Caracas, Dec. 10.— The Spanish Minister to

Venezuela, Seflor Gaytan de Ayala. and the

Belgian Charge d"Affaires. N Van der Hoylde.

have presented a joint leter to the Venezuelan

Minister of Foreign Affairs in which they

ask, in case the claims of other foreign powers

are paid by Venezuela, that the same treat-

ment given these powers be accorded to Spain

and Belgium.

Assures Secretary Hmt She Will
Respect Monroe Doctrine.

Washington, Dec. Ifi.—The Italian ambassa-

dor called at the State Department to-day and

advised Secretary Hay that Italy has joined the
allies in the operations asainst Venezuela. He
requested that Mr. Bowen assume charge of

Italian interests in Venezuela, and the Secre-
tary granted this request, subject to the ap-
proval of Venezuela. Italy enters the combina-
tion on the same plan as to abstention from

territorial seizures as Germany and Great

Britain.

ITALY JOINS ALLIES.

The Foreign Office apears to be without offi-
cial cognizance of the atitude of the Wash-

ington Government, though it is convinced
unofficially that Washington is anxious that
further hostilities be avoided. It is known that
the Foreign Office has made Inquiry as to

whether th« I'nited states would be willing

to guarantee the fulfilment of Venezuela's
pledges, either at the immediate cessation of

the present European action or pending the

award of arbitrators. This Inquiry resulted
in a direct negative from the United States.

With the guarantee of the United States, the
Foreign Office says. arbitration would be an
immediate probability, but, with only the word
of a government hitherto unreliable, arbitration
is difficult of accepting, even on the points
where international relations admit of such a
method of settlement. President Castro in the
communication in which he expressed his will-
ingness to arbitrate provides no guarantee that
the rights of British subjects in Venezuela will

be respected pending th^ award.
The Foreign Office declares that some of its

causes of complaint are impossible to arbitrate.
Instancing the disrespectful treatment of Mr.
Haggard, British Ambassador to Venezuela, and

all his representations. The willingness of
Venezuela to arbitrate the financial claims,

however, willmeet with no opposition in official
circles in London, nor is there any desire to

stir up opposition here by continuing unneces-
sarily ibe present armed compact with Ger-
many. Quoting from the Foreign Office. "At
the same time there is not the slightest inclina-

tion to let Venezuela go unpunished for her re-
peated insults and injuries. The offer to arbi-
trate comes very late in the day. We are not
seeking a quarrel, but we must insure ourselves
against a recurrence of th" act? which led to
the pr-'-sent situation."

Replying to a question In the House of Lords
to-day. Lord Lansdowne. the Foreign Secretary,

said that if the seizure of the Venezuelan gun-
hcats did not produce the desired effect further
coercive measures would b»- employed. The
question had been considered in consultation
with Germany, and ithad been decided to resort

to a blockade of the ports. It was not intended
to land a British force, and still less to occupy

Venezuelan territory.
Replying to \u25a0 question In the House of Com-

mons. Under Foreign Secretary CranbOTßC said
no attempt had been made by Great Britain to

refer the dispute with Venezuela to arbitration.
Premier Balfour presided at a Cabinet meeting

at the Foreign Office at noon to-day. The Ven-
ezuelan crisis and the King's spee.-ti at the pro-
roguing of Parliament were the principal sub-
jects considered.

Great Britain Unwilling To Trust

Venezuela.
London. Dec. IH.—Judging from the statements

given out by the Foreign Office the Venezuelan
difficulty is no nearer a settlement to-night

than yesterday. T*p to a late hour to-night

no suggestion had been made that Great

Britian could eventually see its way to sub-
mitting its claims to arbitration and it is

pointed out that Venezuela's offer to arbitrate
is extremely vague.

TWO WRITS OBTAINED.

Aft'-r th* warrant was served Alfred Lauter-
bach called on Justice Scott, in his chambers

in the Supreme Court, and applied to him for

a writ of habeas corpus directing the Immedi-

ate production before him in court of Jesse

Lewisohn. The grounds on which the writ

was asked for were that the proceeding in
which Mr. Lewisohn had been arrested was
illegal that Justice Wyatt was without juris-

diction and th;it Section .340 of the Code of
Criminal Procedure, onder which Lewisohn
was arrested, and which makes criminal of-
fence of the refusal to answer when •ailed
upon to testify, was unconstitutional.

Mr. Lauterbach also obtained a writ of cer-
tiotari directing Justice Wyatt to make a re-
turn of the proceedings in the matter, in order
that they might bo reviewed by the court.

Justice" Scott issued both writs, and the writ
of habeas corpus was served on Policeman
Becker in the courtroom, and Mr. Jerome ac-
cepted service of the other writ for Justice
"Wvatt Mr Jerome said that the warrant on
which Lewisohn had been arrested was for a
criminal charge, and that he had not yet been
arraigned before the magistrate.

Mr L;»uternach explained the reason why both
writs had been obtained, and said that Mr.

Refusal Tit Testify in Jerome's In-
quiry on Gambling.

The examination of witnesses subpeenaed
by District Attorney Jerome to appear before
him yesterday morning to tell what they knew
about Richard A. Canfield and the alleged
gambling in his house in East Forty-fourth
st. was brought to a sensational close yester-
day by the refusal of Jesse Lewisohn. the
well known operator in copper, to answer
questions asked by Assistant District Attorney
Osborne, the subsequent arrest of Mr. Lewisohn
upon the charge of contempt of court and the
dismissal, at least temporarily, of others who
had been subpoenaed. Mr." Lewisohn was later
paroled in the custody of counsel. It Is under-
stood that his case is to be made a test, and
the District Attorney willhold the other cases
in abeyance until a court decision has been

secured regarding Mr. Lewisohn.
The greatest interest was manifested yester-

day In the hearing before Mr. Jerome, which
was held in his library. It Is said that over
a score of men well known in the social, com-
mercial and sporting life of New York were
subpoenaed to appear for examination as to
what they knew about gambling in Canfield's
house. Despite objection. Justice Wyatt who
issued the subpoenaes for appearance, ruled
that those subpeenaed could not have counsel.
They were compelled to appear and answer
questions without the advice of lawyers.

NO DANGER OF SPREAD. SAYS DOTY.

Three cases of bubonic plague are under treat-

ment in the Swinburne Island Hospital, at Quaran-

tine The sufferers are the first and second cooks

and' the second steward of the Prince Line steamer

Saxon Prince, which arrived from Durban, South

Africa, on Monday. A thorough examination of

the patients convinced Health Officer Doty that
they had all the symptoms of the plague. Cultures

were made and taken to the laboratory. The ex-

amination confirmed the diagnosis made at the in-

spection.
The first man taken ill, according to the report

of Captain Jamison, was the second cook. He com-

plained to the captain when the ship was out two

weeks The steamer left Durban on November 9.

The other two cases appeared about two weeks ago.

The crew went ashore at Durban, and it is un-
doubtedly there that the disease was contracted.

The first patient is convalescent, but the other

two are still under treatment. On the ship the

three men slept together in a small compartment.

The crew numbers thirty-one. There are five pas-

sengers a woman and four children.

The steamer willbe sent to sea to discharge the

water and sand oallast taken on at Durban. She

will then return to Quarantine, when the pas-

sengers and crew will be transferred to Hoffman

Island, where they will be held for ten days for

observation. The effects of all will be. thoroughly

disinfected and the steamer will be washed and

disinfected in every part before being released. Dr

Doty says that there is no danger of a spread of

th^We have been at work for a long time." said
Dr Doty "in anticipation of the possible appear-

ance of bubonic plague from South African ports.
