The bill to provide for the enrolment and organ-
ization of a United Slates naval reserve states that
it shall consist of ex-ofllcers and honorably dis-
charged petty officers and men of the United States
Navy, and the United States naval auxiliary force;
officers, petty officers and men who have served
at least three years In the organized naval militia
of any State, and received honorable discharges
therefrom; together with those of the officers :md
crews of seagoing ajid coastwise, steamers, sailing
vessels and fishing vessels and yachts, and others
found qualified for the service who are citizens of
the United States by birth or naturalization.

Members of the United States Naval Reserve are
not to be called Into active service in time of
peace unless they so elect, but they are to per-
form such duty In the form of drills, exercises, or
courses of study as the Secretary of the Navy may
determine.

The bill also provides that any vessel, not a
government vessel, commanded by a commissioned
officer of the United States Naval Reserve, which
«hall have In h*r complement at least five other
officers and men of the reserve, shall be known as
a I'nited States Naval Reserve ship.

The sum of $200,000. or so much thereof as may
be reQulred, is asked for as an appropriation for
the purpose of paying expenses. It is intended
that this amount shall constitute a continuous an-
nual appropriation.

TO IMPROVE S. 1. FERRY SERVICE.
There Is a possibility that the ferry service be-

tween Manhattan and Staten Island will be Im-
proved soon. The Dock Department has suggested
that the number of trips be Increased and .the
best boats, tne Robert Garrett and the Castl«ton.
be run until midnight instead of.until 7 p. m.. as
at present. The company has promised to give the
department an answer to these propositions within
forty-eight hours. The Dock Department is alsoendeavoring to have the oldest boats, the West-
field, built In 1*52. and the Middietown, built in

IVM.1 VM. replaced by more modern vessels. In regard
to the last proposition, the ferry company hasinformed the Dock Department that it had scouredthe neighboring ports for boats which would bodesirable to take their places, but had been unableto obtain them, as ferry companies had nothingto dlspc«e of which was. better than the -boat'now being.operated. .It is expected that PresidentCromwell of the Borough of Richmond -will enbmifurther suggestions next week In regard to theImprovement of the ferry terminal at Staten Island

Speaking of the urgent need of a national naval
reserve. Captain Jacob W. Miller, commander- of
the naval militia force of this State, said yester-
i.iay that the Naval Academy Alumni Association,
the Naval Order and the Naval Reserve Associa-
tion had all passed unanimous resolutions In-
dorsing the pressing need of a United States naval
reserve.

President Roosevelt called the attention Of Con-
gress to the fact that the naval militia forces are
State organizations. But, in addition, he said, we
should provide at onco for a national naval re-
serve. He believes that lt should be a real auxil-
iary to the naval seagoing peace establishment.

After calling attention to tne pressing need of a
naval reserve Secretary Moody. In his recent re-
port, said that the results of the Spanish-American
War assured every one having knowledge of naval
matters thr.t steps* should at onco b« taken to
meet the one certain and positive requirement
which will face tho nation on an outbreak of war—

the Immediate necessity of a large Increase In
the men of the navy from an existing reserve, an
Increase which rrust In the, main be made from
the seafaring class.

President Roosevelt and Secretary Moody
•Both Favor It.

President Roosevelt and Secretary Moody, whose
belief In the urgent need of more officers and men
for the navy Is well known, have, called atten-
tion to the necessity of organizing at once a na-
tional naval reserve as an important auxiliary to

the navy. It is be'ieved that now la th« time to
urge strongly the passage by Congress of the Na-
tional Naval Reserve bill, Introduced at the last
Congress by Senator Hale, entitled "A bill to pro-

vide for the enrolment and organization of a
United State* naval reserve." This billIs the re-
sult of ten years' careful study of the various
plans advance.- 1, and is the one approved by the
Navy Department.

NATIONAL NAVAL RESERVE NEEDED.

Archbishop Farley Conducts the Service
—

Many Gifts.
The new Tombs Roman Catholic chapel was dedi-

cated yesterday morning. Archbishop Farley, as-
sisted by his secretary. Father Hayes, and Father
Cunnean, of St. Patrick's Cathedral, conducted
the service. Two hundred persons, guests and
prisoners, crowded the small chapel, which is on
the Fecor.d Boor of the new prison.

The service consisted of a low mass, with an ad-

dress by Archbishop Farley. Charles Clark Dunn
played the organ, and a quartet, composed of Mrs.
Virginia Flynn. Miss Gertrude -Gallagher. George

Mitchell and Richard Mooney. sang.
Archbishop Farley spoke of the valuable work

done by the women and men of the Associated
Catholic Charities in getting the chapel ready and
providing its furnishings.

After the service the new prison was Inspected
by the guests, while the Archbishop and clergy
took breakfast with the warden.

The new chapel altar was presented by Mrs.
Floyd-Jones. The three memorial windows were
presented by Mrs. John Bouvier. Mrs. Theodore
Ryan the Misses Bouvier. Mr. Bouvier pave

the orurtfix and candelabra. Mrs. John O'Keefe
presented the altar railing, while Mrs. Elmer D.
Clark gave the missal stand. The stations were
furnished by Tombs keepers, while matrons con-
tributed the confessional. The brafs vases are
from the St Vincent de Paul committee, while the
other furnishings were contributed by the com-
mittee of the Associated Catholic Charities. The
chalice used was one presented by .Mother Cath-
erine Seton, of the Sisters of Mercy, to the chapel
fifty years ago.

NEW PRISON CHAPEL DEDICATED.

Farm Bought Near Poughkeepsie—Colum-
bia May Absorb It.

A plan has been proposed and Is being consid-
ered to attach the School of Practical Agriculture

and Horticulture to Columbia -University so that

the benefits of the school may be more widely ex-

tended This proposition is the result of requests

made to the university to provide a course of in-

struction in agriculture. The university recently

opened a course in agricultural nature study for.
teachers to prepare them for teaching the subject

In public schools.
The School of Practical Agriculture and Horti-

culture is at Eriarcliff Manor, N. Y. The facili-

ties there for its work are inadequate, so a farm

of 425 acres near Poughkeepsie ha* been bought,

to which the school will be moved In January,

"lfx*. The necessary money for buildings and

equipment for the farm is being raised.
In the mean time the school will carry on its

work in the city. Students will do practical work
by pruning trees and shrubs on city grounds and
lots, after which they will go out to the farms
surrounding the city and prune orchards and

treat injurious insects found in them.
Many new branches of study are to be. added

to the course of instruction of the school. It

will take up In its course of business training the

culture of the Nev.town Pippin and Esopus Spitz-

enberg apples, choice old varieties, the culture

of which, according to officials of the school, has

been much neglected. It is said that the present

price of a dozen of those apples here at retail
is 51. Students will also be instructed in beef
breeding and feeding, as well as in the breeding

of horses and the management of a dairy.

The fchoo! will also extend Its practical work to

some of ihe beautiful tracts of land along the
Hudson which are threatened by some trouble-
some insect rests. The elm leaf beetle has de-
stroyed. lt is said, many of the best elme. The
forest -caterpillar baa in.uired the eastern portion
of the State while the San Jose scale Is spreading
and destroying fruit and ornamental trees and

Tl« New-York State Experiment Station, at
Geneva,. X V.. is taking up a new and moat Im-
portant line of work—the testing of some new ana
much Oner grapes than the Concord for different
sections of ihe* State.

BROOKLYN LABOR LYCEUM OPENED.

Franchise To Be Granted for Con-

struction of Electric Road.
Washington, Dec. 21 (Special).— Rapid transit

and" electric streetcar lines are the latest phase

of the American occupation of the Philippines.

With these are to come baseball parks and
speedy communication with suburban race-

tracks. The Insular Bureau in this city has
just received from Manila the full text of an en-

actment of the Philippine Commission providing

for the granting of a franchise to construct,

maintain and operate an electric railroad in the

streets of Manila and its suburbs, and also to
operate an electric light,heat and power station.

The present streetcar system in Manila Is en-

tirelyinadequate: the cars are small, and drawn
by the native Philippine ponies; the service is
infrequent, and then only along a few of the

more important thoroughfares. It is at present

the practice of all classes to hire public cabs,

called carronatas or quilezes, in going from one

point to another in the city. The charge for the
use of these cabs is from 15 to 20 cents for

the course. The demand for these public ve-

hicles is such, however, that, despite the fact

that licenses have been issued to about four

thousand, the number is entirely inadequate to

meet the demands, and it is practically impossi-

ble to secure public transport in certain hours

of the day. This forces many, in fact all who
can afford it,to purchase and maintain private

vehicles for use in going to and returning from

their regular duties, and the number of such

vehicles is believed to be almost great as the
number of public licensed vehicles.

Recently an effort was made by some private

parties to introduce the jinricksha into Manila,

which has been found such a satisfactory means

of street transportation inthe Japanese and Chi-

nese coast cities. The 'ricksha is a light, two-

wheeled vehicle, capable of accommodating one

passenger, and drawn by a coolie. But with the

climatic conditions and the distances in Manila
against it. it is not believed that it will afford
any relief to the present congested transporta-

tion facilities.
With an American and- European population

of more than twenty thousand and a na-

tive and Chinese population of upward of

three hundred thousand living in a city

covering an area of twenty square miles,

it will lie apparent that there is a broad
field for the installation of a suitable and ade-

quate street railway system. The climatic con-
ditions during the greater part of the year are

such as to render walking difficult and unpleas-

ant, and it is believed that the percentage of

the
- population that will have recourse to a

properly conducted street system of transporta-

tion willbe greater than in the average Ameri-
can city. Manila is in a country where coolies
ride. An analogous condition formerly existed
in the City of Mexico, and the Installation of
an electric, tramway system some three or four

years ago. it Is understood, has been eminently

successful to the investor*. The route of the

proposed system as fixed by the Philippine Com-

mission is thirty-five miles long, and Is so ar-

ranged as to furnish a satisfactory -y*t*mof
transportation from any part of the city to any

other part, and without passing through any

territory which would not regularly contribute

its quota of passengers, taking In two race
courses and the baseball park.

The interest of the population, both American.
European and native. In horse racing, due to the

fact that many forms of recreation resorted to
by residents of.the United States are Imprac-
ticable, Is such that meets are held on one
or two days of each week practically all the
year round except during a short period at the
height of the rainy season. This traJllc In it-
self it is believed would contribute much to the
revenues of the street railway system.

As to that portion of the franchise relative to
the furnlßhing of light,h*-at and power, Colonel
Edwards states that there is at present an

*
lei

-
trie light company in Manila which furnishes
street arc lamps and Incandescent lamps to the
city of Manila, and a limited number of Incan-
descent lights and power for the propulsion of
electric fans to private Individuals. It In un-
derstood, however, from persons returning from
Manila, that the service Is inadequate to meet
the demands upon it. There inno coal ga.s sys-
tem of Illumination, and it is thought. In view of
climatic condition*. If^urnlshed at a permissible
rate, electric lights would nupersedo practically-
all acetylene and petroleum oil methods of Illu-
mination; and, further, that as a motive power
It would bf« found more economical to consum-
ers than the present power generated by wood
and coal, particularly In view of the heavy de-
mands of the shipping for coal.

The points of competition for bidding are the
duration of the franchise, not to exceed fifty
years, the rate of faro on the street railway,
not to exceed 7% cents gold for first class pas-
sengers and five cents gold for second class
passengers, and the compensation to be paid
the city of Manila for the franchise, not les3
than Hiper cent of the gross earning*. Con-
struction must begin within six months after
awarding the bid, and be completed twenty
months thereafter.

The Bureau of Insular Affairs Is now In a po-
sition to furnish the full t<-xt of the enactment
of the Philippine Commission to Intending bid-
ders. A map showing the proposed route of the
street railway may also be consulted in that
office.

The bids are to be filed In Manila before March5, 1003, on which date they are to be opened.

Island Congress Votes Money To Keep the

Cities Clean.
Havana. Dec 16 (Special).—The lower house of

Congress yesterday passed a motion authorizing
the President to use $400,000 to aid city .govern-

ments of the Island in maintaining the good sani-
tary conditions which prevailed at the close of the
l?tiited States' intervention. The passage of this
measure In the radical House of the Cuban Con-
gress is considered to be due almost entirely to

the stand which the press of the United States has
taken on the report of First Secretary Sleeper of
the American Legation that the sanitary condi-
tions were retrograding. The editorials of such
papers as The Tribune, which the Cubans know
has the confidence of the administration at Wash-
ington, served to show that a relapse Into old un-
sanitary methods would not be tolerated, and the
request of the President for this amount. WOO.OOO.
was granted undoubtedly for no other reason.

Americans who have been InHavana for four
years and have seen the city when it was filthy,
and have also seen it cleaned and kept clean, by
the military authorities, nearly all agree that there
has been no decline in sanitary conditions here.
Th1 is entirely due to the fact that the old budget
In force under the military government has been
kept up under the surveillance of Dr. Carlos Fin-" lay, now attending the Sanitary Congress in Wash-
ington, and Dr. Bar-net, both of whom received
their training under Major Gorcac Persons ar-
rivinghere from the interior and east «at cities
of Cuba say that while it is a tact thai Sanitary
conditions are not so good as they were under the
American administration, it is due not to the fault
of the city government, but to the State, which cut
nff the funds which were formerly appropriated for
this purpose. With the fund now voted th« Presi-
dent these cities will, it is thought, be speedily
brought back to their former good condition.

Joseph de Wycoff. who was accused by Michael
J. Dady, of Brooklyn,of appropriating for his own
use $ift.oi»j belonging to Mr. Dady, says that he
will within a few days begin proceedings against
Mr. Dady and will ask for his extradition from
New-York to Cuba. Mr. de Wycoft says that
