NEW LAWS FOR ALASKA.

Conditions for Settlers To Be Mate-
rially Changed.

[BT TELESRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Washington, Dec. 25.—Such strong pressure
has been brought to bear on Congress by the
citizens of Alaska as to warrant the belief that
the current session will witness an amendment
to the land law which will materially improve
conditions in that Territory. The present pros-
pects are that the Homestead act, in its applica-
tion to Alaska. will be so amended as to permit
the taking up of homesteads of 320 acres in ex-
tent, and settlers will be permitted to prove up
their claims in districts not vet surveyed by the
government officials. The existing commutation
clause, however, will be repealed, in so far as it
applies to that Territory.

Senator Quarles has introduced a bill repealing
the stone and timber act, and the commutation
clause as applied to all homestead entries; and,
while this bill is likely to receive extensive con-
sideration in committee, and may be reported,
it is not likely to be enacted. The repeal of the
stone and timber act is tecommended by the
President and the Secretary of the Interior, but
it is feared that lack of time will prevent action
by Congress.

Representative Lacey. of Towa,
ing for his measure authorizing the Secretary
of the Interior to lease the public lands for
grazing purposes, and has secured many sup-
porters for the bill, but lack of time will prevent
itg enactment.

Meanwhile, the Alaskans are predicting that
with a land law practicable under thelr condi-
tions the fertile valleys of Southern Alaska will
rapidly replace the Western range in the prep-
aration of feeders for the corn belt and the
growing of range cattle for market.

SAYS UNCLE WANTED TO LOSE BOY.

Negro Accuses Greek, Who Makes Charges
Against Him in Turn.

IBY TELEGRAPH T0 THE TRIBUNE.]

Stamford, Conn., Dec. 25.—Kostes Sentimente,
ten years old. a Greek. who was left at the Third
Precinet Police Station in Jersey City on December
15 by Benfjamin Wright, a negre, who said he found
the boy in the street in Boston, arrived at the house
of his uncle. Nicholas J. Sentimente, in this city.
this afternoon. The boy was brought back from
New-York by his uncle and George Demor, 2
GGreek, of this city, who went to Jersey City on
Saturday for the lad. Sentimente and Demor deny
the charge made by Wright that the former has
been endeavoring to gzet rid of his nephew. They
say that the uncle’s desire was to have the bov
placed where he would be properly educated and
cared for, and that Wright said he knew just such
a place, and agreed to take the boy there.

The negro left the 1ad at the Jersey City police
station. and then came back here with a story
that he had fulfilled his mission. His expenses
were paild, and he received $3 additional. The littie
fellow said to-night that Wright instructed him
on the way to Jersey City to teil people that he met
the negro in Boston. When he demurred Wright
struck him in the face, he savs, and threatend him
with awful punishment unless ha obeved. “When he

went awayv T told the chief the truth, and wrote
mv uncle,” the boy added. “‘and he sent George
for me. The black man lied about me."

Sentimente declares that he was victimized by
the negro, and will have him prosecuted. The lat-
ter is here yet, but had not been arrested late to-
night.

The boy is the son of George Soentimente, who
was formerly in business in New-York, but left

there two vears ago because of ill health, and re-
turned to Katamata, Greece, his native city. The
uncle. who has had the boy ever since. at one time
kept a grocery store at No. 3 Roosevelt-st., New-
York. He conducts a grocery store and lodging
house here.

Eli Carpenter, a negro. who was released from
State prison recently, informs the police that
Sentimente tried to induce him to get rid of the
boy. The affair will be placed before the prosecut-
ing attorney to-morrow.

YANKEE SKILL.

Tribute in Poem by the Rev. John Pierpont,
Read at Litchfield Centennial
Celebration.

The grandfather of J. Pierpont Morgan, the Rev.
John Pierpont, was one of the early American
poets. It is not known whether Mr. Morgzn has
ever aspired to woo the muse of his ancestor, al-
though his love for books and rare and costly voi-
umes is of every day comment. It mayv be a nat-
ural inference that Mr. Morgan, with his many and
world-wide interests, does not find the time and
the seclusion necessary for peetic se.f-communion.

The poems written by Mr. Morgan's grandfather

include one which in the minds of some residents !

of Litchfield County. Conn.. resembles in versifi-
cation and swing of sentence Pope's “Essay on
Man,” although instead of being an essay on man-
kind in general. it deals only with that specles
which has been dubbed ““Yankee.™

Mr. Morgan gets his middle name from this
grandfather, who was his mother’s father. The
poem. which is still read and recited in Litchfield
County, was written by tne Rev. Mr. Pierpont for
the centennial celebration of Litchfield County.
The exercises took place in Litchfield on August
13 and 14. 1551. Many prominent men of Connectl-
cut and of other States took part in the ceremo-
nies. including Samuel Church, Chief Justice of the
Connecticut Supreme Court: Daniel 8. Dickinson,
United States Sengtor from New-York; Amasa J.
Parker. of Albany, a Supreme Court Justice of
New-York State; Frederick A. Tallmadge, Recorder
of New-York City, and George Gonld, of Troy.

The poem of the Rev. Mr. Pierpont was published
in the history of the celebration, a copy of which
is now in the possession of Erastus Darrow. of
Rochester, N. Y. In reading the verses over agaln
recently, Mr. Darrow was especially struck with
certain passages, in which he thought He saw a
foreshadowing of the character of the great finan-

cier. These lines, when examined, show that the
grandfather, Hke the grandson. had in him that
Yankee facility. that American “can and will,"™

which has made the vounger J. Pierpont Meorgan
famous the world over. The grandfather devoted
ithese qualities to the ministry. The grandson has
put them to account in banking.

Following are some selectlons from the Litchfield
County poem:
