Davies. as one of the defendants In the case. nitt.ie
return, denying that the case presented by the

relalor was not .such In its statements of facts

and otherwise as to constitute in law a cause of

action or to give the court Jurisdiction; denying

that he had ever made threats of any nature, as
charged by the relator against the New-York
Building Loan Banking Company, with a view of
winding: un its affairs or destroying its business

and obtaining the appointment of a receiver. At-
torney General Davles's return also denies that

either in conjunction with Superintendent of Banks

Kilburn. or his assistants and employes. or in con-
junction with any other -person or persons what-
soever, he has ever formed any conspiracy against

the relator to put it In the hands of a receiver, or
to wind up and destroy its business, either for the
purpose of personal profit to himself or for any

other purpose. The Attorney General further avers
that in every act which liehas done in the premises

he has been actuated solely by a desire properly to

discharge his duty as Attorney General of the

State and «hat he ha-- not at any time or Inany

manner been influenced by any considerations .of
friendship or enmity; that he has never had hope,

desire or expectation that either he or his friends

might derive any benefit either directly or indi-
rectly from any proceeding which might be Insti-
tuted against the relator, or from the appointment

of any receiver, or the designation of attorneys

or counsel for such receivers. The Attorney Gen-

eral further affirms concurrence by himself in the

conclusion of the Superintendent of Banks, that it

is unsafe and inexpedient for the relator to con-

tinue business*.
The Superintendent of Banks In his return writ

asserts that the company is Insolvent and gives a
detailed statement of his reason for finding it so

and that Its method of doing business Is unsafe

and its management faulty.

Superintendent Frederick I>. Kilburn of the State
Banking Department said that he desired to pre-

sent a. denial to the charges of conspiracy. He
filed a. complete denial, addinx:

Inquiry Into New-York Building-Loan
Banking Company's Condition.
[bt telegraph to the tribune.]

Albany,.Dec. 27.—Judge D. Cady Herrick, of. the
Supreme Court, settled the matter of the investi-
gation of the affairs of the New-York Building-

Loan Banking Company of New-York to-day

to the satisfaction of both the State . authorities
and of counsel of the company. This settlement
was the appointment of James J. Farren. of this
city, as referee, to take testimony and make an in-
vestigation as to the condition of the company.
Deputy Attorney General Coman had suggested

the appointment of a temporary receiver. Judge

Herrick said that before he would follow any such
suggestion he thought it best to appoint a personal
representative to make an inquiry about the com-
pany's condition. This action, of the judge met

with the approval of both the contestants, and
later in the day Mr. Farren was appointed referee.

"When Judge Herriok took up the ease there

were present to represent the State the Attorney

General. John C. Daviea, Deputy Attorney Gen-
eral Coman. Deputy Attorney General Steele, Fred-
erick D. KUbt'rn, Superintendent of the Banking
Department, and George I.Skinner. Deputy Sup-

erintendent of .he Banking Department. The New-
York Bulldlng-L<oan Banking Company was
represented by David C. Robinson and Alexander

C. Eustace, of Elmira; William 11. Hamilton, of
New-York, and Robert G. Scherer, of this city.

Attorney General Davies and Superintendent Kil-
burn submitted papers denying certain statements
made about them in the papers of the attorneys of

the company. David C. Robinson then said that
inferences had been drawn with reference to the
Attorney General which should not have been made.
The language u?ed was that of the statutes.

"Iam glad that you have said that," said Judge
Herrick, "for I regret exceedingly the charges

made." •
'

FARREN MADE REFEREE.

The railroad is the (sreat^st and the most danger-

ous or all monopolies. If the anthracite combine
advances the price of that commodity to the con-
sumer Jl a ton. it levie? upon the poverty ofthis
country, which u<>e<» that coal, a tax of $50.000.0'.5>
annually in favor of th« wealth which engineered
and profit? by-that combine. How shall the POMlc
be protect.-cl against this kind of extortion? Pup-
licitv in the completed farm has been tried in

vain. To this the Sherman Ana-Trust law has
been applied in its strongest form, in vain. Ithas

been suggested that the injured party might sue til
court and" recover the unreasonable char.cc from the
railway: but the coal dealer, who pays the freight,
will not sue. for he recoups himself by Increasing
the price to his customer, and it would be r.o
remedy to permit that consumer to bring suit and
recover from $1 to $10. Manifestly no right to get

back any portion of an unjust rate already paid
can be of the slightest value; the imposition of
that rate must in some way be prohibited.

Under the decision of the United States Supreme
Court the fixing of a rate for the future Is a legis-
lative function. It cannot be delegated to the
courts, but must be exercised by the legislature,
either directly, which is impracticable, or indlrectly
through a commission. The function of this com-
mission should be to correct, not make, interstate
rates. So Jong as railways are privite property
they should be "allowed to maks their own rates In
the first instance, the government interfering only
when the rates so mad- are unjust. In the dis-
charge of that function Ruch a commission is not

a court. It should not sit merely to hear the com-
plainant and the defendant and decide the Issue.

It has for some time seemed to me that we
must create a special tribunal. In the nature of a
commerce court. whic"h should be charged with
the duty of reviewing and enforcing the orders
of a commission, from which appeal upon questions
of law, and perhaps those of fact, should lie to the
Supreme Court of the United State?. The mem-
bers of such tribunal would be appointed for life,

and would therefore possess the conservatism of a
court. They would not come In direct contact
with the parties in the same way that a commis-
sion does-, and hence would be removed from those
Influences of a quasi-personal nature. They would
stand responsible to public opinion for the proper
discharge of their duties. They -would speedily be-

come an expert body, even more familiar with the
matters at issue than a commission Itself, and
would be able to act intelligently and promptly.

Such a tribunal would not be confined to review-
ing and enforcing the orders of a commission, even
though Its duties were limited to the regulation of
Interstate railways. It happens continually that
matters arise which require the application of im-

mediate relief, which can- only safely and properly
be given through the summary process of a court.
Itis quite probable, too, that such a court might

be available in dealing with monopoly in other
branches of Interstate commerce than railway-
transportation.

C. A. Prouiy's Plan To Regulate

Railroad Freight Rates.
Philadelphia, Dec. 27.— The second session of

the fifteenth annual meeting of the American
Economic Association, held at the University

of Pennsylvania to-day, was devoted to a dis-
cussion of the topic "Public Regulation of Rail-
road*.'" The principal speakers were Charles*
A. Prouty. Interstate Commerce Commipsioner.

whose paper wa« on "National Regulation,"

and "Walter D. trims", vice-president of the

Louisville and Nashville Railroad, who spoke

on "LegiyJafive Regulation of Railroad Rate?."
Mr. Prouty said, in part:

Retiring as Magistrate, He Praises English
System of Lorg Tenure.

Seventy lawyers filed into the Yorkvllle Police

Court at tho close of the morning session yester-

day to say a formal goodby to Magistrate Brann,

whose seven year term of office expires on Wednes-
day, and for more than half an hour those whom

they had selected as their representatives occupied

themselves with tellingthe retiring magistrate what

an able man he was and how sorry they were to

lose him from the bench. Ex-Magistrate Went-
worth began the floral decoration. He said that
though the public would be sorry to lose him the

bar would be glad to welcome him to their num-
ber again.

He closed by offering his best wishes, and by pre-
senting to the magistrate a diamond stud, a pair

of cuff buttons, a gold watch, chain and charm.

Abraham Levy then "offered a few remarks" of

the same tenor, and was followed by Marcus
Brown, who presented to the magistrate a set of

resolutions passed by the Hebrew League of the
Seventh Ward, In which the magistrate's impar-

tiality and lack of racial prejudice were praised.

The resolutions committed the league to work for
Magistrate Brann's nomination as a judge of the
Supreme Court at the next election. Max Steln-
ert, Mark Alter and Daniel O'Reilly aleo contrib-
uted to the nosegay of eulogy, after which Mag-
istrate Brann made a soeech.

The magistrate had something to say about the

qualifications for a successful magistrate. Care
and kindness were the principal ones, he said, but
a knowledge of law and human nature were both
important. No man. excepting a lawyer, said Mag-

istrate Brann was fit to be a magistrate. He inti-
mated his regret that the English system with re-
gard to magistrates did not prevail here. In Eng-
land, it appears, a magistrate holds his position as
long' as he Is capable, and then retires on a pen-

sion greater than the salary paid our magistrates.

Magistrate Brann highly approved this plan. In
conclusion the magistrate said:
"It is a great pleasure tome and a source of some

pride to find this audience, made up. as it Is, of ail
nationalities and creeds, indorsing my record, for
it proves that, although appointed as a representa-
tive of the Catholics of this city, my course has
been broad enough to satisfy all lovers of justice
and fair treatment."

Favors to Arriving Passengers Curtailed by

the Treasury Department.
Washington. Dec. 2".—Because of the abuse of the

practice of extending special courtesies to passen-

gers arriving at ports of entry, the Treasury De-

partment has issued the following circular, con-
siderably limiting the granting of such courtesies

in the future:

The -****officers of customs are hereby instruct-
ed that the extension of special courtesies to arrlv-

passengers will hereafter be limited to foreign

ambassadors, ministers, charges d'affaires, secre-
taries naval and military attaches of embassies
and legations, and high commissioners and to

similar representatives of this government abroad
returning from their missions. All the above of-
ficers are entitled by international usage to the
free entry of the baggage and. effects of them-
selves their families and suites, without examina-

In"the case of invalids and their companions and
or persons arriving in charge of their dead or
summoned home in haste by news of affliction or
disaster instructions will be Issued to facilitate
the landing and examination of their baggage but
such instructions will be construed as only reliev-
ing such persons from waiting their turn inline.
Their baggage will be carefully examined and du-
ties in full collected. as though no favor had been
shown The word -courtesy" has grown to have a
meaning never intended, and its use must be
avoided in the issuance of personal consideration

No request? for special courtesies will hereafter
be granted except under the above conditions. It

is also found imperatively necessary, in the interest

CASE OF YOUNG AMES EXPLAINED.

The Uruguayan Charge d'Affaires Denies
that the Boy Was Kidnapped.

Washington. Dec. 27.—Dr. Herrera. secretary and
Charge d'Affaires of the Uruguayan Legation, called
on Secretary Hay to-day in regard to the case of
young Joseph Preston Ames. who. his aunt. Mrs.
Sparhawk. alleges, was deported from the United
states with the assistance of officials of the Uru-
guayan Legat'on here.

to his statement, the hoy was brought to the Uru-
guayan legation some weeks ago by his maternal
cousins, who aeked Dr. Herrera to take charge of

his fellow countrymen he did not care to assume
the guardianship of a boy.
