NEW-YORK CENTRAL MAKES ANSWER.
Washington. Jan. 7.—The w-York Central and

Hudson River Railroad to-day filed with the In-

terstate Commerce Commission a. statement by re-
cjuept giving the r«-aj=ons f<*r the recent advance
in freight rate* on grain and grain products,

dwnod \u25a0•\u25a0**. and packing house products and
other commodities. The railroad says it is cus-
tomary for railroads to impose somewhat higher

rates on the principal commodities for winter
transportation, owing to the greater cost of opera-
tion in that Reason, but that there has been no
general increase in freight rates.

New Issue Might Be Used to Buy Other
Railroads.

The proposal to increase the authorized capital

stock of the Pennsylvania Railroad Company to

tW0.000.000 or more, has excited much interested

comment in Wall Street, and has called forth more
or less criticism. Pennsylvania stock opened %
per cent off in yesterday's market, and closed with
a net loss of V, points, having at no time passed
Tuesday's closing figure. 157. In1901 the authorized
capital stock was increased by $100,000,000. the pro-
ceeds of the new issue being used to pay off the
collateral investment obligations of the company,

to meet construction and equipment expenditures

and for other purposes.

Commission Has Schedule of Quantities That
May Be Carried.

The Municipal Explosive* Commission yesterday

sent to Mayor Low for hls/approval the regulations
which they propose for governing the sale and use
of matches in this city. The Mayor will give a
public hearing on them on January 14, at 11 a. m.
The commission proposes ;t ttoense fef of ISO for
the sale at wholesale of matches by firms or per-
sons owning private brands, and the granting to

retailers and others by the Fire Commission of a
permit, on thf payment of a fee of $1, for tho stor-
age and sale of matches. It is stipulated that a
retail store may carry fifty matchman's gToss. or
approximately fifty pros?, of boxes which hold
100 matches or less: that a wholesale dealer may
carry 3.500 gross, and the manufacturer, or his
agent. 250.000 gross. The last named must .store his
goods in a brick building. Other regulations pro-
posed are the use of strong boxes and stems; the
abolishment of the "fusee" match and the prohibi-
tion of the sal«> to children under ten years of age.
Tlip commission also recommends the use of the
safety match.

RULES FOR STORAGE OF MATCHES.

The trustees, it la alleged, gave him permission
to build a bridge, but when he began to fill in the
spaces between the piles with dirt and stones he
was stopped by an injunction.

Mr. Jessup accquired a good part of the riparian
land of the village of Wosthampton, and later
bought a part of the sandy strip which separates

the Great South Bay from the ocean. As his two
properties were unconnected, the channel being

narrow and the water adjacent to the shores shal-
low, he planned a bridgo across Great South Bay
in 1888 to make his land on the ocean front serve
as cottage plots.

Court of Appeals Holds That Southampton
Officials Have Remarkable Powers.

A decision has been handed down by the Court of
Appeals in the case of Nathan C. Jessup against

the trustees of the township of Southampton, hold-
ing that in some respects the trustees of the town-

ship are a sovereign body, with legislative rights
superior even to those of the State of New-York,

and that the only way the State can assume full
legal jurisdiction over the town of Southampton

will be to acquire it by condemnation proceedings.

The basis of the decision is that the Governors
of James IIof England, under his authority, vest-
ed in the trustees of the town of Southampton as
early as 1673, the "right to govern the land, the
adjacent waters and the land under the adjacent

waters."
