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PACKERS|GOOD DAY FOR DISBROW.

No Evidence To Be Admitted Rela-
tive to Death of Miss Lawrence.

Riverhead, Long Island, Jan. 13.—-The twelfth
juror in the trial of Louis A. Disbrow, indicted for
the murder of Clarence Foster at Good Ground in
June, was obtained soon after court -opened this
afternoon. Judge Maddox then ordered District
Attorney Smith to procced with his case.

The District Attorney said that he would show by
witnesses that Disbrow had murdered Foster and
Miss Lawrence. He said he would prove that Foster
had died from concucsion of the brain, caused by a
blow on the head. struck by the defendant. Ha
would also prove that on the night of June 9 three
persons left the shere of Tiana Bay in a rowboat,
and that only one person returped in it, and that
person was Leouis A. Disbrow. He said that he
would prove that while they wére in the boat Dis-
brow and Foster had a fieht, and Disbrow struck
Foster the blow on the head, which killed him.
There was a strong motive for the crime, he said.
Foster and Disbrow had been rivals for the affec-
tions of Miss Lawrence, and Disbrow was jealous of
Foster.

As soon as the District Attorney had finished he
began to call witnesses, and those he first called
were a decided benefit for the defence.

J. W. Caffrey, the lifesaver from East Quogue
who went out in the bay on the morning Foster's
body was found and brought the hody to the shore,
was closelv questioned about the cut, abrasion or
scratch over Foster's eve, and was_positive it was
nothing serious. only an abrasion. He was positive
blood did not flow from it. This was the first of
the witnesses to deal a blow to the prosecution.

The next reverse sustained by the District At-
torney was while L. W. Wells. the Good Ground
liveryman, was on the stand. Mr. Smith made an
effort to show that Disbrow had been passing bogus
checks in Good Ground to obtain the morey with
which he paid his part of the trips the trio made.
Mr. Miles objected, and Justice Maddox refused to
allow this line of evidence. Mr. Wells also told
of seeing Disbrow and Miss Lawrence in the rig
with Foster, and the District Attorney tried to
bring in the fact that Miss Lawrence was dead. Mr.
Miles objected, and Justice AMaddox ruled that:

“No evidence relating to the death of the Law-
rence girl may be introduced in this case. It is not
admissible here: it is a separate matter not cov-

ered by the indictment.”
The quick succession of witnesses in the afternoon

was surprising, and it was continued in the evening
session.

Roote testified that the representatives
of the Amalgamated company were attempting
to secure a new trial and was given the choice
to Judge Harney of confessing that he had re-
ceived a bribe from the Heinzes for his de-
cision, or of being confronted with damaging
affidavits. These affidavits, since published,
were of a sensational character.

Continuing his testimony Mr. Roote said that
Charles W. Clark, son of Senator Clark, had
offered to give Harney £250,000 if he would
tell all he knew about the bribery rumors and
acknowledging that he had been wrongly in-
fluenced by the Heinze interests in rendering
his decisien in the Minnie Healey case.

PLANS FOR AQUARIUM ANNOUNCED.

New Roof for More Light Wanted—Di-
rectors of Zoological Society Elected.

The New-York Zoological Society held its ninth
annual meeting at the Waldorf-Astoria last night
and elected as members of the beard of directors
of the class of 1906 Levi P. Morton, Andrew Car-
negie, Morris K. Jesup, John L. Cadwalader, Philip
Schuyler, John S. Barnes, Madison Grant, Willlam
White Niles, Samuel Thorne, Henry A. C. Taylor,
Hugh J. Chisholm and William D. Sioane.

Professor Henry Fairchild Osbern, vice-presi-
dent and chairman of the executive committee,
presided, and also read the report of the executive
committee. The last year was said to have been
the most important in the history of the soclety, in
respect both of the amount of work done and in
the importance of the work. In the course of the
vear there were seven hundred thousand visitors
at the Zoological Park. The lion house, the most
perfect building of its kind in the world, was ex-
pected to be opened to the public some time in
February, and the antelope house in ..e fall. Ac-
cording to the report there are 53 animals, repre-
senting 141 species, in the park; 8% specimens of
birds, representing 183 species, and 772 reptiles, rep-
presenting 114 species.

Reports, illustrated by stereopticon views, were
presented by W. T. Hornaday, director of the
park, and Charles H. Townsend, director of the
agquarium. C. William Beebe, curator of birds,
spoke on’ “The Psycholo ef Birds,” and R. L.
Ditmars, curator of reptiles, teld of “The Food
Hahits of Reptiles.”

Mr. Townsend said there were fully five thousand
visitors at the aquarium every day the year round,
which was the largest attendance at any aquarium
in the werld. The changes contemplated at the
aquarium would require that the roof be taken
almost entirely off to obtain more light, and in
order to obtain room for more large tanks it was
hoped that permission might be obtained from the
city to build an engine house outside of the main
b ldi:s A photographic department had been
planned, and a department that would be able to
supply the teachers of the public schools with
biological specimens for their class work.

MURPHY ON TRUSTS.

The Governor Emphasizes the Rights
af Corporations.

The first annual message of Governor Murphy
to the New-Jersey legislature is one of the most
interesting State papers submitted to that body
in many years. In dealing with the relations of
New-Jersey to the trust question, he said:

The legislation of this State for the last thirty
vears has been o wise and has so won the con-
fiGence of the public, that corporations to the
number of many thousands have taken advan-
tage of its luws to iacerporate under them. It
is the impression of some who are ignorant of
the facts that the corporation laws of New-
Jersey are especially liberal and that corpora-
tions organized under them have unusual and
perhaps unwise powers. This is not so. The
New-Jersey law recognizes the right of proo-
erty to protection. It recognizes, as weil, the
right of the people to equal protection, It al-
lows no oppression of the people by the corpora-
tion. It allows no unjust assault upon the cor-
poration by the people to be effective. It care-
fully and justly guards the interest of both.

Corporations that want to do a dishonest
business have a hard time of it under the New-
Jersey law. Corporation: that desire to cen-
duct their business as honest men conduct
theirs are protected as fully and completely as
is any individual in the State, but not more.
New-Jersey has justly won the confideéhce of
the country because its laws protect alike, and
with equal justice, the rights of the people and
the rights of property. The result of this con-
fidence has been that so great a number of
corporations have organized under her laws
that the fees and taxes from this source are
sufficient to pay the annual expenses of the
State. to pay 2 large proportion of the cost
of our public education and to leave a hand-
some surplus besides. Other States, envious of
our prosperity, have copied our laws, reduced
our fees and solicited our business. Their sue-
cess has not been important. Our revenues from
this source continue to increase. The inference
is fair that it is because of the greater con-
fidence the country has in that public senti-
ment back of our laws that makes our laws
secure.

In the last ten years the corporations organ-
ized under our beneficent laws have paid the
State the large sum of £13,000,000, and for the
last three vears the paymenis have averaged
$2,227,346. These corporations represent every
conceivable industry. Their capitalization is
many billions, 2nd the number of stockholders
is hundreds of thousands, if not millions. We
have taken their money and sold them the
charter under which they do their business.
We continue to take their money each year in
the shape of taxes, for which we glve them the
continued protection of oui laws. The State
has its obligations to these stockholders. Let us
live up to them frankly and manfully, and not
be ashamed of being honest.

1 call your attention to the advisability of
passing a law requiring litigants who seek to
enjoin corperations or others in the State from
carrying out plans adopted by them to give a
bond of indemnity to the party attacked, in
such sum as the Chancellor shall deem proper,
in case it be finally determined that the appli-
cant for the injunction was not entitled to the
writ. T am informed such a iaw exists in New-
York State. The matter is important, and I
hope the lcgislature will take such action as in
its judgment it may deem wise.

OPPOSES PUBLIC sCHOOL IN TOMBS.

President Burlingham of the Board of Edu-
cation Calis Mr. Willard’s Method
Admirable.

The propesed opening of a public school class in
the Tombs Prison is not meeting with faver from
some of the school authorities. C. C. Burlingham,
president of the Board of Edueation, said yester-

day:

The Tombs already has a school which has been
recognized & Jong time as being admirably adapted
to the existing conditions there. 1 refer to the
school conducted by David Willard, a probhation
officer, who is acting under the auspices of the
Public Education Association. This school would
be discontinued if a public school class were opened,
and I question whether a formal school would he
as useful as the class now conducted. Boys are, as
a rule, left in the prison on‘liy twa or three days,
and in this time Mr. Willard becomes acquainted
with them to see that their cases are thoroughly
understood in court. Frequently these boys are
committed ta Mr. Willard's care, so that his in-
filuence does not end after the three days' acquaint-
ance. The Board of Education could not do more
than supply a teacher, and two or three days’ in-
struction would not do muech toward educating the

boys.

THINKS WILL SOLVE IRISH PROBLEM.

Captain Shawe-Taylor Here in Aid of Land
Purchase Bill

Captain Shawe-Taylor. whose effarts to effect a
satisfactory settlement of the landlord and tenant
preblem in Ireland have attracted considerable at-
tention, arrived here on the Ivernia yesterday. He
is a member of the Land Conference Committee
which convened in Dublin on January 3. He comes
here to sound the Irish-American sentiment in re-
gard to the Irish Land Purchase bill, to be intro-
duced in Parliament next March by Charles Wynd-
ham, Under Secretary for Ireland

Captain Shawe-Taylor said that while his father,
Walter §hawe-’1‘aylor. owned seven thousand acres
mm Adrahan, County Galway, he perscnally did
not own a foot of land. This enabled him to get
a hearing from both landlord and tenant. The
recent conference was the first of its kind in Tre-
land, he declared, and had he not had some success
previously in reconciling confiieting interests in
yegard to the excise laws in Ireland he thought he
could not have obtained a hearing. He was secre-
tary of the conference.

Speaking of the new Land bill, he said:

We want the government to assist in the pur-
chasing of the iand for the temants. It is to be
a co-operative plan which will enable the tenant
to get the money at the lowest interest. Some
tenants are now paying a rental of £5 or more a
vear. If our bill is sanctioned by Parliament, the
tenant will pay about £4 a year, and after a time
will become the owner of his farm.

Not alone will the tenant be benefited, but the
landlord, who is now socially ostracised and boy-
cotted, will then be safe, and free from annayance,
for there will be no longer any cause for trouble.

SHAKE-UP IN DETECTIVE BUREAU.

The work of reorganizing the detective force was
continued yesterday by Police Commissioner
Greene. He ordered fiftéen men out of the bureau
at Police Headquarters and fifteen policemen from
precincts to take their places. These changes are
made on the recommendation of Inspector Brooks,
the chief of the detectives. They are the first of
many that Brooks may recommend in tha re-
organization of his force.

Four detective sergeants are ordered reduced to
patrol duty and sent into precincts. They are Ed-
ward J. Armstrong. John Barry, Patrick J. Finley
and Thomas J. Munday. It is not the first time
that Armstrong has heen set back from detective
sergeant to patrolman. The loss of rank in the case
of the four sergeants means also the 10ss of 3600 a
year in pay to each of them. As detective ser-
geants they received 32,000 a vear. As patrolmen
they will receive only §L,400 a year.

The twelve detective officers sent out of the bu-
reau are O. H. Beagan, T. A. Brady, J. J. Burke,
T. A. Butler, J. J. Cronin, W. H. John Hen-
nessey, Charles ¥F. Manning, J. M. Will-
ijam Mulcare, Israel Rosenberg and Ladislaus
Stranskey. These men are patralmen who have
been detailed to detective work im the bureau for
some time.

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CHANGE IN BANK TAX.

State Controller Suggests It in Re-
port—Other Recommendations.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Albany, Jan. 13.—Nathan L. Miller, the State Con-
troiler, in his report to the legisiature, which will
be submitted to-morrow, says that. assuming that
annual appropriations made by the legislature con-
tinue approximately at $22,000,000, it will be neces-
sary for the legislature to provide additional reve-
nue from indirect sources of $5.000,000, “in order to
relieve permanently the peeople of the State from
the burden of direct State taxation.” The report

is in part as follows:

The State debt at the close of the fiscal year
amounted to $,920,660, with an accumulation in the
canal debt sinking fund of $2,545,115 61, to meet the
prngonionan- part of this obligation.

The cash balance in the State Treasury of all
funds, September 30, was $10,.220,853 91. Adding to
this amount the advances made on account of the
appropriations of 1902, and deducting the unex-
pended balances of the appropriations made prior
to 1602, the actual surpius would be $8,001.346 56.

This amount, exclusive of the free school and
canal fund surplus, exceeds the estimate made in
the previous vear's report of the general fund sur-
plus by the sum of $2.043,70272, and is significant
from the fact that the direct taxes, which formed
a part of the receipts of the fiscal year, were
$3,879,847 38 less than the direct taxes of the year
previous. and is principally aceounted for by the in-
crease in receipts over estimates from corporation
and transfer taxes and from interest on Treasury
deposits.

ASKS CHANGE IN BANK TAX.

As the receipts from indirect sources have been
constantly increasing, the Controller states that
the actual surplus on October 1, 1902, is likely to
agproximat-‘e 3,000,000, and amply justifles the relief
afiorded the taxpayers in not lévying any direct
tax for the support of the government the last
fiscal year.

The attention of the legislature is called to the
system of loaning of the United States Deposit
Fund upon real estate security, as now required by
law. During the last year the net income from the
§1,592,120 1S in the hands of the loan commissioners
of the various counties was about 3.4 per cent, and
from the $2.338,640 remaining in securities acquired
by the Controller 3.7 per cent. Singe 1888. however,
when the present law was passed. the net income
from the fund invested in mortgage was only 2 per
cent, while the income from the bonds and securi-
ties in the Controller's custody was 3.7 per cent.
The State now owns nearly eighteen thousand
acres of land acquired upon the foreclosure of these
mortgages, from which it receives an income of
lJess than 1 per cent of the ecost to the State.

The Controlier calls attention to the good results
which have accrued from the supervision of court
and trust funds in the hands of county treasurers,
and states that experience has demonstrated both
in case of the court and trust funds and the United
States deposit fund that trust funds in the hands
ntdpublk- officials should not he invested in bond
and mortgage upon real estate.

There was coliccted during the year in corpora-
jon taxes, excluslve of organization tax, $8,226.
18318. A comparison which shows the effectiveness
and economical administration of the bureau hav-
ing charge of these collections is the following: In
1899, 5,202 corporations were taxed, producing $2.266.-
650, at a cost of 1.06 per cent. Tn 1902, 7,524 corpora-
tions were taxed, producing $6,226,183 18, at a cost
of .485 per cent. Ten years ago but 2,10 corpora-
tions were paying taxes. The CLontroller recom-
mends a small general appropriation to reimburse
corporations for overpayment of taxes adjudged by
judicial decree, in place of the present method of
forcing each corporation to secure its own special
appropriation. The Contrcller also suggests that
the tax upon the surplus and undivided profits of
savings banks should be upon the market instead
of the par value. From the reports made to the
Superlntzndem of the Ba.nkhl%l Department, as of
July 1 last, it appears that the par value of the
surplus of savings banks amounted to about $69, -
000,00, while the market value was over §113,W0.
The Controller states that the percentage of par
value to market value in nine institutions in_one
county ranged from 20 per cent to 60 per cent. This
makes the qresent method of taxation grossly in-
equitable. t is suggested that the difficulty eould
be obviated and the same results realized by chang-
ing the basis of computation as above set forth
and changing the rate from 1 per cent to seven
mills.

ECONOMY IN STATE INSTITUTIONS.

The transfer tax for the fiscal vear was $.303.-
55472, a sum less than that collected during either
of the two preceding years, when large estates
helped to swell the income from this source. An
amendment to the tax law passed by the last legis-
lature, requiring notice to be given to the Con-
troller by every institution prior te the removal
af assets of a decedent or the transfer of any se-
curities standing in the name of decedent, has re-
sulted to the advantage of the State in preventing
the removal of taxable assets beyind the reach of
the taxing power.

ing the vear the State acquired by rchase
and from the 1900 tax sale about thirty thousand
acres of land in the Forest Preserve, making the
holdings on September 30, 1802, 1,402,445.44 acres. Of
this acreage about thirteen hundred thousand acres
are in the “Adirondack Park'® and ninety-seven
thousand in the ‘“‘Catskill Preserve.”

The Controller refers to the subject of the taxa-
tion of State lands and shows that with about
600,000 acres in 1886 a tax of $14.88392 was paid by
the State, while in 1902 the estimated tax is 3$80.-
000 on 1,357.132 acres, an increase of tax out of
proportion to the acreage, due not only to an in-
crease of wvalue, but also to an increase of
local expenses. Many cases of unwarranted
and extravagant expenditures of money have
been called to the attention of the depart-
ment, and in view of the fact that in many
localities the State pays at least 3 per cent
of the taxes, it is suggested that the State
should have some supervision over the matter of
assessments and taxation of State lands in the
Forest Preserve, which could be accomplished in
a simple and inexpensive way through the Con-

UNION LABEL ON PROPOSED LAWS.

Workingmen's Federation Tells Legislature
of Laws It Favors.

Albany, Jan. 13.—The executive committee of the
State Workingmen's Federation is holding its an-
nual meeting here to-day. In addition to coasider-
ation of possible legislation in the interest of labor.
the committee took up the charges preferred by
Daniel O'Connell, of the State Department of La-
bor, azainst John Whalen. of Rochester. for an al-
leged circulation of a rumor that he distributed
non-union cigars at the convention of the Work-
ingmen's Federation at Auburn. The committee
made ten bills preferred measures and indorsed
several others

The preferred measures include propositions
amending the State constitution so as 10 authorize
the legislature to pass a bil"' regulating hours of la-
bor and rates of wages, also bills providing for vesti-
bules on streetears in-cities outside of New-York;
amending the factory law by providing that four
deputy inspectors shall represent the metal polish-
ipg industry; amending the eivil code governing
the issuance of injunction by the Supreme Court
by providing that defendants shall be heard before
an injunction is granted; providing Saturday half-
holiday for women and children; for an increased
appropriation for the State Labor Department in
prosecuting viclations of the eight hour law; pro-
viding for the payment semi-monthly of employes
of railroads.

The other measures indorsed are: Providing for
a State board of examiners of barbers; amenw.ng
the child lahor law so as to include telegraph mes-
sengers, bootblacks and newsboys; authorizing the

RAILROAD WINS BIG TAX SUIT.

Capital Stock of Lake Shore Not Taxable in
This State.

Albany, Jan. 13.—-The Court of Appeals to-day
handed down a decision in the centroversy between
the State Controller's Department and the New-
York Central and Hudson River Railroad Cempany
on the question of the taxability under the Caor-
poration Tax law of this State of the capital stock
of the Lake Shore and Michigan Southern and the
Merchants’ Dispatch which is held by the New-
York Central. The decision of the court in effect
is that the corporation tax te be paid by the New-
York Central for the year ending October 31,
1900, 1s $138,090 11, less the value of the rolling stock
of the company which is employed permanently
without the State. In reaching this decision the
court decides points in favor of the raliroad com-
pany and the State which were brought up by the
contending parties. It holds:

That the capital stock of the Lake Shore and
Michigan Southern Railroad Company and_the
Michigan Central Railroad Company and the Mer-
chants' Dispatch Company is not taxable, they
being foreign corporations.

That in computing the tax the average market
and not the par value of the stock should form the

basis, in 1900 it being $§129 31%¢.

That such rolling stock of the New-York Central
and Hudson River Iroad as is employed with-
out the State permanentiy on leased reads is not

subject to tax.

The State Controller is charged by the court to
take such evidence as will tend to show what pro-
portion of the rolling stock is employed outside
of the State and to deduct from the tax of $133.000 11

the amount of tax on such rolling stock. Two
opinions were written in the case, one by Judge
O’Brien and the other by Judge Haight.

DECISION IN A GUN CASE.
