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BOOKS IN PARIS.

A4 Cvisis in the French Publishing
Trade.

Paris, January 1.

The season for holiday books—"livres
d'¢trennes”—comes considerably later in France
than in other countries, and is mever in full
swing before the last week of the year. This
winter the French book trade is undergoing a
severe crisis. Leading publishers declare that
for over thirty vears they have not experienced
& period more disastrous or discouraging than
the present season. According to the repre-
sentatives of the firm which has the reputation
of jssuing the greatest number of holiday books
in France. “the book business is in complete
daca'denro."

The uananimous complaint of the booksellers
i« that people “write more and more, and read
less and less” Out of upward of six thousand
mew bhooks that have made their appearance
on the stalls and in the windows of the retail
<hops. there are scarcely six or a dozen which
have attained a sale large enough to be profita-
either to authoms or publishers. There are
secveral reasons for this. In the first place, the
" @aily newspaper with its weekly supplement of
sight pages treating of literary or historical
subjects, and profusely illustrated. provides in

convenient form for five cents intellectual ma-

terial that could not be issued in the shape of

2 book for Jess than 30 cents. Tt is the daily and
weekly newspaper that is kiliing the book trade.
Fhen, again, a goodly number of 10 cent maga-

zines, monthly or fortnightly, have caught the

popular taste, and reach enormous sales in

Paris and in the smaller towns. where they are
exhibited at the raflroad stations. The news-
paper and the magazine—the two jegitimate
competitors of the book—have diminished the
sale of books during the iast three yvears by at
least 20 per cent.

The book market has also suffered from the
alarming increase of unsavory illustrated
papers, sold for three cents each, which have
hecome an abominable feature of the public
newsstands in the streets of Paris and through-
out France. These papers, the pernicious in-
filuence of which is enhanced in many instances
bv the cleverness of the illustrators who con-
tribute to them. have, in the opinion of Senator
Rérenger. become = “national danger.” The
attention of young persons of both sexes is un-
avoidably attracted by the disgracefully ob-
trusive display of :his vile rubbish, and the
literary appetite of the younger generation is
gradually perverted by daily inoeulation with
what might be called an intellectual absinthe,
becoming diseased and incapable of wholesome
diet. There =zre, unfortunately, too many
suthors who, in the hope that by setting their
saile to catch this breeze they may find a good
profit. have inundated the market with “yellow™
novsls and “pink” stories, bound in meretri-
ciously decorated paper covers and bearing
such titles as “Chair en Folie,” “Courtisanes
des Salons” “I'n Corps de Femme,” etc. In
ghort. the book trade in this period of decadence
i« characterized by spasmodic attempts to tickle
the pu.h\ir palate by highly seasoned sauces and
aromatic condiments. These efforts, however,
have failed. Stimulated by a passing curiosity,
the sales of two or three works of the sort just
described have risen for a few days, only to
fall to the zero point, and newspapers and maga-
vines continue to enjoy thei- wide popularity.

Tt is only fair ¢o the French publighers to call
attention to their courageous efforts to supply
the nation with sound, wholesome, yet bright and
amusing, books. The annual publication of the
French Publichers Club, “Le Cercle de la Li-
hrarie,” contains lists and brief descriptions of
holiday books issued by eighty-three Paris pub-
lishing firms. The total number of these works
exneeds four thousand. It is estimated by an
expert that the average sale attained for these
nooks will not be over three hundred copies. A
few exceptional works may mount up to fifty
thousand, while the sale of other works of
merit, produced with taste and at considerable
rost, will not find g many as a hundred pur-
chasers. A salient feature in the holiday fleld is
that works treating of military adventure have
almost completely disappegred. Hairbreadth
escapes and ferocions encounters with pistol or
sword are replaced in popular favor by retro-
spective descriptions, such as D'Allemagne’s
“History of Toys” and the history of dancing.
Narratives of trarel hold their own, as ex-
emplified by the “Pays de Ménélik™ of Martial
de Salviac, published by Oudin; by “La Chute
de I'Empire de Rabah,” of Emile Gentil, and by
the “Tour de Monde,” published by Hachette.
There is a profusion of holiday books illus-
trating picturesque parts of France—Dauphiny,
Bretagne, Auvergne, etc. Artistic publications
are of unusual merit this vear, and the firm of
Hachette hae issued a French translation of Sir
William Armstreng's sumptuously made life of
Raeburn. A holiday book that meets with con-
siderable demand is the “History of the Chéteau
de Chantilly,” by the Comtesse de Clinchamp.
After Versailles there is no other name more
closely associated with the glory of France than
Chantilly. The aughoress for muny Vears en-

wved the friemdship and esteem of the late Duc
d*Aumale, who bequeathed the chiteau to the

Prench mnation. She describes Chantilly from

1485 to 1897. Tt is the Chantilly of the Mont-

morencys and the Grand Condé, the Chantilly of

which Bossuet celebrated the splendor, and the

Chantilly of the Duc d’Aumale. It is a beauti-

ful wolume. containing twenty-four excellent

Mustratione The firm of Plon has issued a

superb history of Paris from 1800 to 1900, with

#ix thousand cuts and illustrations. This is the

meost comprehensive compendium vet published

of Parisian life Juring the nineteenth century, is
edited by Charles Simon, and fifty-six prom-
inent writers contribute to the work. Among
them are Jules Claretie, Francois Coppée, Pierre
de Nolhac, Funck-Brentano, Henri Houssave,

Albert Sorel, Charles Normand, Aibert Vandal

and Henri Wallon. The illustrations, many of

which are reproductions of old prints in the col-
lections of the National Library, the Louvre and
the Carnavalet Museum, are of great interest.

*The streets of Paris, theatres, actors, actresses,

pubiic ceremonies and festivities, fashions in

dress of men and women, are all illustrated,
and there are hundreds of caricatures by

Daumier and Gavarni.

“Le MNobilier Roya! Francais,” being a de-
scription, with elaborate illustrations, of French
furniture during the seventeenth and eighteenth
centuries, by Emile Molinier, conservator of the
Louvre, published by Goupil, contains 150
plates, of which twenty are in colors. It is an
invaluable work of reference for amateurs, but
owing to its high price ($20{) must necessarily
have a limited sale. “Louis XV et Mme. de
Pompadour, 1744-'64" by Pierre de Nolkac,
published by Goupil, comprises two hundred
pages of text with fifty photogravure plates. It
i a favorite holiday book, In which the con-
servator of Versailled presents new episodes and
witticiems of those p!-ucfful but frivolous days.
The covers are the facsimile of a magnificent
binding executed by Padeloup for Louis XV.

Among the most successful holiday works
published by the firm of Armand Colin, which
wakes a specialty of books of instruction and
education, is “Les Maitres de la Peinture,” con-
1aining forty reproductions in color of cele-
brated masterpieces in the galleries of Paris,
Rome, Florence, Dresden, Berlin and other art
museums of Europe. “Les Missions Catholiques
¥rancaises.” by P2re Piolet (Armand Colin),
consists of six solid volumes, each with over
1wo hgindred illustrations, in which French mis-
slonary work is comprehensively and readably
treated. The sixth volume relates to French
rissions in America. One of the brightest and
most guccessful holiday books for girls is the

“Histoire Merveilleuse d’'un Pomme d’Apl,” by
Lucien Perey, published by Calmann-Lévy, a
delightfully amusing sto=y. C L B

HATTERS.

Andresc Lang on Their A lleged

Lunacy.

“As mad as a hatter” is a saying current in
the popular mouth, jmplyinz an extreme degree
of mental derangement. What can be the ori-
gin of this proverbial phrase? The relations of
the general public with hatters are not intimate,
but fleeting and unfamiliar. Of the pattin'g
psychology we know little. Of our dentisis we
see much, or at least we have long Interviews
with them. While our vocal organs are under
restraint. when we are bitted and bridled with
a t flap of india rubber, or when a diabolical
kind of drill is playing in one of our teeth, our
dontist gives us extracts from his autobiogra-
phy, deprecates an urban existence, praises the
rus ameenum, and recounts his adventures as
an angler for roach or chub. Thus we Know a
guod deal about our dentist, and when he as-
sures us that he is not going to hurt us we ap-
preciate the meaning of .he French proverb.
When the Gaul would imply that a person is not
accurate he says that he “lies like a dentist,
or “lies like a bulletin.” This phrase, of course,
applies to the dentist only in his prbfessional
practice. when he wanders from the precise
truth with the best and most humane of mo-
tives, aiming less at deception than at “‘sug-
gestion.” If you are “suggestible” you may.
perhaps, by an extension of the principle of
faith healing, not be hurt when the dentist
takes liberties with your most sensitive nerves.
Of the hatter, as has been said, we know much
Jess than of tlte dentist. the physician, the hair-
dresser, the solicitor or even the shoemaker.
The hairdresser appears to be interested in many
engaging themes—politics. the turf, the dra-
matic art: on all he expresses himself with free-
dom: his criticism is sound and sane. We do
not suspect his sanity

occasion (it was a Burns dinner) a butcher sud-
denly and unexpectedly arose and drew a
trenchant parallel between the clerical and the
butcherly character and morals, charging heavi-
1y against the clergy. I felt that this was an
intelligent man, irritated- probably by the in-
stituticn of Lent as prejudicial to his profes-
sion and unduly favorable to that of the fish-
monger. A theory of the origin of Lent he may
have entertained: but as he did not seem to be
in a very good temper I hesitated to approach
him. :

Nobody calls members of any of these useful
callings mad. We do not say as mad as a
solicitor, a publisher, a grocer or a plumber.
We say “as mad as a hatter.” I-am' unac-
quainted with any history of “Eminent British
and Foreign Hatters,” which might throw light
on the subject. This work is a desideratum. I
am acquainted with no historical evidence tend-
ing to show that hatters on any occasion ex-
hibited marked eccentricity in public or private
life. The inquiring intellect is therefore thrown
back on mere hypothesis, as in the case of Bib-
lical ecriticism, which is almost purely hypo-
thetical, and apears to be “run’ by hatters of
the most dishevelled description.

Though averse from baseless conjecturs, I
shall throw a purely provisional hypothesis. As
to the origin of the proverb which (quite un-
deservedly) attributes deficient sanity ‘o the
manufacturers and venders of headgear, the
truth, perhaps, is that they have never yet coped
successfully with the central problem of their
existence. They have never, to my knowiedge,
made a really adequate hat—a head covering at
once comfortable in wind, rain and sun, and
also becoming. Of the hat of the present day it
would be superfiuously cruel to speak in dis-
paragement. It is ugly beyond belief; it is ex-
pensive; a nothing injures it; it is_stained and
rufied by a touch: it is a mere dust trap; it
does not shade the face in sunshine; it is “ruined
by rain” (as Mr. Swinburne sings); it is of an
odious uniformity: and in all weathers it is ex-
quisitely uncomfortable. No man, no hatter,
was maniac 2nough to invent this hat. It is the
result of more than three centuries of evolu-
tion, always steadily degenerating from worse
to worse. Aboui 1570 the Regent Morton wore
a hat from which ours descends by lineal gen-
eration. He was a bad man, and it was a
shocking bad hat The rime were wider, and
not so stiff as in our headgear, and the super-
jacent cylinder was fmmmensely tall, retreating
to a blunt, conical top. There was round it a
gilken band of five to two inches in breadth,
fastened by a golden brooch. Bad as this hat
was—for it invited being blown off by every
breeze—still it was of felt, not of the shiny
silken stuff on our hats. Rain did this nat no
harm. Fancy might he shown in the silken
band. The hat worn by Charles I at his trial
was bigger, taller, black, broader in the brim
than Morton’s; there was no fancy about it:
it was heavy, unbecoming, and wooed every
zephyr. On a windy day Charles must have
found it as hard to keep his hat on his head as
his head on his shoulders. Still, it was of nlack
felt, and not apt to be ruined by rain.

From such hats descend those in which,
through much of the nineteenth century men
played cricket and golf and went out shooting
and fishing. A bulgy top-heaviness character-
ized such hats, especially in France. The hatter
had his way; he imposed on mankind his de-
lirious dream, and had Tennyson not possessed
the courage to revert to the Charles 1 type, his
contemporaries might have Jacked a poet as
much as we do, or, at least, like us, had a crowd
of poets who can only be venturously tried as
change bowlers, so to speak. 'Twas his hat
that made the life of Mr. Carlyle so sombre; he,
too, fell back on a thing in soft felt. The broad
Cavalier hats of the Civil War are only com-
patible with love locks and high boots; they
were becoming, and they gave shade, but on a
wet, windy day they must have been intolerable,
The little three-cornered hat of the eighteenth
century was becoming, but the rims held about
a gallon of water when-it rained, as do those of
the soft modern Tyrolese. or brigand hat. The
socialist or Bible reader flat soft black hat is
really more comfortable than most, but every
one does not wish to advertise his poiitical opin-
jons. The cocked hat was only saved from ridi-
cule by Nelson, Wellington and Napoleon, and
is abandoned to superior officers. The bhishop’s
hat was invented in a lucid interval of the hat-
ting frenzy, but we cannot all be bishops. The
ecommon “‘bowler,” or “billy cock,” (bullycock?)
hat is hard, heavy, vulgar and uncomfortable.
The cloth cap is not a hat and comfort is its
only merit. Thus it is plain that hats, through
their modern hjstory, do raise a serious pre-
sumption against the sanity of their inventors.
Will no hatter arise, and, in a flash of genius,
invent a comfortable, cheap, enduring and be-
coming hat? It must not convey the idea that
its wearers are Boers, or Imperial Yeomanry, or
Blue Bonnets over the Border, or Tam o’ Shan-
ters, or anarchists, or bishops, or generals in the
army. As to women’s hats, women have taken
to wearing a horrible flat thing which it were
derogatory to the baker's art to call muffins.
Till something much better than anything we
have considered is invented the populace will
continue to regard hatters (in their inventive
capacity, T argue) as des hallucinés.

PREPARING NEW DRUG CODE.

Dr. Lederle Finds Great Adulteration in So-
called Phenacetine Powders.

President Lederle, of the Board of Health, an-
nounced yesterday the result of his investigation
concerning the adulteration of drugs in this city.

Joseph A. Deghnee. the chemist of the Health
Bureau, has analyzed 373 samples of phenacetine
gathered by various inspectors in Manhattan and
Brookiyn. Of this lot 315 powders were found to
be impure.

In his report to President Lederle, Mr. Deghnee
says:

Of the 373 powders supposed to be phenacetine
given to me to analyze, 1 find that 58 of them are
pure; 267 of them are mixtures of phenacetine and
acetanilid, 2 of phenacetine and sugar, 4 phenace-
tine and starch, 32 pure acetanilid, 4 acetanilld and
cane s , 1 phenacetine and milk sugar, 3 acé-
tanilid and starch, 1 antipyrin, and 1 quinine sul-
phate.

“The evil effects of acetanilid, especially in quan-
titles such as arec given in substitution for the
wsual dose of phenacetine, are well known o all
physiciane,” sald Dr. Lederle, in speaking of this
report, “Acetanilld is a heart depresser and a
menace to health, if not to life, especlally in cases
of persons whose heart action is abnormal. Phena-
cetine is a household remedy for headaches, and
it i an outrage that the public has been imposed
on by unscrupulous druggists.

“The prices paid by the inspeglors for three
ten-grain powders of phenacetine varied between
15 and 3 cents, making a fair average of 20 cents.
I pure phenacetine is sold at this price, an ounce
ocosting $1 is sold for $2 20, a profit of over 200 per

(exc>pt on one occasion), of :
On that

cent. Such a profit does not. however, appear to
be sufficient. Acetanilid, costing about 25 cents an
ounce. is substituted and sold at the same price
as pure phenacetine.”

President Lederle is revising and ‘adding to the
sanitary code, particularly that part that relates
to the purity of drugs and food stuffs. Last night
he and an assistant worked until midnight on the
code. He hopes to have it in shape to be voted on

soon. The work was begun over a month ago.
The amended code will be practically the same as
the State laws. President Lederle says that as
the code now staids it is full of contradictions
and superfluous sections.

Phenacetine, which is a proprietary drug, is not
at present mentioned in the “United States Phar-
macopeela,” although recoghized in the pharma-
copias of several other nations. President Leder-
le said last night that it would doubtless be in-
corporated in the pharmacopeeit now in prepara-
tion, because of its increasing use here.

BUCKLIN WARM IN COLD CORRIDOR.

Secret Inquiry Witnesses Identify Him as
What He Knows Not.

District Attorney Jerome's secret investigation to
got evidence against Richard A. Lanfield and other
alleged proprietors of gambling houses went on yes-
terday in the library of his office. and most of the
time it was in progress David W. Bucklin, Can-
fleld’s manager, was pacing restlessly in the cor-
ridor outside the room. Bucklin was accompanied
by his counsel, Forbes J. Hennessy. and they re-
sembled each other in two respects. Both wore
long overcoats with astrakhan fur collars and both
were angry.

Bucklin had a subpeena calling him before the in-
quisition, and keeping him waiting in a corridor,
without a chair to sit on, for two long hours, was
not the only indignity he suffered. Two or three
other men he knew by sight, but whose names were
kept from the reporters, were ushered into the
ltbrary ahead of him. After one of the men was
questioned awhile, Bucklin was called to the door
of the room and the man in the witness chair was
asked:

“Is that Bucklin?”

“Yes,” was the reply.

Then Bucklin was allowed to resume his walk in
the corridor. Presently another witness was called
out into the corridor by one of Mr. Jerome's as-
sistants, who pointed at Canfield’s manager with
the question:

“Is that the man?"

“Yes, that is Bucklin,” was the answer.

Then the witness was taken back into the room.
The corridor was cold, but Bucklin seemed to grow
uncomfortably warm. He and Mr. Hennessy talked
together with flushed faces. Just before 4 p. m.
Mr. Hennessy saw Assistant District Attorney

_Sandford emerge from the library, and said to him

that Bucklin had answered the subpcena and had

 been kept waiting two hours and would leave at 4

o'clock. Then Mr. Sandford called Bucklin into
the library When Bucklin emerged a few min-
utes later he sald no questions of importance had
been asked him, but ne merely had been on ex-
hibition before some witnesses he did not know.
He rushed away with Mr. Hennessy.

After Bucklin departed, George A. Kessler was
called as a witness. Justice Leventritt had de-
clined to issue a writ of prohibition, deciding that
Mr. Kessler must appear as a witness. Mr. Kess-
ler satd, after he had been before the inquisitors,
that he was asked if he knew l.ichard A. Canfield,
and he replied that-he did. He was asked if he had
met Mr. Canfield in the house No. 5 East Forty-
fourth-st.. and he replied that he never was in that
house. Then he was asked if he had played rou-
lette there, and he replied that since he never was

there he could not have played roulette there. He
mad a similar reply to a question if he ever had
played faro in the house. A few more such ques-
tions, which seemed to him to be absurd, in view of
the fact that he had no knowledge of the house,
were asked him, he said Then he was allowed
to go.
