They w«»r* lessed to those who settled upon them.

There existed aa Idea on the part of the pro-

prietors of the different patents, that they could

Iralld tip something like the system prevailing in
European countries— that the lands could be leased
to tenants for long periods, and in this manner
tie owners could create large estates, from which
they could obtain a steady income after the fash-

ion of English land owners in their dea!lnc= with

their tenar.ts In Ireland. In some places these

leases became a curse, and after years had passed

there arose long contested suits, that were only
finally settled by special legislation. Leasehold
farms still form an important factor in the farm-
tag districts In Central New-York

Mafiisor. Onondaga. Oneida. Herkimer and Ot-
«go counties have about fifty thooaaad acrea of

these leased lands. There are also lands in Oneida
end Herkimer counties which are taxed for the
eupport of churches. In New-H3rtford. Oneida
County much of the village property occupied by
\u25a0business places iF leased by the Presbyterian

Church to the tenants, and at th« expiration

the lea«e* the lano> revert to the ehui society.
In German Flats. rleritii County, \u25a0'•' are
lands taxed for the Fort Herkimer Church.

The agent for these lands is Loton S. Hunt, for
ten years United States Consul at Guelph.

Mr. Hunt discovered
that thoae whose lives measured the duration of
the laaaca were scattered all over th*> T'nited
Flatus, and it required years to find them.
