Psyche's sisters, envious of her wonderful fortune
and great happiness, fill her mind with wicked
doubt and distrust. A fatal curiosity seizes upon
her. and one night ehe uncovers her lamp to look
upon the form of her doting companion. Instead
cf the monster ppoken of by the orac!e. she sees
thft loveliest of the immortals. Itis Cupid, who lies
Bleeping before her with snowy wings folded and
golden ringlets clustering about his shoulders.

Anxious for a closer view Psyche leans over him:
but a drop of hot oil falls from the lamp upon his
shining skin. The {rod awakes, and without a word
flies out of the window. Palace ana gardens disap-
pear, and Psyche is left alone to suffer. After
wandering long in search of the lost one she wins

the sympathy of Ceres, who advises her to seek
out Venus and offer reparation. She becomes the
slave of the goddess, who Imposes cruel tasks upon
her. But Cupic cannot bear to be separated from
her, and goe6 to Jupiter, who intercedes with Venus

and wins her forgiveness. Then the supreme god

WAh his operas. Mr. Franko's announcement that

he Is to produce a Gluck symphony will therefore
startle musical student*. An explanation is in
order. The work is not \u25a0 symphony ir. the sense
that the great instrumental creations of Beethoven
are symphonies. Neither is it a symphony in the

sense et an introduction to an opera or oratorio

air. Gluck's symphonies were written early in his

career and while he wa= still specifically a composer
of Italian operas, before he had begun to dream
of the g.-eat reform which he accomplished In his
prime. In that early day he followed the example

of composers like Scarlatti and others, and instead
or an overture related in spirit to the opera which

it introduced, he wrote an independent orchestral
piece which he called a symphony. Neither in spirit

nor In thematic material did such a symphony have
anything- to do with the opera which it preceded.

It was simply an entertainment like the farce be-
fore a tragedy— a curtain raiser in the theatrical
parlance of to-day. The pieces were brief, but gen-

erally, as in this instance, in three movements—

iike the sonatina** of Haydn's day. An allegro in

the sonata form, a slow movement in the simplest

jsong form and a brisk and m^-rry finale. In a
specimen by Da Vinci in the possession of the
writer the scheme is reversed— two minuets are
separated by a lively movement. Much was left in
that early day to the taste and fancy of the com-
pOF^r. H. E. K.
