Bolivia, says President Pando has

postponed his departure with troops for Acre,

in expectation of a favorable settlement of. the

trouble being arrived at with Brazil.
Washington. Jan. Ik—The Brazilian Minister

and th» Bolivian Charge d'Affalres here called
separately on Secretary Hay to-day to acquaint

htm with the disposition of their respective gov-

ernments in the dispute over the possession of the
territory of Acre. It appeared that the situation
was really critical, but both diplomats assured
Secretary Hay that under no conditions would

BRAZIL AND BOLIVIA.
DISPUTE OVER CHURCH PROPERTY.

Foreign Ministers at Peking on War In-
demnity Question.

Peking. Jan. 26—The foreign ministers are
preparing a reply to the Chinese note, received
on January 10, declaring that China would ac-
cede to the powers' demand for the payment of

the war indemnity on a gold basis if she were
able to do so. but that It is impossible to make
the payments as demanded, aa shown by the
messages of the Viceroys, detailing the impov-

erished state of the country, and asking the

ministers to suggest a plan of relief. The latter
will refrain from committing the powers on the
question of waiving the payment of an increased
indemnity, will express satisfaction at China' 3
practical acknowledgment that the debt Is on a
gold basis, and will declare that China's pro-
posal to place the customs tariff on a gold basis
is Impracticable.

The ministers personal^' believe that China

can raise more money for the indemnity pay-

ments if the present extravagant expenditures

are stopped.

Hu Lien Sun. Governor of Hunan, one of the
officials blacklisted by the powers after the
Boxer troubles, on account of complicity in the

massacre of missionaries, has been appointed
Governor of Shan-Pe. The ministers ignored

the failure of the Chinese Government to ob-

serve the agreement to dismiss him from office,

but now the American, British and French min-
isters are sending a note to the government
saying that, considering Ihe former and recent
missionary murders in the territory under his
jurisdiction, it is not wise to send him to a

.province where the missionary interests are ex-
ceedingly irnp'irtaiit.

Three Americans, Including a

Teacher, Killed.
Manila. Jan. 28.-X is reported h'te that th-

volunteer force organized at Bollnas. province of
Zambales, for the purpose of dispersing the

ladrones in that vicinityhaa been defeated, and
that three -'Americans, including Mr. Osborne, a
teacher, were killed. The ladrones outnumbered

the volunteers, surrounded the latter and boloed

them. The Americans died fighting. The de-
tails of the affnir obtainable at present are

meagre.

SUFFER FROM DECLINE IN SILVER.

Manila, Jan. -o\—The decline in the value of
silver ha? forced the Philippine Government to

lower the official rate. The new ratio Is -.66
silver for one dollar gold, the lowest official rate

ever declared. It represent* a heavy loss to

the insular treasury, and the commercial houses

fear that further declines will result in com-

mercial disaster. The reports that the houses
of Congress disagree on the currency question
have had a disquieting effect here.

PHILIPPINE BILL IN SENATE.

The government had two causes of

anxiety, either of which should have sufficed

to disturb the digestion of the convalescing

mini- ten-. One was the absence of explanations

of Germany's provocative assault at Maracaibo

and deliberate effront to the Washington gov-

ernment in the interruption of the peace nego-

tiations: the other was the increasing pressure

of public opinion in favor of the withdrawal of

Kngland from the alliance with Germany. The

silence of the Berlin Foreign Office was ominous,

and created a suspicion that the ministers here

had been guilty of amazing folly In commit-

ting England to an 'ronclad alliance with the

German Emperor when he had the ulterior pur-

pose of challenging the Monroe Doctrine and

disturbing the pea- of the two continents.
Equally ominous was the rising tide of public

disapproval of the Anglo-German coalition. Not

\u25a0 single voice was raised anywhere in the

United Kingdom in defence of the government.
The alliance was condemned by the press of all
parties before there was any apparent ground

for suspicion that the German Emperor was
bent upon keeping the Venezuela question open

and raising the Monroe issue. The alliance is

now abhorred alike by classes and masses, since
it imposes upon England a full share of respon-

sibility for offensive naval operations, calcu-

lated to prevent the settlement of the creditors'

claims and cause widespread irritation in

America. 1 have full authority for the state-

ment that Premier Balfour and Lord Lans-
downe are receiving remonstrances from some

of the strongest constituencies, and many of the

most influential members of the Unionist party

are against a continuance of co-operation with

Germany in what has become an obnoxious and
harassing policy to the United States. These
protests would be multiplied if American criti-
cism were strongly

'
directed against British

responsibility for an alliance with an unman-

ageable partner who has tropical bees buzzing

under his spiked helmet The stock exchanges

of the Continent are not yet affected by the
rumors of naval preparations in Germany and

the United States. There is a confident feeling

among bankers of this city that the German

Emperor will make amends for the indiscretions

of his naval officers as soon as he appreciates

the full force of American and British opinion.

One statement constantly repeated In American
dispatches causes surprise in official circles
here, namely, that Minister Bowen has de-

manded a suspension of the blockade as an

indispensable condition of the negotiations for

a settlement. It is rot believed that he has

suggested this requirement or that Venezuela
is not conciliatory in any respect.
