A BIG WATERFRONT PURCHASE.
Genera] Howard Carroll has completed his nego-

tiations tor the purchase of the remainder of the

waterfront property which he some months ago

made overtures to buy. He made the purchase

through B. A. Cruikshank & Co. He has not yet

paid what use he intends to make of the prop-
erties.

This is said to be the largest waterfront transac-

tion reported in a number of years. The bulkhead
frontage of the property is about 10 feet, an [his

parcels also comprise four large warehouse, near
Rpctor-st. and the North River. The pier* which
he ha- bought are Nos. 6 and 7. North River One
is now occupied by the New-York and Baltimore
Transportation Company, and the other by tne

New-fork Btesm Company. The total cost of the
purchase Is said to ba about 51.'.00.000. It is thought
that th- purchases were made in the interest of
the asphalt company of which General Carroll is

president.

NO RECEIVER FOR THE ANTOINETTES.

Judge Fitzgerald ha? denied th« motion made in

the action of Emma Decker against Peter Herter

and others for the appointment of a. receiver of

the large apartment hot*! In tills city known as
the Antoinettes. The action is to recover trie sum
of $22,500 and a half interest in th«« Antoinettes,

paid to be worth $100,000. I'pon th" motion F.
R. Minrath. of Hoadly. Lauterba.cn & Johnson,

plaintiff's attorneys, declared that the owner- of

the Antoinettes were Insolvent and that \u25a0 receiver
should be appointed. Frank M. Avery, of Phillips
& Avery. in opposing the motion, held that the de-

fendants were worth over half a million dollars
and owned property in this city to a value of over
a million and a half dollars, with a rent roll of
about 800,000. Judge Fitzgerald says In his opinion
that the appointment" of a receivers of th« An-
toinettes would be ruinous to the defendants, ana
that after careful consideration he is led to the

conclusion that there is ample security for the

protection of the plaintiffs rights, and therefor-
denies the motion for the appointment of a re-
ceiver.

he decides the rules of the previous year were in

fere*, .--ep*-aie<3 and unam-nde.J. He continues:
Therefore, *-her the General Committee met the

rule* and regulations guaranteed to the voters of
tht IXih assembly District representation through
or.*of their delegates on the Executive Committee.
As a result of the occurrence* of the. meeting of

December 39. the IXth Assembly District was de-
prived cf its representation on the Executive Com-
mittee. "Without any previous notice, and without
i-eisg: characterized as at. amendment to the rules-

-; regulations, there was offered and adopted at
th«> meeting of December SO a resolution in the
following language:

•Evolved. That the districts be called in their
order, and that one person from each uncontested
cisrrict and the Annexed District, with the excep-
:irn of the XXXIVth District, in which district
Ther* shall be one person from tnat portion or
ih<» district lyingsouth of the Harlem River, and
r-j*. person from that part of the district lying
north of the Harlem River, b* named to consti-
tute the Executive Committee for the year 1903."

SPLITTING UP THE NICKEL.
!From The New-Orleans Times-Democrat.

"You would be surprised to know the vast num-
ber of children amcng the poorer classes in New-

. Orleans who do not clearly understand the value
and function of the nickel," said a storekeeper
downtown, "'and it all results from the popularity
of the quartie system, which has always he.-p so
much a part of life In this city. They are th»
small buyers, who run all kinds of errands for the
little family to which they belong:. Purchases.
amounting in individual cases to less than five
cents, dally amount in the aggregate to thousands
of dollar*. It is no small part \u25a0'! the retail traffic
«.f thp city. The children split a nickel up Into
very small pieces, buying a penny's worth of this
and a penny's worth of that, until they leave the
•itore or the market with an armful of little pack-
age* which will represent the day's supplies.

"Sometimes they will spend only a part of the
nickel, and will get a ticket, or tickets, or maybe
pennies, in change. Frequently the purchase will
amount to two cents and a half, .-nd then they set
a pasteboard check for the other two rents and -i
half, which is legal tender at the place Issuing it
for its face value. Checks or tickets of this kind
are extensively used in this city, and they hay»

added greatly to the circulation of a sort of crude
subsidiary money. One of those checks Is as good

:as gold at the grocery or market stall where it Is
issued. Itis predicated on and gets its value from
a redemption fund, Just like Uncle Sam's money.
