UNION STILL FIGHTS MILITIAMAN.

Secretary Root was
in conference with the President for a consider-
able time before the meeting in regard to it.
While it is recognized that the legislative situa-

tion at the capita) is complicated by the state-

hood contest, the hope is expressed by officials
of the administration that the important legisla-

tion demanded at this time may be enacted.
It was said to-night that the initiative m tne

movement for a new currency standard was
taken by Mexico, and not China. The invitation
to enter the movement was sent by the Mexican
Government to China.

Administration to Take Further
Action o?iMexican- Chinese Scheme.

(By The Associated PreFS.'v
Washington, Jan. 30 —The executive branch of

the government is not disposed to cease its

efforts to bring about an adjustment of the

ratio of gold and silver currency in the Orient

and in other silver using countries with the

mere presentation to Congress of the Mexican
and Chinese notes yesterday. Secretary Root,

who Is opposed to the amended Philippine Cur-
rency bill, is particularly urgent in seeking to

remedy the evil financial conditions in the

Philippines caused in large part by fluctuating

currency ratios, while Secretary Hay is inter-
ested in the proposition because he believes it

promises to alleviat" at once the friction now
existing as a result of the Chinese indemnity

question. The Secretary also is looking toward
an enlargement of American trade in South and
Central America, where silver is still the stan-

dard of value. Therefore the proposition will

be laid before Congress to appoint a commission
of three members, men expert in financial mat-
ters, to act as representatives of the United
States in an international monetary conference
on the lines Indicated by Mexico and China or

in consultation directly, or, in fact, in any line

of international exchange that promises success.
Very little legislative action is required at this

stage, and it is probable that an appropriation
of $5,000 for the expenses of each commissioner
will meet the needs of the State Department at

this time. It is made plain that the commis-
sion will have no power to commit the United
States Government to any change in its cur-

rency system, and nothing can be made of its

conclusions unless Congress regards them with
favor.

Freight Steamer Gulf Stream, of the Clyde
Line, Goes Ashore.

Atlantic City, N. J., Jan. 30.—The freight

steamship Gulf Stream, of the Clyde Line, with

ber crew of twenty-one men, went ashore to-

day on a sandbar off Tatbam Life Saving Sta-

tion, near Avalon twenty- five miles south of

this city, and Is fast going to pieces. All the
crew were taken off by the life savers. The

work was hazardous, owing to the heavy sea

that was running.

The Gulf Stream left New-York yesterday

for Philadelphia. A fierce southwest gale blew

up in the night, and in the heavy fog the ship

lost her bearings and was driven ashore.
The steamer will prove a total loss. All day

she rolled heavily on North Bar, and is now

practically a wreck, and is breaking in two. If

the wind abates, as it is expected to. and the

weather holds calm for a day or so, most of her

cargo will be saved. It consists of cotton,

canned goods and general merchandise. There

is about $100,000 worth en her. and fully three-
quarters of this can be saved if the weather
conditions hold good. The sea is as,hmfr^"
her to-night, but the steamer Is hard aground

and unless the weather proves much more se-

vere than is expected, she should be in good

shape for the wreckers in the mor.ninS-
The Gulf Stream was built in IM>lfor a South-

ern transportation company, and bore the name
of the South Carolina. She was taken b> the

Confederacy and renamed the lctoria-. r

she was captured while trying to enter Charles-
ton Harbor, and was added to the Union fleet

under the name of the Queen She is a screw
steamer, 218 feet long, and with a gross tonnage

of 998.

The long argument of the Alabama
Senator prevented a vote being reached, and it

was determined to hold another meeting to-
morrow, when the committee will remain in

session as long as Mr. Morgan desires to speak

on the subject. The fear is expresed that Sena-

tor Morgan willattempt to talk the Olombian
treaty to death when it comes up on the floor of

the Senate, but as he appears to have no sup-

porters it is not btlieved that he will be suc-

cessful.
The continued and increasing complications

attending the Statehood bill are also the oc-

casion of apprehension to the friends of all the

treaties now before the Senate, and the belief

that an extra session of the Senate will be
necessary for their consideration is gaining
ground. Should Mr. Quay's persistent jockeying

Washington, Jan. SO.—This was the last private
