FIFTY SEE MAN KILLED.

Postoffice Messenger Killed on Post
by Elevated Train.

Before the eyes of fifty passengers on the
platform of the northbound elevated station at
Eighty-fourth-st. and Third-ave. at 8 o'clock

last night: Sylvester Lockwood, sixty-five years
old, of No. 233 East Ninety-seventh-st., was run
over and instantly killeg by the forward trucks
of a motor electric train in charge of Motorman
Leon Lippman, of No. 168 Hunter-ave, Long
Island City, who was arrested and admitted to
bail by Coroner Jackson in $1,500, offered by
Charles H, Hawley, of Flushing, Long Island.

Lockwood was employed for the last ten years
as a messenger in the Postofice Department.
His duty was to carry mailbags to the Eighty-
fourth-st. and Third-ave. station from Postoffice
Station K, in Eighty-sixth-st. At the station he
threw the bags on the front platform of the first
car and received from another messenger mail-
bags intended for Station K.

According to the motorman, he saw Lock-
wood when the train had reached a point fifteen
feet south of the stopping post at the north end
of the station. At that time, the motorman al-
leged, Lockwood was lying on the west rail of
the track, fifteen feet north of the stopping
post. The matorman said he shut off and re-
versed his motor and was unable to explain how
Lockwood came to be under the wheels of the
forward truck. Lockwood, when the wheels
struck him, remained silent and, except for the
outcries made by the horrified witnesses on the
platform of the station, which prought a crowd
of a thousand people in a mob ‘under the struct-
ure, after the tragedy, there was no sound
when the unfortunate man was being disem-
boweled by the car wheels.

Policeman Heep, of the East Eighty-eighth-st.
station, placed the motorman under arrest. An
ambulance was summoned from the Presbyter-
ian Hospital, and when Dr. Kaetor arrived he
pronounced the victim dead.

Some one sent to the home of Coroner Jack-
son, at No. 125 East Eighty-fourth-st., and he
on arriving took charge of the case. As the
coroner, accompanying Policemen Heep and
Lippman, under arrest, siruggled through the
crowd that thronged about the station and on
the stairs, they were accosted by a frantic young
man, who rushed up to them shouting:

“Oh, my God! don't tell me he is dead?"”

The coroner replied that the aged messenger
was dead. had died almost instantly. The young
man turned about and dashed through the
crowd, tearing his hair and frenzied with grief.
He was recognized as the son of the dead man.

APPRATSAL OF A. DALY'S ESTATE

It Shows Deficiency—Ex-Judge Daly, How-
ever, Shows How Estate Has Increased
by Good Management.

The appraisal of the estate of the late Augus-
tin Daly, which was filed yesterday, shows that,
after the payment of his debts and liebilities,

there s a deficiency of $28.460.

According to the appraisal the assets Included
the lease and goodwill, sceneries and properties
of Daly’s Theatre in this city, which are valued
at $50,000; other scenery and costumes, $29,000;
library, pictures, furnfture, etc., $155,056; Da-
13's Theatre, London, and contracts with George
Edwardes, of the Gaiety Theatre, London, $70,-

526. The gross personal! estate is valued at
$352,986. From this sum is deducted the sum

of $361,446. Of this amount Mr. Daly’s debts
in the United States aggregate $226,658, and
his debts in England $93,029.

The commissions on the sale of Mr. Daly's
books, etc., amount to $22,088, the total labili-
ties leaving a deficlency of the amount above
mentioned.

Ex-Judge Joseph F. Daly, who is one of the
executors, said last night to a Tribune reporter:
“The statement of the shortage in the Augustin
Daly estate was based on the tax report of the
condition of the estate at the time of his death. |
At that timme he was in debt about $20,000, and |
the costs a..d other expenses brought it up to |
about $28,480. All the debts have been flled |
and the executirs have s managed the estate
that at the present time it is far in excess of all
debts and charges. All the bequests will bBe
made.”
