Mayor Low was the first speaker. He told of th»
many «nd costly improvements which the city
has undertaken, and closed by saying: "Whether

\u25a0we shell continue to demand and make improve-
ments at this accelerated speed Icannot say. but
when those row in hand arc finished the city will
be much better equipped than it now Is."

John S. "Wise, the next speaker, said in part:

President Roosevelt has called attention to the
fact that he began his career in this district; and
we are proud of him. Iwish to call your atten-
tion, however, to the fact that recently he has l>een
vilified as no other President of the country has.
You all know why. and you know from what sec-
tion of the country this criticism comes.'

The enfranchised slaves have enjoyed the rights
of citizenship, and they have contributed their
Q-.irta to the defence of the national flag. The Pth
Regiment, composed entirely of black men. did
ifeore than any other to raise President Roosevelt
10 his present high office.

Notwithstanding this, nearly all of the Southern
States have disfranchised thousands of negroes. If
It is allowed to continue an oligarchy will br- built
up here which will be as horrible a blight on the
L'ntted States as the conditions which existed dur-
ing the black ages.

You have got to face the question, Ifit is right
for the negro to en icy the franchise, then insure
him the enjoyment of Itundisturbed. Ifthey should
not. then repeal the laws winch give It to them. I
tell you that this question is going to be one of the
paramount issues during the coming national elec-
tion.

State Senator Bracken, of Saratoga, was the next

renrk could not be done without a machine, that
when the machine exhausted all its energy in run-
r.inr itself it was time that a protest was made, and
thai he and two others in the State Senate had
