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PASS LITTLEFIELD BILL.

A Lively Tilt Between Littlefield and
De Armond.

Washington, Feb. 7.—The Littiefield anti-trust
bill was passed by the House this afternoon by
s vote of 245 to 0.

For three hours the Democrats offered a serles
of amendments designed, as they sald, to place
“teeth” in the bili, but they were either ruled
out of order or defeated by a strict party vote.
On only one vote were the political ranks
broken. It was on an amendment offered by
Mr. Thomas, of Iowa, to make the filing of re-
turns mandatory on all corporations. On that
amendment seven Republicans voted with the
Democrats.

Toward the close of the proceedings there was
& sharp personal clash between Mr. Littlefield
and Mr. De Armond, of Missouri. Mr. De Ar-
mond moved that debate on Section 1 of the bill
be closed.

“Has the gentleman taken charge of the bill?”
asked Mr. Littlefield.

“I will say to the gentleman from Maine,”
replied Mr. De Armond, “that I do not think
there is any suggestion that anybody is ‘taking
charge of the bill,” and there might be some
reasons to suggest that not very much of any-
body has had ‘charge of the bill” I wish to reach
2 peint where amendments that we have pre-
pared will be voted on, and I do not care 10
play into the hands of the gentleman from
WMaine or anyvbody else who may be disposed to
fritter away time on this occasion.”

“Let me ask the gentleman,” sald Mr. Little-
field. “does he undertake to intimate that “the
gentleman from Maine’ has been responsible for
any of these delays?”

I undertake to say,” replied Mr. De Armond,
“that the suggestion of the gentleman that
eomebody was trying to ‘take charge of this
BT is entirely gratuitous, and the better sense
o? the gentleman from Maine and the better
manners of the gentleman from Maine ought to
meake him aware of thai fact.”

“I trust,” retorted Mr. Littlefield, “the gentle-
man knows that the ‘gentleman from Maine’ did
not intend to be personally offensive to the
gentleman from Missouri; at least, if he does
rot appreciate that fact the ‘gentleman from
WMzine® desires so to state.”

Mr. Littlefield offered an amendment to Sec-
tion 1, which was adopted, providing that suits
¢or failure to make returns under the bill could
be brought wherever the defaulting corporation
“has a place of business.”

After the minority amendments had been
vot=d down the roll was called, on the demand
of members on both sides of the House, and not
& single vote was recorded against the bill. It
was declared passea by a unanimous vote, 245
1o 0. Immediately afterward the House ad-
journed until to-morrow.

The bill as passed requires corporations “here-
after organized” to file returns covering their
articles of incorporation, financial composition,
condition, etc., with the Interstate Commerce
Oommission, on penalty of being restrained from
engaging in interstate commerce, and prescribes
penalties for false returns, etc. The commission
is authorized in its discretion to call for similar
returns from existing corporations doing an in-
terstate business. The commission is empowered
1o compel answers to gquestions, and 2 fine of
rot to exceed $5.000 is imposed for failure to
obey the commission in this respect. The giving
of rebates by common carriers is made punish-
sbile with a fine of not less than $1,000, and
corporations violating the provisions of this sec-
tion are forbidden to use the instrumentalities
of interstate commerce. Carriers are prohibited
from knowingly transporting articles produced,
manufactured or sold in violation of the Sher-
man act. In cases of prosecutions no person is
1o be excused from testifying on the ground that
such testimony would tend to incriminate him,
but for such testimony the witness is not to be
prosecuted. The circuit courts are to have juris-

diction in cases of violation, and it is made the
éuty of district attornevs to institute proceed-
ings 1o prevent violations, and individuals dam-
2ged by viclations are authorized to sue.

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NAVY GENERAL STAFF.

Secretary Moody May Soon Pass on
the Plan.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Washington, Feb. 7.—Secretary Moody will
shortly have an opportunity to pass on the ques-
tion of a general staff system in the administra-
tion of naval affairs. The subject comes up
perfodically, but little progress has been made,
as it has been expected that legislation would
be necessary to apply the system to the navy.
Members of the general board, who are con-
vinced of the good results of the general staff
idea, have discovered a method by which the
most important part of the system might be
adopted without action by Congress, but there
is a difference of opinion in the navy respecting
the pian, and some of the secretaries have
feared that it would give them lees authority
and make them dependent on the bureau sys-
tem and the advisory functions of the general
board. This argument has been effectively em-
ployed by the critics of the system whenéever
there seemed a likelihood of its success. It is
interesting to know that the general board itself
has come in for some criticism as a body which
is absorbing influences and privileges which
had hitherto reposed in the bureaus, and some
of the officers who have exercised a sort of au-
thority with the department find that most of
the counsel followed by the Secretary comes
now from the general board. These people have
consequently started the story that the general
board is to be dissolved by Secretary Moody,
who realizes that he 1s becoming more and more
a figurehead, and that his dissatisfaction with
the situation has developed so far as to lead him
to contemplate resignation from the Cabinet.
Those who are intimate with Mr. Moody deny
this rumor, and contradict the statement that

the general board is imperilled with the pros-
pect of dissolution. They point to the fact that,
so far from being on the verge of disbandment,
its influence is increasing, and its members, at
the instance of the Secretary, are preparing the
plan for the general staff. The general board is
to occupy an entire fioor in the new building
which General Anson Mills, U. S. A, retired, is
erecting opposite the Navy Department.

MONETARY CONFERENCE.

Plan to Advance the Mexican Cur-
rency Scheme Proposed.

Washington, Feb. 7.—Senator Patterson to-day
introduced an amendment to the Philippine Cur-
rency biil to carry into effect the recommenda-
tion of the President for the appointment of a
commission to devise a plan for a commercial
exchange relation between gold standard and
silver standard countries. Following is the text
of the amendment:

That the President of the United States be
and he is hereby authorized to invite the gov-
ernments of Great Britain, France and Germany
end of such other gold standard countries as
he may deem proper, and of the governments of
Mexico and China and of such other silver
standard countries as he may deem proper, to
appoint representatives to meet with representa-
tiyes to be appointed by the President of the
United States at the city of Washington or at
such other city as may be deemed convenient
and suitable, to take into consideration and to
devise and suggest a plan for adoption by the
several governments by which a fixed com-
mercial exchange relation shall be established
and maintained between the silver coin of the
silver standard countries and the gold coin of
the gold standard countries, and that, when
guch a plan shall be agreed upon by the dele-
gates of the countries herein specifically named
with those of the United States, the Presi-
dent shall report the same to Congress, and
upon its approval by Congress the President
shall use the good offices of the United States
to secure its adoption by other governments.

NOCHANGE INDELAWARE |

Only a Perfunctory Vote—Specula
tion as to Qutcome.

Dover, Del., Feb. 7.—Notwithstanding the excite-
ment created here yesterday over the probable
election of two United States Senators, the mem-
bers of the Delaware Legislature did not deem it
necessary to come back to-day and participate in
a regular session, and all but four of the members
paired at yesterday’s session. The balloting at
noon to-day was perfunctory in its nature, the
result being as follows: Long term, Addicks, 2;
L. L. Handy (Dem.), 2; short term, Addicks, 2; Ebe
Tunnell (Dem.). 2.

Benator A. B. Conner, who presided over the
joint session, declared that no one had received a
majority, and hence there was no election. The
Senators and Representatives then adjourned until
Monday morning. when business and balloting will
be resumed in the regular order.

Much speculation is rife ss to the outcome of
the Benator situation as it now stands. The Reg-
ular Republican members of the legislature do not
deny that the proposition of the Union men places
them In an embarrassing position, and one which
will be hard for them to get out of. The Regulars,
however, have had assurances from many of their
constituents that their action in the past has been
highly commendable, and that even 1f they should
reject the present offer, which seems to be genuine,
they would not be creating a breach nor breaking
faith with the principles so long advocated by
them, namely, the utter defeat of Addicks. Neither
would they in any way be held responsible by thelr
constituents if they refused to vote for any two
men whom a& Union caucus would nominate, as it
is generally conceded that Governor Hunn, who Is
closely allled with Mr. Addicks, would undoubted-
ly consult his wishes in the matter, should two
Union men be elected and either one resign.

The Regulars are not willing, either, that they
should be entirely eliminated from the fight, they
having been offered two years ago the choice of
one Senator, provided Mr. Addicks should be the
other. This time no such offer has been made,
and as a consequence, the Regulars will not be
drawn into a net, The growing sentiment among
the Democrats is in favor of electing two Regu-
lars, since it is almost impossible to effect a coali-
tion between the Regulars and Democrats, the
hitch being that of deciding who the Democratie
Senator shall be.

The friends of Messrs. Kenney and Raulsbury, the
ecknowledged leaders of the emocrats, are not
willing that they should be sacrificed for any
other Democrat unless it be a man who 18 not
allied with either faction of the Demoecratic party.
Dr. Black would be entirely acceptable to the
Democrats and Regulars alike, but the feeling, that

“to the victor belongs the spoils” is uppermost.
Monday's developments are looked forward to

with great interest.

TORPEDO BOAT MANEUVRES.

Planned on an Extensive Scale 0ff Newport
in the Spring.

Newport, R. L, Feb. 7.—Extensive manceuvres for
the torpedo boat fleet, as well as several of the
new submarine craft of the navy, will oeccur off
this port in the spring. The torpedo fleet will in-
clude practically all of those boats in commission
on the Atlantic coast, while among the submarines
will be the Holland, the Moccasin and the Adder.
One of the destroyers will be fitted out as a flag-
ship, and it is expected that Lieutenant L. H.
Chandler, who commanded the flotilla last fall,
will be the acting admiral of the fleet.

Forts Adams and Greble and the Watch Hill tor-
pedo staticn, with their powerful searchlights, will
enter into the problems at night. For the first
few weeks the flotilla will engage in individual
ship drills. The manceuvres will then begin,

In a very short timne the work of building the ad-
ditional slips for the boats at the torpedo station
will be started, and before spring accommodations

for at least thirty of them will be ready. Among

MR. ROOT INSPECTS PIER CHANGES.

Telks with Mayor at City Hall About Harbor
Line Extension.

Ellhu Root, Secretary of War, accompanied
Mayor Low to the City Hall yesterday and had a
talk with him there lasting about twenty minutes.
The subject under discussion was the general ex-
tension of the harbor and pier lines, and the pro-
posed expenditure of about $14,000,000 for new plers.
It was to discuss this topic that the Mayor went to
Washington last week, calling on Secretary Root.

For several months the Dock Department has
been waiting for the decision of the Board of Army
Engineers on its application for a change in the
pier line in the North River between Canal and
West Thirtieth sts. The change deslred was the
moving of the line 200 feet toward the centre of
the river. in front of the point where the new piers
are to be constructed between Bloomfield and West
Twentv-third sts. This modification was asked
for to add 200 feet to the length of the piers and
make them 1.000 feet long, as desired by steamshin
companies, who would be likely to use them.

Althongh Commissioner Hawkes has never re-
eeived a copy of the report of the army board, he
bas understood that the report was unfavorable to
granting the application. What the reasons were
for refusing the desired modification, he did not
know. He took advantage of Secretary Root’s pres-
ence to take him over the ground where the im-
provement is going forward. With Secretary Root
and Commissioner Hawkes in making their tour
were Mayor Low, J. A. Bensel, the chief engineer
of the Dock Department; Vernon H. Brown, of the
Cunard Line, which is about to construct twe of
the largest and fastest steamships in the world,
and Clement A. Griscom, jr., of the American Line,
which has applied for additional piers.

They examined the maps of the new harbor line
desired and then proceeded to Twenty-second-st.
and examined the work now going on in that sec-
tion, consisting chiefly of dredging. They then
wzlked along the lre of the marginal street of the
new improvement! a.J DIo« ceded to the oid Allan-
Siate Line pier at West Twenty-first-st, where they
boarded ihe Dock Department tug Richmond and
made an examination along the river front of the

whole Chelsea improvement. goinf as far down the
river as the present White Star piers in the Ganse-
voort improvement. They alighted at the Cunard
pier and walked up through Gansevoort Market to
the north
the dredging work going on there

Evidently Secretary itoot had been led to belleve
that the modification of the pier line was desired
to save land, {or he asked if the city expected to
be zble to save land by the proposed extension.
Commissioner Hawkes told him that it would not;
the granting of the application would mean that
the city could bulld its plers 200 feet longer than It
at first intended doing.

After the trip Commissioner Hawkes sa!14: “Mr
Root was very much impressed with the magni-
tude of the work involved, and the necessity for
the extension of the harbor line was very fully
shown to h'm. Its bearing was brought out in con-
nection with the Jredging golng on for deepening
the channel tc the sea to forty feet at mean low
tide. It was shown him that the money spent
in dredging would be wasted {f the 800-foot boats
eould not be accommodated.

SOFT COAL MINERS GET TNCREASE.

An Average of 121-2 Per Cent Offered by
Operators and Accepted by Convention.

Indianapolis, Feb. 7.—The miners and operators
of the competitive soft coal districts agreed to-day
upon a scale of wages for the ensuing year. The
price for mining is to be increased 10 cents a ton
on one-and-one-quarter inch screened lump coal,
pick mining, in Western Pennsylvania thin vein,
the Hocking, the basing district of Ohio, and both
the block and bituminous districts of Indiana: six
cents a ton on mine run coal, pick mining, in the
bituminous district of Indiana, and at Danville, the

basing point of Illinois.

The price of machine mining is to be increased
elght cents a ton on screened lump coal in West-
ern Pennsylvania tnin vein, and the Hocking, the
basing district of Ohio: 10 cents per ton on screened
lump coal in the block and bituminous districts of
Indiana, and six cents a ton on mine run coal in
the bituminous district of Indiana and at Dan
ville, the basing point of Illinois.

PROGRESS IN GRAVE ROBBERY CASE.

Points Raised by Defence Are Overruled.

Indianapolis, Feb. 7.—The defence took a sudden
turn to-day in the trial of Dr. J. C. Alexander for
grave robbing when it asked that the State be re-
quired to elect on which count of the indictment
it would go to the jury. There was no motion
to quash the Indictment.

The fourth count of the indictment charged that
Dr. Alexander was the demonstrator of anatomy
of the college, and had possession of the body of
Rose Neldlinger, and Dr. Barnhill, secretary of the
faculty, was called to sustain that point. The
State asked if & catalogue had not been issued by
the facuity giving that title to Dr. Alexander. The
dsfence objected on the ground that Dr. Alexander
had nothing to do with the catalogue, and further
that the Central College of Physicians and Surgeons
is a corporation, and the court must bring the rec-
ords of the faculty to show Alexander’s position,
and not prove it by the catalogue.

Judge Bailey held that the college is a corpora-
tion, and parole or verbal testimony on the position
held by Dr. Alexander could only be given when
there was no record. The defence then made a
motion to compel the State to elect which count of
the indictment should go to the jury, and also a
motion to withdraw from the jury the fourth count

in"the Indictment.

The whole attempt of the defence was to weaken
the State's case, the fourth count being considered
the strongest point in the indictment. But it did
not mean that the ruling of the court would end
the trial, even if it ruled in favor of the defence.

Prosecutor Ruckelshaus sald Judge Bailey ruled
against the introduction of the catalogue on the
ground that Dr. Alexander was not responsible for
anything in the catalogue. After spl‘x,'ited argu-
ments, the court overruled the motion of the de-
fence. Mr. Spaan followed this ruling with a
motion to withdraw the second and fourth counts
of the indictment from the jury, these counts
charging the defendant with having and conceal-
ing the bedy of Rose Neidlinger, which he sald
w%-he’ separalel erimes.

IMPERSONATED HIS FATHER.

How Thrifty Yankee Got a Pension and
Lived in Soldiers’ Home.

New-Haven, Conn., Feb. 7.—John Page, an inmate
of the Soldiers’ Home in Noroton, was arraigned
before United States Commissioner Wright to-day
and held for the United States District Court on
the charge of fraudulently obtaining a pension. It
is alleged that Page, wno is now sixty-five years
old, imperscnated his father, who was a veteran
of the Civil War, having served in the 10th Con-
necticut Regiment. For twelve years Page has
drawn a pension and has lived at the Soldiers’
Home part of that time. It is said he has received
over $2,000 In pension money. His attempt to ob-
tain an increase led to an Investigation by the
Pension Department, and his arrest followed.

Before the United States Commissioner three
veterans of Company i, 10th Connecticut Volunteers,

testified that the John Page who served as a musi-
cian in their company in the Civil War was at that
time a man about forty-five years old, and that
the accused man was not in their opinion the
former soldler. The government produced certif-
cates of the death and burial of John Page in New-
York in 1881, and a sister of the respondent also
testified to her father’s death.
