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RED CROSS AFFAIRS.

Objections to an Irresponsible and
Arbitrary Ewxecutive Head.

In the accounts of the difficulties within the
organization of the American Natlonal Red
Cross which have appeared in these columas
reference has been made to a memorial to Presi-
dent Roosevelt and Congress setting forth the
objections of the members of the executive com-
mittee and other members of the Red Cross to
Miss Barton's methods. These objections have
been mainly directed against the new bylaws
adopted at the annual meeting on December 9,
1902, and the most significant have to do with
Articles II and iII, which are here criticised, in
the language of the memorial, as follows:

ARTICLE IL

_I"Sfctmn 1. The president may be elected for
<.

There is no power vested in the crganization
by which the president elected for life may for
&ny act or vigiation of the rules be deposed,
save by the right granted the executive com-
mittee to suspend temporarily or permanently
an officer—sa:d executive committee being ap-
peointed by the president.

“Sec. 2. The president may in case of sick-
ness or absence appoint a president pro tempore
1o act with the full power of the president dur-
ing the time named in said appointment.”

By which provision an elected officer, and in
1}is case the most important officer of this or-
ganization, has the right to delegate to any indl-
vidual he or she may choose the almost absolute
power held under these bylaws by the president
cf this organization.

“Sec. ». The treasurer shall receive and
receipt for all moneys from whatever source
paid to the corporation, except funds »r moneys
paid to cfficers of the corporation in emergency
or field work, receipt of which shall be ac-
knowiedged to the donor and duly accounted for
10 the treasurer, togethe- with the disburse-
ments thereof.” -

As the main purpose «f this organization is
for velief work, viz., emergency or field work, it
will be seen by this provision that most of the
funds contributed 1o the American National Red
Cross would never pass through the hards of
1he treasurer, and ther: is no provision for the
auditing of the accounts of officers engaged in
emergency or field work.

Section 5 also provides that the treasurer
“shall pay out saic moneys on the legitimate
scoounts of the corporalon. when approved by
the president or executive committee.”

No other officer is reguired to countersign the
president’s approval, and in case of a president
pro tempore appointed by the aciual president
he or she by Article 11, Section 2, quoted above,
would obtain the same power.

ARTICLE IIL

A dinner was given last night at the Waldorf-
Astoria by Enrique C. Creel and Emeterio de la
Garza, jr., to about forty representative bankers
end business men of the United States and the
officlal represertatives of mauny of the silver us-
ing countries with which the United States has

Rear Admiral Frank Wildes was born in Bos-
ton on June 17, 1843.

In the operations In
Moblle Bay In the spring of 1866 he served in the
monitor Chickesaw until the occupation of Moblle,
I-Ee subsequently served on the Monadnock and the
Vanderblit. In 1866 he was promoted to be master
and in 1867 to a lleutenancy. He was on the steamer
Suwanee at the tlme of her wreck on Vancouvers
Island in July, 186S. Becoming a lieutenant com-
mander in 1868, he served on the Pensacola and
the Franklin of the European squadron. He was
at the Boston Navy Yard in 1872, and in 1873 was
executive officer of the steam sloop Wyoming, re
malining in the West Indies until 1874, when hc was
transferred to the Wachusett. He saw shore
duty most of the time until 1830, when he was
promoted to the rank of commander, and took
command of the Yantlc for three years. He
had charge of the Portsmouth Navy Yard, 18%5-'88.
and was lighthouse inspector there until 1852. He
had command of the Yorktown in 1892-'93, and sub-
sequently had charge of the equipment office at
the Norfolk Navy Yard. Commissioned a captain
in 1884, he commanded the receiving ship In-

dependence for a year, and then had command of
the partially protected cruiser Boston in 1895-"98
He was on the Asiatic Station with Admiral Dewey
ag)@ took part in the battle of Manila on May 1,
1%8. He was present up to the Spanish sur-
render on August 13, and subsequently wernt to
Taku, Cnina, to place legation guards at Tien-
Tsin and Peking. Captain Wildes was promoted
five numbers in the list of captains for “‘eminent
and conspicuous conduct in battle,” and was or-
dered home on November 6, 1898. He was one of
the captains tqg welcome Dewey when he returned
in September, 1839, Captaln Wildes was made
captain of the New-York Navy Yard in Brooklyn,
in April, 1899, and he was promoted to the ragk of
rear admiral in 191, upon the retirement of Rear
Admiral Schley.

SAMUEL WHITTEMORE TORREY.

Samuel Whittemore Torrey, who diled at East
Orange, N. J., on February 6, was born in this
city on April 29, 1823. He was a son of the late
Willlam Torrey, who was alse born in New-York
and who died some years ago in Manchester, N. J.,
at the age of ninety-three. The father and sons
built, owned ana for a time operated & part of the
New-Jercey Southern Railroad, now belonging to
the New-Jersey Central system. They were also
engaged from time to time in important enter-
prises in this ecity, including the construction
on land owned by them of the long row of houses
in West Twenty-third-st., which stand far back
from the street line and which have been known as
London Terrace. Samuel W. Torrey was for twen-
ty vears a director of the New-York Equitable Life
Assurance Society. i

Mr. Torrey's mother was a daughter of Samuel
Whittemore, an opulent and influential citizen of
New-York ani a member of the Board of Aldermen
when the City Hall was erected. He was a nephew
of the late Dr. John Torrey, the eminent botanist,
of Columbia College, and a cousin of Herbert
Torrey, now and for many years the government's
chief assayer in this city. Mrs. Samuel W. Torrey,
who survives her husband, is a daughter of the
late Georgz Coggill, an Englishman of old fam-
fly, who came to the United States in early life

and subsequently with his sons engaged in foreign
trade, in the days when terchants in that line
used their own fleets of ships. Two daughters of
Mr. Torrey are also lving—Miss Adeline W. Tor-
rey and rs. Hart Lyman, of this city. The
funeral will be held to-morrow morning at Grace
Church, Orange, of which Mr. Torrey was former-
ly a vestryman.

EX-PREMIER KARAVELOFF.

Sofia, Bulgaria, Feb. 7.—Ex-Premier Karaveloff,
who was one of the regents of Bulgaria after the
abdication of Prince Alexander, dled yesterday
evening from apoplexy.

M. Petko Karaveloff was born at Koprivshtitza,
in Eastern Roumelia, in 1845. He spent his youth in
Russia, and, with his brother Liubin, the well

‘known Bulgarian littérateur, was educated at Mos-

cow University, where he devoted special attention
to philosophy and political economy. He returned
to Bulgaria with the Russian army in 1877, and
subsequently became the rival of M. Zankoff as a
leader of the Liberal party. He became Prime Min-
ister in 1880, but after Prince Alexander’'s coup
d‘état in the following year retired into private life,
and, like his rival, became a teacher in a school.
He returned to Sofia after the restoration of the
constitution, and in 1884 was agein appointed Frime
Minister. After the abduction of FPrince Alex-
ander, in which his enemies assert he was con-
cerned, he became a member of the Regency, but,
finding it impossible to cu-operate with M. Stam-
boloff, he resigned, and retired into private life.
After the revolt at Rustchuk he was thrown into
prison, where he was flogged by Major Panitza,
who was hir personal enemy. He was subsequently
released, but continued to be an object of sus-
picion to M. Stamboloff, who, In 1891, ordered his
arrest on the charge of complicity In the murder of
M. Beltcheff. He was tried by court martial and
found guilty on ovidence quite as unconvincing as
that which has latterly been considered sufficient to
warrant an order to~ M. Stamboloff’s arrest. He
was condemned to five years’ impriscnment,
some of the foreign representatives having used
their influence tu prevent a capital sentence from
being passed. He remained in prison after the fall
of M. amboloff, having persistently refused to
address a petition for pardon to Frince Ferdinand.

COLLEGE AND BUSINESS.

Advantage of Engineering Course—Dont
Study Till Eyes Are Used Up.

Ann Arbor, Mich., Feb. 7.—With this morning’s
session the cgnvention of educators and business
men, which has been in session three days, came
to a close. Professor Dewey, of the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology, deplored the lack of fitness
shown by coliege graduates for the hard realities
of life. “Men come out into the world living in a
mist,” he said. “They find their college course has
unfitted them for rigorous application to business.”

Professor Ripley, of Harvard University, urged
the enforcement of business methods, of exacung
attention to study, all through a university stu-
dent’'s course.

“It is not so much what we teach him as how wea
make him learn it that counts.” he said. “Classics
are as good as pelitical economy. but best of all
is the engineering course wit h its mathematics, in-
volving much the same application as does real

business.”
O:her speakers were Dean Henry Hatfield, Uni-

versity of Chicago, Professor Pa~ke Schoch. Drexel
Institute; Professor Henry C. Adams, University
of Michigan, and Regent Arthur Hill. of the Uni-
versity of Michigan, whe attacked the tendency
to make post-graduate work out of commercial
studies, and declared “a man preparing for busi-
ness must get to work early, not be kept in college
until his eyves are used up.”
