CONNECTICUT TOPICS.

The Bridge at Hartford—Wwk of
Legislature—Drowned at Sea.

Hartford, Conn., Feb. 14 (Special).—The question
of the bridge, which has been the largest one in
this city for some years, has apparently been set-
tled by act of Congress during this week, a bill
having passed both houses which allows a bridge
with a draw to built across the Connecticut
River at this point. The commission and everybody
interested has been looking forward to a bridge
without a draw, but with forty feet head room and
a wide span for the accommodation of such navi-
gation as may go up the river from this city. The
fact that net a ton of material of any sort has
been sent up the river from Hartford for more
than twenty years, and that the draw on the old
bridge, which was burned, was not opened for more

he

up the river, who have been able to force a draw
into the Hartford bridge on the plea that plans are
being made for up-river navigation to Springfield
and Holyoke. To be sure, a bridge with a draw is
immeasurably better than no bridge or the tem-
porary bridge now across the river, which is In
danger of being knocked to pieces by freshets and
ice jams, but without a draw it would be to some
extent cheaper and in every way a better bridge
There are tive bridges between this cidy and Spring-
field, none of which has a draw, and between that
city and Holyoke none of the bridges are provided
with draws. The commission will award contracts
and move ahead with the work as soon as possible,
acting under the vote of the city. which has pro-
vided for a stome bridge and appropriated over
$100,000 as its share of the expense. The Leginning
of the work will he at a remove from the draw,
with the peossible hope that the War Department
will during the next year report agalnst the up-
river navigation scheme which has been under con-
sideration for the past vear, and which, strange to
say, had never taken on an active phase until this
city was connected with Springfleld by trolley line.
The present condition of things, however, is a relief
to all parties- concerned. as it gives promise of
something tangible in the way of bridge building
before many months.

The legislature has held only two sessions this
week, on account of Lincoln Day, Thursday, in-
tervening. but work has been got under way with
much rapidity. Hearings on several minor bills
have been announcad and well attended, and som=
few reports of committees have been received by
the houses for action. One important hearing, on
the proposed State Tuberculosis hospital, has been
under way. but it wiil take some time before it is
finally disposed of. The bill asks for $150,000 for
the building and cquipment. Tt is pointed out by
those who oppose the bill that it would be much
cheaper for the State and better for the work con-
templated by these hospitals to have a few smaller

hospitals, like the one in this city, the State to
make a small appropriation toward maintenance
each year, than 1t would to establish a large hos-
ftal, which would inevitably grow and need an
mmense amount of money from year to year. The
State Board of Charities does not faver the build-
ing ¢f a hospital by the State at the present time.

One of the curious bills before the Agricultural
Committee is a bill protecting Angora goats, putting
these animals on the same hasis as sheep in the
matter of attacks by dogs. It was brought out by
evidence before the commtfee that there were near-
Iy a thousand of these goats in the State, and that
the ralsing of them for wool was becoming a great
industry, and. if reasonably protected, would be-
come still greater. The law protecting sheep com-
pels towns to pay for damage done to sheep by
dogs, the license fee from dog licenses making up
the fund irom which to pay the damage.

The General Assembly has fixed the pay of the
delegates to the Constitutional Convention at %
each, the same that members of the legislature re-
ceive.

The commission grants liguor
licenses, and as Hartfocd has more liguor saloons
than any other town in the county, becnuse it is
the largest town, it scemed to be no more than
right that some Hartford man should have a say
in the deciston of the qi tions that come before
the board.
