CANAL WORK WOULD COST MORE NOW.

Albany, Feb. 14 (Special).—Governor Odell was
busy at his desi at the Capitol to-day disposing
of correspondence that had accumulated while
he was absent in-Washington earlier in the
week. When inouiry was made of him about
certain appointments that it was reported had
been talked over in Washington, he said that
his visit to the national capital had not been
in relation to any petty matters of patronage.
Then, reference having been made to repcrts
of differences among Republicans, the Governor
emphatically said:

“There will be no quarrel in the Republican
party that will bring about its disruption. The
Republican party has its eye on 1904, and will
not accommeodate the Democratic party in that
respect.™

Many reports sent out from Washington about
what he did there, the Governor said, were abso-
lutely unfounded. He had had for many months
an invitation from President Roosevelt to Visit

im, ahd finally, an opportune iime having ar-
rived, he accepted the invitation and went to
Washington.

Speaking_about the resolution of the Assem=
bly calling on State Engineer Bond to give an
estimate of the cost of a barge canal and of
deepening the Champlain Canal and contrast-
ing his estimate in 1900 with one based on the
cost of iabor and materials now in 1903, the
Governor said: -

“1 think the legislature and the people ought
to kmow as nmearly as possible what the canal
improvements will cost.”

The Governor said it was plain that wages
had increased tne last two years; he had per-
scnal knowledge of that fact from an investiga-
tion he had made as to the probable cost of
having an addition constructed to a building
he owned.

MACY'S STORE ROBBED.

Sill: and Silverware Valued at 5,000
Taken—Two Arrests.

It was announced yesterday that two prisoners
whom Det:-~tive Sergeants Vallely and Kerr
brought to Police Headquarters on Friday mnight
were held on a charge of grand larceny for the
alleged stealing of several thousand dollars’ worth
of silverware and silks from the department store
of R. H. Macy & Co. The prisoners are John
Willilams, twenty-two years old, alias Cullen, a
bricklaver, of No. 35 West Forty-first-st., and
John Wittmcr, twenty-eight years old, a night
watchman at Macy's, of the same address.

For four or five weeks the management at Macy’s
stors has missed large quantities of silverware
and silk€, and no trace of them or of the culprits
could be found. After the store detectives had
worked on the case for some time and failed to
make any headway, Captain Langan. of the De-
tective Bureau, was informed, and Sergeants Vail-
lely and Kerr were piaced on the case. A S8ys-
tematic search of the pawnshops in the city was
started. and from a pawnbroker in Tenth-ave. the
detectives learned that money had been advanced
on considerabie guantities of sliverware.

While lounging about the pawnshop about two
weeks ago the detectives saw Wittmer go there.
He was recognized as an employe of Macy's, and
was followed afterward to the address at No. {05
West Forty-first-st. No arrest was made at that
time, but the house was shadowed. and ten days
afterward Wittmer was again seen entering the
house and was arrested in his rooms. When
searched, $500 in cash was found on him, and, ac-
cording to the detectives, siiverware and silks to
the value of $2,000 were found in his rcoms. From
information giver by him, Williams, who he said
was his cnum and worked on the outside, was ar-

rested also.

The management of Macy’'s cannot estimate the
loss as vet. Aside from the silverware, silks and
cash recovered, it is thought that the robbery will
amount to at least $5.000.

W ittmer was formerly an employe of John Wan-
amaker's department store, and was sent to the
Eimira Reformatory on a sentence for a similar
offence at that store. The police say that Will-
lams has also served a term in Elmira for having
robbed Eli Perkins, the humorist, on a Broadway
car, of a $250 diamond pin about two years ago.

The prisoners were arraigned before Magistrate
Mayo in the Jefferson Market court yesterday, and
held in $1.000 bail each for examination to-morrow.

INDEPENDENTS RENEW CONTRACTS.

To Sell Again Through Coal Carrying Roads
on 65 Per Cent Basis.

It was announced semi-officially vesterday that
the independent coal operators who were released
from their contracts to sell through the coal-car-
rying roads have returned to their agreement, and
that beginning to-day their output will be sold
through the companies’ agents at the company
price of $5 a ton, of which the operators will re-
ceive 65 per cent, as before the break.

On February 1, when the companies released the
independents, forced by the threat of lawsuits
based on the assertion that the price at tidewater
on which the 65 per cent should be reckoned was
the open market price of $10 or $12, rather than the
company price of $5, it was said that the contracts
were to be taken up again on March 31. President
Baer, however, said on January §:

“The suspension of the contract lasts until March
3. By tha: time the individual operators will be
glad to come back to the sheltering arms of the
coal-carrying companies, and will be likely to be
glad to get back before that time."”

President Baer's prophecy has come true. For a
time the independents sold at high prices, and
rushed a large proportion of their output to tide-
water here as the most available quick money
market. This resulted in a congestion of coal at
Jersey ports, and the coal-carrying roads put press-
ure on the independents by enforcing demurrage
charges on coal cars held and by putting embar-
goes on future shipments where cars were being
tied up. This pressure, combined with the unusual-
lv warm weather, broke the high prices of the
independents, and for a time their coal has been
selling at company prices.

UNIONS SHOULD BE IGNORED.

The Attitnde Toward Labor of a New So-
cialist Organization.

The two factions of socialists in this eity were
excited yesterday over the proposed launching of
a new national socialist organization, composed
of men who are dissatisfied with the methods of
the two factions. The new party is to be formed
at a meeting of socialists in Philadelphia on Feb-
ruary 22

According to the leaders in the new movement,
two factions of socialists are wrong in the
way they regard trade vnions. The proposed new
party’s views on this point are given as follows:

“The trade union pclicy of both the Socialist
Labor party and the Socialist, alias the Social
Democratie, party Is Wwronsg. The former, by
wrestling with the unions, arouses viclent oppo-
ettion: the latter, by coddling the unions, is sub-
mergad by them. In either case socialism is fatal-
ly injured. The correct policy is to ignore the
unions altogether.”

The De Leon socialists, who split from the old
Social Labor party over the trade unions, refers
to the proposed new party as the *“Ostrich Party.”

The De Leon meén held that the trade unions
should b» sccialistic. while the old Socialist Labor

the

party, now the Social Democratic party and some-
times knokn as the Soclalist party, held that
while trade unions sbould be supported they
should be separate and distinct from politics. As

the two factions never could have agreed, the De
Leon men seceded and formed what is now known
as the Socialist Lezbor Party.

GOVERNMENT LOSES CASE.

It Sued to Recover 3173,000 for Alleged
Faulty Construction of Drydock.

A jury in the United States Circuit Court yester-
day, after s trial lasting over four weeks, returned
a verdict in favor of the defendant in an action
brought by the United States against Augustine
Waish to recover the sum of $173,300

The defendant was the constructor of a drydock
at the Brooklyn Navy Yard, for which he received
the contract price of $380.600. Subsequently . it was
discovered, so the government declared, that the
construction of the drydock had been fauity and that
the contractor had failed proverly to comply with

the plans and specifications furnished him, and that
as @ resuit of this repairs were found necessary
to place the drydock in good condition. These cost
the government an additional $173.300. It was to
recover this sum, with interest, that the govern-
ment sued. John D. Crimmins, who was the bonds-
man of the contractor, was also made a party to
the suit.

The trial lasted over four weeks, and among other
witnesses called by the government as experts
were several prominent navy officials, including
Rear Admiral Bowles, chief constructor of the
navy.

UNION NOT ENJOINED.

Justice Howard Doubts Whether Pot-
ter Was Member of Union.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Troy, N. Y., Feb. 14.—The latest phase in the case
of William Potter, the Schenectady trade unionist
who was dismissed from the painters’ union on ac-
count of his membership in the National Guard
and participation in strike duty on the Hudson
Valley Raflway last fall, was the decision to-day
by Justice Howard, of the Supreme Court, in this
city, to wvacate the injunction recently granted
by him. The injunction was granted on the ap-
plication of Potter to restrain the painters’
union from treating him otherwise than as a mem-
ber. It !s the contention of the defendants in the
case that Potter was never a memoer of the union,
having been only an apprentice. The plaintiff also
asked for a judgment relngta(ing him as a member.
This Justice Howard refused to grant, on the
ground that Potter was “asking more than he is
entitled to, and that-an attempt to reinstate him
in a condition in which it is at least doubtful
whether he ever was, and which might result in
mixing and complicating the situation, is unwise.”
Justice Howard continued:

It also occurs to me that this is a contest over a
principle, that being to determine the validity of
thz militia clause, and that the loss of the plain-
tiff's wages pending this -controversy is a slight
consideration compared with the real purpose of
the suit. The rights of this plaintiff must be
cleap in order to entitle him to a temporary In-
gunctlon. I think upon his showing his position
is full of doubt, and the defendants’ affidavits and
statements add to the doubt. This is an unusual
lawsuit, and the plaintiff's rights, to my mind, at
least, are not entirely clear. Therefore the tem-
porary injunction should be vacated and an order
may be entered accordingly with $10 costs.

KIMBALL TO PAY $5,000.

Ex-President of the Seventh National
Fined— Rose’s Sentence Suspended.

To pay a fine of $5,000 was the sentence im-
posed yesterday by Judge Thomas, in the Crim-
inal Branch of the United States Circuit Court,
upon ex-President William H. Kimball of the
Seventh National Bank, who, with Gamaliel W.
Rose, the former paying teller of the institution,
pleaded guilty a few weeks ago to a charge of
having overcertified the checks of the firm of
Marquand & Co. to the amount of $1,250,000.
Sentence in the case of Rose was suspended.

The proceedings were opened by Judge
Thomas calling the two defendants to the bar
and saying that he would hear anything coun-
sel had to say before imposing sentence.

Edward Lauterbach then made a long ad-
dress in behalf of Mr. Kimball, his client, and
incidentally in behalf of the defendant Rose.
He said his client had pleaded guilty to the
federal charge of overcertification, and had
thereby saved the court from a long and tedious
trial, and that that fact should be taken into
consideration by the court. It might have been
possible, the lawyer continued, to have set the
defendants free through habeas corpus proceed-
ings, but that strong as the temptation was the
lawyers representing th: defendants had de-
cided not to avail themselves of such privileges,
but to present the case upon its merits alone.
Mr. Semple also pleaded for leniency.

Assistant District Attorney Baldwin said he
had made a careful examination of the books
of Marquand & Co., the Seventh National Bank
and of the National Park Bank, in so far as the
latter related to the affairs of Marquand & Co.
or the Seventh National Bank, and he had been
unable to find any evidence that either Mr.
Kimball or Mr. Rose had profited personally by
the transactions in question.

Judge Thomas, in passing sentence, said in
part:

The defendants have pleaded guilty to an indict-
ment charging them with sixteen overcertifications
of the checks of Marquand & Co. drawn upon the
Seventh National Bank, of which the defendant
Kimball was president, and the defendant Rose the
paying teller. Since the plea was received a care-
ful research has been made at the instance of the
court, to ascertain what was done, and with what
criminality beyond that inferable from the actual
disobedience of the statute. It may be stated at
the outset that not the slightest moral turpitude
has been found to attach to either defendant, nor
is either shown to have made any personal gain.

In saying this it is not intended to diminish a
just sense of the gross misjudgment which was
displayed in the extension of credit to Marquand
& Co., as the matter is viewed after the event.
But the appreciation of affairs was somewhat dif-
ferent at the time. The firm of Marquand & Co.
was a customer of the Seventh National Bank,
and was of apparently strong credit and responsi-
bility. Each partner bore an honored name in
financial circles, and his private wealth and contri-
bution to the oapital of the firm had been justly
esteemed large. All overcertified checks were pald
until the last one, which was on June 24

After going Into a long history of the case

Judge Thomas continued:

The defendants have taken nothing that did not
belong to them: they neither sought nor desired
personal benefit; there is not the slightest evidence
of corrupt motive. No money was taken; no secur-
ities were diverted. They disobeyed a provident
statute and did an act prohibited by the federal
government, but allowed by the State of New-
York, following the customs of thv.l_t.camy.'

This is the first offence of the kind which has
fallen to me to punisi, and I do not think that im-
prisonment is requ d. The imprisonment would
be only for the purpose of warning. If the mis-
fortune and fame of a trial in this court, the pub-
licity and condemnation of the practicr by the
press and the sentence to be imposed shall not put
an end to the practice, future offenders cannot urge

the absence of warning.
