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THE ANTI-TRUST LAWK

Satisfactory to Adminisiration Says
the Attorney-General,

Washington, Feb. 15 — Attorney General
Enox, who is known to have prepared the im-
portant features of the ant.-trust bills now en-
acted into laws, on being asked as to how they
were regarded by the administration said to-
day:

The legislation affecting the trusts passed at
this session of Cengress is satisfactory to the
sdministration. and the prompt response to the
President’s requests is highly gratifying. A
very long stride in advance has been accom-
plished and the promises o1 last fall have been
made good.

The giving and taking of railroad rebates are
row prohibited by a law capable of effective
enforcement against corporations as well as
in@ividuals. and the courts of the United States
gre clothed with jurisdiction to restrain and
punish violatiogs.

The 2¢t creating the Department of Com-

merce vests in that department complete au- |

thority 1o investigate the orgenization and busi-

pess methods of corporations engaged in inter- |

state and foreigm commerce, and to that end to
compe! the testimony of persons having the de-
sired knowiedge. The legislation is concise in its
terms bt very comprehensive in its scope.
1'nder its provisions a fair opportunity will be
afforded to test the effect upon the tendency
toward industrial monopoly of ite guarantees
©of no favors for the zreat producer as against
the small one.

Discretion is lodged in the President as to the
publicatien of facts useful to be publicly known,
and a wise administration of the law promises
much that is helpful and nothing that is harm-
fui.

The la= ought to expediie the hearing of cases,
end giving an appeal directly to the Supreme
Court from the court of first instance, assures
within a reasonable time authoritative decisions
upon impartant pending questions in the knowl-
edge of which future iegislation, if mecessary,
can be confidently framed.

Upon the whole, the :ituation is eminently
satisfactory, and is the result of concessions,
nodifications of views and forms of €xpressions
upon the part of many earnest and thoughtful
men who have endeavored within a very brief

session to meet a rational public demand in a |

rational and effective way.

The oppos n of citizens of my State to the
treaty believe, based on a misconception of its
provisions. 1 think it is due to a belief that the
treaty provides for arbitration instead of being an
evenly divided legal tribunal.

Asked if he could confirm the report that he had
been appointed 2 member of the Alaskan Commis-
sion, Mr. Turner replied: “It is obviously proper
that any announcement to that effect should come
from the President.”

Dr. Savage Criticises Archbishop Farley's
Plea for Money for Catholic Library.

The Rev. Dr. Minot J. Savage, in the Unitarian
Church of the Messiah, Thirty-fourth-st. and Park-
sve., wyesterday assailed Roman Catholicism for
asking city support for Catholic iibraries. He said:

] ask that 7 may not be misunderstood or my
motive misinterpreted. 1 speak of it not through
sany antipathy to the Catholics as such. I speak
of it because the Roman Catholic Church to-day
illestrates this ireat. this imminent danger to the
welfare of the Republic,
resented by the claims it is making.

Archbishop Farley the cother day put in a plea
for the city’'s money to support and endow a
Catholic library. That is the point I wish vou to
note. And the other is kindred to that—that the
Catholic Church is earnestly, persistently, patient-
1. determinedly making an attack on our public
srhaol syvstem; it is endeavoring to do one of two
things. either to get the public schools open to
distinctively Tatholic teaching. or else get public
money for the support of distinctively Catholic
echools

And if the time ever comes when either of these
sims is accompiished it will be a sad day for the
future of the Republic. England has recently
been convulsed from one end to the other over a
similar guestion—the endeavor of the established
church of England to get control or to keep control
of public education.

it seems to me that the principle is so clear
that no man who devotes five minutes’ careful
consideration to it can possibly go astray. Why
should Archbishop Farley ask the money of New-

York for the support of a Cathelic library? Why
~hould ask it for the support of Cathelic
srhools? The principle is here—public money for

rublic uses, and public uses alone. I should fight
against this just as vigorously if the proposition
was tn ask for public money to support a Unitarian
library or a library of any sort whatsoever.

. LINGO OF FINANCE INTERPRETED.

Phraseology Employed in Banking and
Speculation a Language in Itself.

The lingo of finance and speculation is unin-
telligible to the average person. Monetary stand-
ard. moneta~y unit, asset currency, elastic cur-
reney, gold reserve, call Joans, time loans, com-
mercial paper, Gomestic and foreign exchange, gold
exports and imports, arbitrage, corner, squeeze, long
and short, put and call, spread and straddle, con-
tzngo and backwardation, are terms that the read-
ers of the newspapers stumble upon and have to
pass over with little or no understanding of their
meaning

The phraseology of finance and speculation in
both the United Statés and Great Britain has finally
been coliected, catnlogued and set forth in un-
derstandabie form in a book. That the vocabulary
of finance and speculation is copious is demon-
strated by the fact that the book which contains
#t makes a volume of more than 50 large pages,
The title of the book is “*Smith’s Financial Dic-
tionary,” and the compiler is Howard Irving Smith,
long a Wall Strect financial writer, who for several
years has been assembling the terms and pre-
paring interpretations of them

The terms are arranged alphabetically and
are accompanied by ample definitions, with
examples. when necessary for their complete
elucidation. Sometimes a term has one mean-
ing in the United States and another
meaning in Great Britain. In such a case
the difference in meaning is carefully explained.
The work is supplemented with an account of
the monetary systems of the world and with tables
of the mwoneys of the world, with their equivalent
values in United States money and in the money of
Great Britain.

NEW SCHEDULE MAKES TROUBLE.

Motor Train Arrangement on Brooklyn Ele-
vated Road Goes Into Effect.

Trainmen on the elevated divisions of the Brook-
l¥yn Rapid Transit Company had a hard time of
it yvesterday afterncon and evening attempting
to operate the new motor train schedule, which
went into effect for the first time. The sleet
and ice on the third rail prevented the electric
shoe from making a perfect contact with the rail,
and traine were able to move only slowly, and
frequent blocks occurred. When it became ap-
parent that the weather was growing colder and
that the coating on the rails was becoming harder,
many engines were placed on the lines. After that
things went more smoothly.

There was not much trouble in Fifth-ave,
which is used by the Bath Beach and Bay Ridge
trains, because the motor trains have been running

nstantly there and the third rail is smooth. This
m: . it more difficult for the ice to form, and
easier for the scrapers to clean the rails. On the
Kings County, Broadway and Lexington-ave. lines,
however, the rusty rails caused more trouble, and
it was almost impossibie to run trains at any speed.

After dark trails of sparks and flashes of fire
accompanied the running of the motor trains, and
furnished a brilliant spectacle for all persons in
the sireets.

By the schedule which went into effect yesterday
and will continue until furthér notice, motor trains
will be run on all the elevated lines, except the
Ridgewood division, at ail times, except in the
rush hours of the morning and evening. on ail
business days. The schedule provides for much
faster running time and will do much to relleve the
surface lines.

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FIVE GIRLS FIGHT A FIRE.

With Water Buckets, They Save Their Home
at Mount Vernon.

The three daughters of Robert E. Ruddy and two
of his nieces vesterday formed a bucket brigade

Seizing big palils, the girls rushed up to the sec-
ond fioor and lilled the palls with water. Four of
them climbed to the roof of a high extension and
dashed the water against the rear walls, while the
other girl filled the fire buckets.

“We will have to cut a hole in the wall so we
can reach the fire!” exclaimed one of the girls.
They got a shovel and a hatchet and made holes
in the wall, into which they poured a shower of
water. Dense volumes of smoke were pouring out
on them, blackening their faces and almost suffo-
cating them, but they kept at their work.

The fire and cries of the girls attracted a crowd
of neighbors, many of them women, who assisted
the girls to fight the flames. Then an alarm was
turned in. When the firemen arrived they had
little to do, as the work of the little band had
seved the house. The girls at last almost collapsed
from exhaustion, and then became hysterical.

He was_asked about Justice Parker, but replied
that he had nothing to say about individuals.
Then he continued:

“I expect to examine into the recordg of all
the candidates presented and ascertain ' their
views on all punlic questions, and then 1 shall
be better prepared to express an opinion as to
their availability; but I can add a general state-
ment which ought to be plain to every omne.
When people are selecting candidates they de-
sire candidates who express their views and
stand for their principles if the Demor-rats;
who are opposed to the Kansas City platform |
desire a candidate also onposed to that platform, |
they ought to expect that the men who believe
in that platform will insist on a candidate in
sympathy with the principles set forth in that
platform.

“It is a reflection on the honesty and earnest-
ness of those who rescued the Democratic party
from plutocratic influences to say that they
wiil accept any candidate, or favor the nom-
ination of any man, who is put forward or ac-
tively suppurted by the men who divided the
Democratic party and helped to elect a Repub-
lican President.”

Mr. Bryan spent the greater part of the day
quietly at the Hotel Victoria yesterday. He
saw and talked with a number of friends who |
called upon him. In the forenoon he attended
the Madison Square Presbyterian Church with
Charles A. Towne, : nd after the service talked
with the pastor. To-day he will be the guest of |
honor at a reception given by the Women's

Demoeratic League, of Brooklyn, at the Claren-
don. Mrs. Eugene V. Brewster, president of the
club, will make an address of welcome, and Mr.
Bryvan will respond. To-night he will start for
Baltimore, where he is to make an address.
