was discharged by Justice Mayer, of th« Court of

tained which would warrant the arrest of Dr.
Sutorius on a charge of conspiracy to defraud the
trust company, and counsel for Dr. Sutorlrs agreed
to prepuce bis client at any future time he was
wanted, feeling satisfied that his client would be
able to dear himself of any other charge that
might be made against him.

When Miss Anderson was called to the bar Mr.
Garvan asked that her examination be "postponed,
that he mitrht ascertain whether or not she would
lie acceptable as a State's witness In other pro-
ceedings that might be begun, and her examina-
tion was fixed for March 7.
