In the long and dreary

hours of the arctic winter, in which the men
perished. Schneider often cheered his comrades

with the strains of his Instrument. Before he

died he boxed the violin, and upon the inner

cover of the box he wrote:

"The property of Roderick R. Schneider. To

any one coming here, with best wishes of the

late owner."
The box was then buried. In 1F99 it was

brought back to this country by Commander
Peary and restored to Schneider's family. Ser-

geant Long and Henry Biederbeck. a hospital

steward, identified the instrument as having

been the one from which Schneider used to

draw sweet music in the arctic regions.

Since being laid away in the snow nearly

twenty years aao. the instrument had not been
strung until yesterday, when Professor Mollen-
hauer tuned "it up and played on it for some
minutes. He found it in perfect conditun.
