T
matters quite clear she addressed to the Prime
Minister a memorandum written in her own
hand, Gated from Osborne on August 12, 1850,
and which remains historic, setting forth as it
does the rights of the sovereign to the conduct
of foreign policy. It says that:

“The Queen thinks it right, in order to pre-
vent any mistake for the future, to explain
what she expects from the Foreign Secretary.
She requires that he will distinctly state what
he proposes in a given case in order that the
Queen may know as distinctly to what she has
given her reyal sanction. Having once given
her sanction to a measure, she will not allow
it to be altered or modified by the minister.
Such an act she must consider as a failure in
sincerity toward the crown, and justly to be
wisited by the exercise of her constitutional
right of dismissing that minister. She expects to
be kept informed of what passes between him
and the foreign envoys and governments before
jmportant decisions are taken based upon that
intercourse, to receive the foreign dispatches
in good time, and to have the drafts for her
approval sent to her in sufficient time to make
herself acquainted with their contents before
they must be sent off.”

When, a little more than twelve months later,
Lord Palmerston, in spite of these peremptory
orders of his sovereign. took upon himself to
inform Navoleon III on the morrow of the
sanguinary coup d'¢tat at Paris that Great
Britain recognized the new French Government,
without having consulted the Queen or obtained
her sanction and approval, she exercised her
constitutional rights of summarily dismissing
him from the Secretaryship of State for Foreign
Affairs, although he was at the time the most
popular minister of the crown and possessed of
a large following in Parliament.

This jealousy of the prerogative of the crown
in the matter of foreign relations manifested by
Queen Victoria served to prevent an outbreak
of war between this country and England at the
time of the Trent difficuity, a little over forty
years ago. The Foreign Minister and the Cabi-
net had drafted a dispatch for transmission to
the American Government which would inevita-
bly have led to hostilities. Fortunately, it had
to be sent to Windsor for approval, and al-
though the Queen was watching by her hus-
hand’'s deathbed at the time she nevertheless
managed to give it her attention and to subject
it to such radical siterations as completely to
deprive it of its offensive character, transform-
ing it from an imperative demand for redress
jute a courteous appeal to the sense of justice of
& valued friend.

King Edward continues in his mother’s foot-
steps in this respect. For many vears before
her death he had taken the trouble to initiate
himself into all the phases of England’s foreign
policy by having a duplicate of every dispatch
that reached the Foreign Office forwarded to him
immediately on its arrival in Downing-st.
And to this day no foreign dispatch reaches
the Secretary of State for Foreign Affairs with-
out the King being made immediately aware of
its contents, while no dispatch is sent off by Lord
Lansdowne without having previously secured
his approval. Indeed, it may be questioned
whether the King's control of England’'s for-
eign policy is not even more effective than that
of his mother.  For his relations with foreign
yulers are more intimate, while he is in much
closer touch with the foreign ambassadors and
envoys accredited to his court. Inasmuch as the
keynote of his foreign policy is the strength-
ening of the ties of friendship between England
and the U'nited States. this country has no rea-
son to regret his apparently least known pre-
rogative, of which the most recent exercise
has been the steps which he has taken to cause
the wretched Venezuelan imbroglio to be
brought to a speedy conclusion, even at a heavy
pecuniary sacrifice to England.

PHILADELPHIA AFFAIRS.

Result of Remarkable Mayoralty Campaign
—Councils Unchanged.
Philadeiphia, Feb. 21 (Special).—The Republican
organization on Tuesday polied for Mayor John
Weaver a larger majority than had ever before
been given for 2 mayor in this city, exceeding even
the majority given to President McKinley at the
Jast Presidential election, and this out of a total
vote which far exceeded the expectations of either

side in the contest.
With this election came to a close the most re-
markable poiitical campaign in the recent history

of the city. That Mr. Weaver would be elected by
a large majority was certain as scon as it was
known that he was the choice of the Durham

managers of the organization Many elements of
independent opposition to the machine melted
away ostensibly before the record which Mr.
Weaver had made during a single yvear's discharge
of the duties of the Disirict Attorneyship. The
Municipal League which had opposed his eiection
& District Atterney, fairiy tumbled over itself to
indorse him, and other independent organizations
fell into line behind it

The gratitude of the Republican bhosses to the
Municipal League for this action was strangely
shown in the election ¢t the same time of the
minority magistrate. This proved to be the most
striking feature of an unusually striking cam-
paign, and carried conviction to every ene—what-
ever be the line of his partisanship—that the Demo-
cratic organization in Philadelphia is only a tender
to the Republican Kkite.

The Municipal League having thus favored the
candidate of the Republican organization asked
in return only that it be alfowed to leave ite im-
press upon the campaign in nominating Magistrate
David T. Hart, a retiring Republican official who
hadéd failed of renomination by his own party. in
the hope that the league might throw the Pemo-
eratic organization from the positicn of being the
minority party, to which, the Pennsyvivania
iaw. there are certain perquisi of piace. No
embargo was placed upon such action, the nomina-
tion was made, and for about two weeks there was
prospect of a lively side fight.

For fear that the league might by a =cratch beat
put the Democrats. on Sunday before election the
Republican bosses issued their orders that in each
of the 1662 election divisions in the city twenty-
five Republican voters should cut their own candi-
dzte for magistrate and cast their ballots for Dem-
ocratic Candidate © Donnell. The returns show
that the orders were carried out faithfuliy. Kane.
the lwmfwralu- candidate for Mavor, polled 32.769
votes and ('Donnell on the same ticke? polled 60.264.
2 difference of 27495, Twentyv-five Republican votes
in each division would produce just 26.50. It goes
without saying that Ok ell was elected. The
Republican candidate for magistrate polled 37.681
votes jess than Mr. Wesaver.

The indorsement of Weaver by the league was
not a unanimous one, and many members refused
to be bound by the action, but the result of the
slection and the open favor shown the Democratic
by the Republican organization has completed the
work of demoralization. It is doubtful if the league
will ever again attempt any political activity, and
Republicans and Democrats of independent tenden-
rieg are left without any rallying point.

With the indorsement of Mr. Weaver and the
somination of Mr. Hart the league had apparently
sxhausted its vitality, for it placed only two can-
$idates in the fleld for the Select Council and only
Sve for the Common Council. None of them was
siected. In every ward but one Republican ma-
shine candidates for the Councils were elected.
fn that one, the Sixth, which is bossed by Thomas
J. Ryan, the junjor partner in the firm of Donnelly
& Ryan. which bosses the Democratic city organi-
gation, the Republicans made no nominations. The
resuit is that the mew Councils will be made up
»f no better material than is there now. Two-
thirds of the members retiring in April were re-
sominated and as a rule the new candidates were
20 better, no worse, than those who will retire
permanently at the end of their present term.
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There have been no developments of an impor-
;ant political character at Harrisburg this week.
There has been an undercurrent of seutiment among
the politicians that Governor Pennypacker may get
s little closer to “‘the boys” than it was thought
sossible two weeks ago. This belief had a jar on
Chursday. when the Governor, as Commander-in-

LOSSES ‘BY WORK OF PETTY PILFERERS.

EVERY DEALER HAS TO SUFFER — MEN WHO MAKE
REGULAR BUSINESS OF TAKING L1 TTLE THINGS.

There are various degrees in stealing, run-
ning from the larceny of a two-cent loaf of
bread through the shoplifting 6f a 13-cent made
tie, “hooking’ a watch, lifting a tray of jewels,
burglarizing a safe, shortage in accounts, “graft-
ing” in municipal gervice up to and including
the looting in war of a city or a province. But
there i one kind of stealing—a mean, snivelling
gort of peculation—that does not come within
the law, or if it does is not adequately punished.
Those who suffer from it describe it as minute
and irritating. It is mild but tenacious klepto-
mania, and the combined action of those af-
flicted makes it as destructive as the work of an
army of grasshoppers.

The freight agent was the first to speak of
it. I have just discharged a messenger at the
shed,” he remarked, “for being the worst kind
of a general nulsance. 1 have followed sharply
for twenty-five years all soris of thieves, and
the worst of them all is the thief who would
not acknowledge the corn, and who would be
reaily indignant if you called him by his right
name. Nemo, the fellow in this case, was a
glowing example, and Primus, one of my clerks,
has given me a full account of the man. I feel
like ‘Aring’ Primus for not telling me before.
Nemo's dutfes sent him to all sorts of places,
and he seems to have sworn an oath to himself
that he would never leave without some little
memento of the visit. As he vigited from two
hundred to three hundred places a week his
ravages were considerable. He would go to a
fruit place, transact his business, talk with one
of the clerks, perhaps, and then take an apple
or a banana or a handful of nuts. He would
repeat this when he went to a provision dealer’s,
and would take an onion, carrot, bheet or a

He would take a couple of nails at a

potato.
r's, and

hardware place, trifles at a notion deale
from what Primus tells me, the clerks in the of-
fice say, at night he would go home with a bhig
bag of fruit, vegetables, nails, notions, sample
bottles of cod liver oil, sheets of paper, twine—
in fact, everything from the whole range of the
people that use this road.

“Would he steal those things? No, he would
take them while he was talking, or he would
ask for them. He was a persistent beggar. He
would ask for the defective pleces of crockery,
soiled or defective notions or fancy articles,
soiled dry goods, samples, everything that he
thought he could get. “Turning down’' did no
good, and he was s0 persistent that one of our
customers wrote that if he was sent out agaln
we could expect them to move their freight by
another line. So I discharged Nemo. When I
told him he was through he whined, and I was
on the point of relenting. But I did not relent
quickly enough, and he became impudent, and
told me that he was an old man, and didn’t
intend to work much longer, but while he was
at it for the last ten years he had not bought
a bit of fruit or a vegetable. He had pan-
handled everything.”

“But surely he is an exception?”

“If he was I should have kept him as a curi-
osity. No, I believe that my softening toward
him was criminal. Such people never reform.
He is of the breed that sits in the country
store and eats the dried apples, that shares
anything you have with you, that begs a little
here and a little there. Every dealer will tell
you what he suffers from these people, ‘enher
from the professional or the unconscious nib-
bler. They only take a little. That is true; but
when thousands are taking a little every day
it mounts up.”

“Yesg" said Primus, who had just come in,
“This week the raflroad discharged one of its
men for squandering supplies, and threatened
with dismissal any one who should be caught
taking even a pen from the office.”

The agent broke in: “That reminds me of an-

other chap. 1 worked with him for years. He
was hard on supplies. He used more pens,
more stamps, holders, pencils, stationery, etc.,
than any three other men in the office together.
At last he got through, and he started a little
store over in Jersey. I dropped into his place
one day, and in the course of his remarks he
told me that he had taken enough stuff from
the office to stock up on several articles for
years to come! “Why, man alive!" I said, ‘That
was rank stealing.” #Oh, no,” the scoundrel
said with consummate gall, ‘I never took more
than a dozen pens, a few holders or pencils at
a time. But little things pile up.” I was
amazed at this fine distinction as to wheré
stealing began. And he was a member of the
Church, too.”

The group of listeners had increased, and a
wholesale grocer stuck in. “Don’t leave out the
Christmas present ‘grafter,”” he said. “About
a week before Christmas regular and irregular
visitors come to see me. ‘Merry Christmas, Mr.
Scales,’” they say. ‘Hope you'll be even more
prosperous next year than you've been this, but
your prosperity for this year would sult me.’
That is a touch. If I don’t come up they ask
plump and plain for something to remember me
by. Once Nemo, who was a gem among them,
asked me for a gift. 1 was tired of him, so I
said: ‘Can’t give you anything, but that pack-
ing case,” and I pointed to a big one at the de-
livery door. He thanked me, went out and he
filled in a lot of smaller cases, boards, ete., and
then had it sent over to his place by one of my
teams. He said he was building a henhouse,
and It was just what he wanted.”

“Yes, and there is a chap that comes from &
color house,” remarked a hardware man.
“About the middle of November he came into
my place, and after he had finished his business
he told me that he didn’t expect he could get
around at Christmas, and would I give him
something then? 1 was floored, and he picked
up a gun metal inkwell we are handling and
said that was just the thing. I'm rather good
at standing surprises, but I stood back like the
new boy at school, and he got away with the
prize.”

“But you fellows don’'t get it half as hard as
I do,” said a notion dealer “I handle thou-
sands of articles where you handle one. They
are usually small, and so our visitors seem to
think it pleases me to have a few taken off
my hands. They ask for the defective ones, but
their good nature does not stop there; they will
take a perfect article any time. I don’t care to
call them thieves, but they make you an un-
willing contributor.”

“Well,” remarked a provision dealer, “I have
a very respectable scavenger, who comes from
a house that supplies me with imported articlea.
He is a ‘sticker’, and this year, as a joke, I pre-
sented him with a fine drumhead cabbage worth
15 cents. It was a monster, and I expected he
would be indignant. Was he? I rather think
he wasn't. He entered into the spirit of the
joke, and surrounded the cabbage with celery,
turnips, apples, sweet Car’linas, murphys, cran-
berries, earrots, and then, to make good weight,
he threw in two artichokes that cost me eight
cents apiece. I never saw a fellow enjoy a
joke more than he did or less than I did. He
had over $2 worth of truck before he stopped.”

“But why,” asked the questioner, “do you
not stop it?”

Opinions varied. Some said it was too long
established; others said t’Jmse who were gulilty
worked under cover of their house and it was
too much to complain of them. All agreed,
however, that if the habit of sampling could be
stopped, and if\.the petty “grafter” could be

carried beyond Sandy Hook and gently but
firmly dropped overboard, it would mean a sav-
ing of hundreds of dollars a week to each of
thousands of merchants in this and other citles.
