market price list. The result does not depend on
the sellers, but on the buyers; it does not depend

The "press market price list," according to

The Tribune's best information and belief, is, in

this country, an expression in terms of gold of

the value put upon other commodities by the

general consensus of opinion. What The Trib-

une has said that Mexico wants to do is to ex-

press the values in her "press market price list"
in terms of gold instead of silver. The leading

commercial nr.tions of the earth use that method

of expression, and are therefore able "to
(
know

the actual and to infer the probable market
relation" of things. Mexico at present expresses

these relations in terms of silver, which itself
fluctuates in terms of gold, and therefore nobody

can infer the probable future relation.

To answer Mr. Corcoran's Question. Mexico
can "raise the txchange value of her dollar from
38 cents to 50 cents" by making that dollar a

gold dollar instead of a silver dollar. This will

not "arrest the degradation of the white metal,"

as Mr. Benedict asserted that Mexico was try-

ing to do, but willchange the character of the

Mexican silver dollar by making it, like the

American silver dollar, a token of gold value.

To accomplish this, Mexico says officially that

ehe proposes to stoo the free coinage of silver

and to deal with silver bullion on the principle

of supply and demand. That Is v.hat England

has done in India; it is what Russia and Japan

have recently done; it is what the Latin Union
did; it is what the United States wants to do in
the Philippines; it i6what China even is now

anxious to do. "Why should so many presumed-

ly gold standard advocates find fault when
Mexico declares her desire to get into the gold

standard column?

Therefore, thi. mean?, by which we know or infer

the market relation of (X quantiy and V quality)

gold to (A quantity and B quality) silver, or the

market relations of the aforesaid gold and silver,

separately or combined, to (C quantity and I»
quality) goods, is clearly the standard of value,

and not either gold or silver, which cannot be

the standard, tiut are the things judged by the

standard.

Mr. Cantor Talks on Politics and

Cuban Conditions.
Borough President Jacob A. Cantor returned from

a trip to Cuba last night, enthusiastic over the
possibilities of the island. He found in a tour out
through the islanfl a condition of peace and con-
tent, and a feeling of gratitude toward this coun-
try for what Ithad done for Cuba.

He spoke of Cuba's prosperity and the capital

waiting to be invested when the tariff question is
finally settled and when commercial treaties are
made. Mr. Cantor returned from Cuba by boat to
New-Orleans, and thence here by rail. While in
the South he looked up the political situation, and
says that there is a strong sentiment for Judge

Parker as the Democratic Presidential nominee.

When seen last night at his residence, No. 9 West
Seventieth-st., by a Tribune reporter, Mr. Cantor

said:

Cuba has a great future ahead; the country is at
rest people are prosperous, and all who want to
work are employed There is a feeling of grati-
tude for what the United States has done; this is
apparent wherever one goes. As soon as the tariff
is settled. Investors will Know how the situation
is The Congress of the United States, by all
means ought to pass a favorable reciprocity act
with Cuba, Imet while there President Palrna
and many of the Cuban Congress, and attended
some of the cessions. It is a dignified and earnest
body of men. The experience and influence of this
country prevented the trials and experiments of
constructive statesmanship from weighing upon
Cuba; hence they started with a good, well regu-
lated system of government, which they are mak-
ing the most of.

There is a balance of $2,000,000 in their treasury

and the policy of internal improvements is devel-
oping the island rapidly. Ifound no sentiment
for annexation, though Iwas particular to ask
about it.

Cuba willbe a great agricultural country in time.
We ought to give it substantial assistance. There
are large British interests waiting and watching
the results of the tariff question, who are ready to
invest money in Cuban enterprises. The Cubans
have great confidence In President Roosevelt, and
believe he will secure the proper reciprocity for
them. The new loan of $33,000,000 willbe devoted
to internal improvements and will be guaranteed
by certain revenues. v

There is a fine system of rural police and little
crime on the island. The idea that the negro ele-
ment is dissatisfied with the prevailing government
is all wrong. Sir William Van Home's railroads
are developing the island wonderfully. Transvers-
ing it,as it does, with spurs to be run out here and
there it will open up everything. The city of
Havana is clean, little sickness prevails, and a
system of "white wings" keeps it clean.

The new sewerage system about to be built is all
that Is necessary to make it an ideal city. The
old battleship Maine is still in the harbor, the
Mecca of snapshot tourists. The city is preparing
to give the new Maine a rousing reception when
ehe appears. Committees of entertainment are al-
ready appointed

On my way home Istopped off a few days in
the South. While there Itook occasion to inquire
what was doing in politics. Ifound a strong
sentiment in favor of Judge Parker as the Demo-

cratic candidate for President. The Southerners
seem to think he is the most available man, on the
prround that he has not been identified with fac-
tionaJ troubles and can present a clean record
as a Democrat. Of course, the Bryan element un-
doubtedly wields some influence, but Iam told it
is on the wane, and the South is getting away
from vagaries and back to its old principles.

The omnipresent negro problem is not taking up

were being pressed into service. An official ad-
mitted that the ice wagons would revert to their
proper use to-day, but thought the ice would
not be infected with grip germs or the other
enterprising; animalculae of disease, because the

snow in many of the streets was clean. He de-
nied a report that Mr. Bradley, the snow con-
tractor, had sublet his contract to the American
Ice Company, and added that the consent of

the Street Cleaning Commissioner would be re-
quired before such action could be taken. He
merely hired the ice wagons for so much a load.

Dr. Biggs, bacteriologist of the Health De-
partment, would not venture the opinion that

the ice would be liable to infection from the
street scrapings left in th? ice wagons. He
thought thai any germs on the ice would easily

come off when the ice was washed, unless they

got frozen into or on the ice. "That," said he,

"would be a different matter."
The Street Cleaning Department is well satis-

fied with the progress of th" work of removing

the snow.
At the office of Mr. Bradley, the contractor,

Chambers and Centre fi?., Assistant Engineer

Edward Wells said that the principal downtown

streets had been cleared of snow, that double
forces were working night and day, and that

the streets would be cleared, by to-morrow
night.

thf wagons of the American Ice Company were
being used to remove the snow under a con-

tract with Mr. Bradley.
