Controller Grout yesterday gave out a statement
concerning his bill to amend the Rapid Transit Act
in three particulars, which he criticised last May
in corresponden:e with Andrew H. Green. Thve
statement said in part:

Of these three features, the one which I regard as
of the least pressing and immediate tmportanc 2,
the constitution of the commission as a State bu«iy:
with unlimited terms of office and with power to
fill vacancies in its m>mbership, has been the basis
of nearly all the eriticism ot the bill. With lh;A
growing increase in the powers of the comm ssion,
and with the realization that the commi on's
duties are purely local and are likely to be perma-

nent, I am contident that this [nu\1<|nn of the law
will eventually be change It is not of so great
momerit, however, t\hmh- it be changed this yearp
or some other year.

Rut the other two amendments concern pro-
visions of the law which ought to be changed at
ont if they are ever to be. As the law now
stands, the interest of the contractor in the sub-
way and in its .—quipmm.t is entirely exempt from

taxation. This is in the law, and the commission
has no discretion in the matter. I propose to
amend this provision so that this exemption will
not apply to any contract made since January 1
last. i view of the great extensions of the stih-
way now planned and soon to be contracted for, it
q.,_mg to me most urgent that this exemption
sho be wiped out at onee as to all future con-
tracts.
