~f these are in the group of Sang de Beeuf
vases, which embraces a number of pure and
brilliant specimens. There is one handsome
piece of bronze in the shape of a Chinese in-
enese burner, an urn of simple design, dignified
lines, and considerable beauty of color. Still a
third szle is scheduied tc begin this afternoon
2nd to continue to-morrow and Saturday. This
nccurs at the Fifth Avenue Art Galleries, and
will disperse a collection of five hundred Chi-
nese embroideries, hangings and costumes.
Here. as among the percelaine, jades and ivories,
which sre getting to be so famillar In the
auction room, the quality is"varied in the ex-
+reme. Stuffs that are commonplace in design
and poor in color occupy a good deal of space.
But there is an abundance of material here that
i« not only gorgeous but in good taste, and, in-
Ased, for the modest coliector seeking decorative
+gbrics at a reasonable price, this auction offers
an exceliert opportunity. As though these sales
were mot enough to keep the lover of the East
buey, an exhibition of Japanese prints has been
opened at the International Gallery, No. 1 East
Fortieth-st. The principal masters are repre-
ted by good prints, and the collection has
been very pleasantly arranged. Altogether it is
plain that no one in New-York has any excuse
for remaining in ignorance of the broad charac-
teristics of Oriental art.

~ierge, the famous illustrator of Quevedo's
~Pable de Segovia ™ His work in +hat book must
remain the peculiar source of his fame. it is his
masterpiece. But Vierge has done much else
+hat ie brilliant, both in line and in wash; in
fact. everything that has ever come from his
hand has guality. and the series of sketches
shown upon the present occasion, though of far
Jese magnitude than the Pablo series, is one of
distinet charm and value. It was produced some
ceven or eight vears ago and published by the
Geribners in 2 book entitled “On the Trail of
Don Quixote™ by Mr. A. F. Jaccaci. Both text
and pictures in that volume were produced in
svmpethy with the austere picturesqueness of
iz Mancha and with th. spirit of Cervantes.
We might be pardoned i we were to spezk at
jength again of the success with which the col-
jaborators eketched in the unchanging back-
ground. provided as weli by the Spain of to-
day &s by the Spain of the past, for an immortal
romance. But the importance of the exhibition
now 2t the Keppel Gallery lies in it presenta-
tion of Vierge's remarkable technical qualities
st first hapd, so to say. Like every modern
srvist who has accomplished anything really
fne and brilliant, he has his hysterical admirers
Mr. Joseph Pennell, apparently obsessed by the
¢aner that this notedl draughtsman is a dis-
covery of his own, has been clamorous in season
snd out of seascn over his genius, and he is
éuly guoted in the cataiogue of these later de-
signs. “In comparison with Vierge,” he says,
“Trurer knows nothing of light and shade, Bellini
and Van Dyck and Holbein are heavy and la-
tored in their handling, wkile Piranesi and
Canaletto have but an historical interest.” To
<alk in this inflated fashion is to render an ill
service to Vierge. .

Rzationsl appreciation. such as Hamerton, for
example, gave him, ia the kind of appreciation
for which one sighs on reading a passage like
that just quoted from Mr. Penneli. Vierge him-
self never held such preposterous ideas about
his work. Indeed, to cne visitor in his studio
some years zgo the modesty of the man seemed
ons of his most engaging traite. The truth is
that his drawings are not for a moment to be
compared with those of the old masters. There
is mo eommon grourd on which to compare
them. To talk of Durer and Vierge to the dis-
zdvantage of either is about as intelligent as to
bracket Botticelli with Fortuny. We are ren-
dering the modern draughtsman sufficient honor
when we praise him zs a master of black and
white effects contrived with special reference to
1heir reproduction en a printed page. In this
sphere Vierge is a man of extraordinary indi-
viduality and power. It i= surprising to ob-
serve the comparatively small secale on which
these Don Quixote drawings are made. The
s#rtist does not rely upon reduction to close up
his lines and refine them. They are perfect as
they stanfl, of a wonderful delicacy. Heé knows
¢xactly where to stop: in fact, it i# no exaggera-
tion to say that there is not a superflucus touch
in any one of these jllustrations. They are less
rich in sherp contrasts of black and white than
the Pablo drawings. Many of liem, indeed, are
throughout 0f & dainty £ray tone. But even in
these subtiec grays Vierge uses the precision
which is on® «f his most personal character-
istics. Some of hig patches of tone are made cf
lines as firmly and as delicately drawn as if
Gene with the point of a diamond.

It is his great merit, mecreover, that he has
never heen content to play the mere virtueso,
like 80 meny of his imitators, but has put his
techuique st the service of ideas. The drawings

this collection are full ¢f }-uman nature; they
give us faithful studies of types in ection; and
these tvpes, by the way, whenever they are
sketched out of docrs, are et in a delightfully
persuasive environment. Vierge is at his hap-
piest in the treatment of a figure or of an old
interior, but he has the insight of a Spaniard
inte the landscape structure and sentiment of
his native land, and his scenery is invariably
accurate and beautiful It 1s not necessary oOr
desirable 10 exalt him as one of the most colos-
sal men of genius that ever hived. Take him for
what he is, a pen draughtsman working under
essentially modern conditions, and he has no
rivai for truth and invention, manual dexterity
and originality of style.

At Heinemann's Art Gallery, No. 508 Fifth-
ave., there i 2 collection of portraits in oil and
in pastel by Mr. Willlem D. Schwill an artist

as it is vigorous, and even more captivating is
the uncataiogued circular panel bearing 2 fluent
sketch of a girl's head. His color, generally t0o
hot or too coarse in his finished works, is often
fairly agreeable in his sketches. Mr. William
T. Richards and Miss Anna Richards have an
exhibition of their works at the Noé Galleries.
The coast scenes of the former are frequently
interesting in composition; there is an unmistak-
able note of sincerity in their picturesqueness,
but in color and in style these paintings are
sadly monotonous and uninspiring. Miss Rich-
ards is curiously uneven. Some of her Dutch
figure studies have a creditable reality, and are
pleasant in color; she shows more than one’
plausible bit of fancy, like the graceful “Pegasus
at the Fountain of Pireni,” and some of her
English scenes are effective. But there is not a
picture in the collecticn of thirty-two which
is thoroughly satisfactory In technique. Her
drawing is feeble, and her color lacks purity
and transparency. Here and there promising
passages, as in “The New Doll,” one of the
Dutch pictureg, deepen our regret that the
mastery of the artist over her instruments
chould be, when all is said. incomplete.

At the Knoedler Gallery Mr. J. Wells Champ-
ney shows a number of new pastels, some of
them original figure studies, others reproduc-
tions of portraits by divers old masters of the
French, English and Dutch schools. Mr. Champ-
ney has a suave, polished style. in keeping with
the delicacy of hiz medium. His original pro-
ductions, though technically adequate, do not
leave a very deep impression. They are pretty
rather than beautiful. His reproductions, on
the other hand, have often great merit. The
“Countess of Oxford,” after Hoppner, and the
“Lady's Portrait,”” after Rembrandt, are really
brilliant transiations, and we can praise with
equal warmth the copies of works by Nattier
and Lawrence.

actor-manager, Johnston Forbes-Robertson, died
to-day, age ecighty-one.

TEMPLE PRIME.

Huntinzton, Long Island, Feb. 2%5.—Temple Prime
died to-day at his home here. Mr. Prime was sev-
enty years old. He was born in New-York City.
His father was well known in the financial world
in the early part of the century. Mr. Prime was
a graduate of Harvard. and studied law, but never
practised. He studied with Profesor Agassiz and
Professor Stilman and ranked high as a con-
chologist. \

Mr. Prime compiled and published several
genealogical works. At the time of his death he
was at work on a French history. He was related
to the Van Rensselaers, Jays and other old families
of New-York, and was associated with them in
many enterprises. He was a memter of the Long
Island and Suffclk County Historical Society, ves-
tryman of St. John's Protestant Episcopal Church
of Huntington, and a prominent member of the
diocese of Long Isiana.

He was secretary of the legation at The Hague
in 1889, and took an active interest in political af-
fairs all through life, but never had party affilia-
tions, being an independent. As president of the
Citizehe League for good government in the town
of Huntington he took an active interest in local

affairs.

COLONEL WILLIAM L. HEERMANCE.

Colonel William Laing Heermance died yester-
day at his home, No. 34 Palisade-ave., Yonkers,
after an illness of three weaeks. The immediate
cause of death was cerebral hemorrhage.

Robert E. Beil, the former actor, who has been
for the last eight years confined in Denver with
consumption, ‘“‘cheating death,” as he puts it, has
braved an Eastern winter, and is now in this city
working for his plan to bulld in the Rockies a home
for consumptive actors.

The performances
will be given all over the country, either the last
week in March or the first week in April, and it is
hoped to raise at least $16),000, enough to build the
home and conduct it for a year. It will be support-
ed, if buiit, by simiiar yearly performances. Mr.

ASTRONOMICAL PARTY TO CHILL

.
Expedition to Determine Motion of Solar
System Will Sail on Saturday.
Berkeley, Cal, Feb. 25.—The D. O. Mills astro-
nomical expedition to the Southern Hemisphere,
after twoe years of preparatory work, will safl
from San Francisco for Chili on Saturday. The
observations wiil be conducted by University of
California astronomers, headed by Willlam FH.
Wright, of the Lick Observatory. Owing fe an
injury recently received Director Campbell will
be unable to go with the party, which expects to

he away at least two years.

The mission of the expedition is to throw addi-
tional light on the motion of the solar system
through space. Since 1835 the line of sight veloei-
ties of some four hundred of the brightest stars
have been measured at the Lick Observatory by
the spectrograph given by D. O. Mills. The results
so far indicate that the solar system is moving
approximately toward the southern part of the
constellation of the Lyre with a speed of twelve
and a half miles a second. This, however, can-
not be considered conclusive, for the stars of the
Southern Hemisphere are not included in the
caleilations. To observe them, therefore, the
Mills expedition is being sent to Chili.

The spectroscopic photograpns obtained by the
party will be sent to the Lick Observatory for

measurement and comparizon. All the expenses
will be horne by D. O. Mills, of New-York.
