Rumor of Traffic AlHance with
P. R. K.

The Wabash issues were the only strong feat-

ure of the market during the greater part of the

trading yesterday, advancing on heavy buying

while everything else was declining, and despite

reports of an impending strike. One of the
reports accompanying the rise was that the di-
rectors of the St. Louis, Iron Mountain and

Southern Railway Company, most of the stock

of which is owned by the Missouri Pacific, had
at their meeting on Thursday voted to take

over a majority of the Wahash securities. It

was learned from a good, although not official,

source that .no such resolution was adopted.

The Iron Mountain road has for some time

owned between $5,000,000 and $6,000,000 Of the

Wabash debenture B bonds, which have voting
power.

There was also a report that a traffic al-
liance between the Wabash atvl the Pennsyl-
vania Railroad Company had been practically
perfected. No confirmation of this story could
be got, and it was not generally credited, al-
though recognized as by no means an impossi-
bility. Such an alliance, which in the natural
course would in time he followed by closer re-
l.itionp. would carry the Pennsylvania beyond
the Mississippi and at least as far west as
Kansas City, and would remove the threatened
competition in its present territory.

STRENGTH IX IfABASH.

Even before the track was wrecked the engi-
neers saw what would take place, and word
was sent both north and south that the track
would probably be blocked. Trains between
New-York and this point were halted, and as
soon as possible pent back to Mott Haven to
bp spnt north again over the Harlem road.
Trains between Peekskill and Albany were cor-
respondingly sent around by the same route.

Wreckers, with a big force of men, went to
work on the slide at once. Some of the rocks
which slid down and rest on the track are so
large that they willprobably have to b» blasted,
as they are too heavy for the derricks to lift.

According to several passengers who arrived
in the Grand Cantral Station 'ast night on the
second section of th. Chicago Limited Express,
the first section of the train, which was run-
ning about an hour ahead of the second section,
had a narrow escape from running into the land-
slide.

The train, crowded with passengers, had run
past Garrison without receiving any warning of
what was before it, but on rounding a curve the
engineer of the train had seen the signalman in
a tower waving a red flag. The engineer

stopped his train only a few hundred feet from a
spot in the track on which hundreds of tons of
dirt and rock were piled. !f the train had gone

on tt would probably have run into th« Hudson
River, a great loss of life probably resulting.

About half an hour before the landslide oc-
curred the Albany Express had passed the place
where the landslide was

As soon as the stalling of the first section of
the Chicago Express became known to the sta-
tion men at Harrison, the stations all along the
line were informed, and soon nearly a dozen
trains; were .stalled along the tra-'kp at differ-
ent points. Between the first and second sec-
tions of the Chicago Express were three trains.
The passengers of all these trains, including
those in the first section of the Chicago Ex-
press, were forced to walk hack a mile along the
tracks in the pouring rain to Garrison. They
were then put on board the second section.

<in the walk back bonfires were built by the
employes of the railroad company to enable the
passengers to see their way along the railroad
ties. Porters '-jirried the smaller children in
their arms, and when the passengers finally
arrived at Garrison, most of them were soaked
to the skin by the rain.

On the second section of the express were
the members of the Indianapolis Bowling Club,
who were due in Mew-York last night, to pl;iy
a match game with another club of this city.

John J. Guilfoyle. of No. \S<\ South Fourth-
st.. Brooklyn, a passenger on the first section
of the Chicago Express, said upon arriving at
the Grand Central Station:

"It was an experience
*

shall never forget.
There we were, a mile away from any h«ibit.i-
tion, it seemed to us. and we were forced under
the most disagreeable conditions to tramp over
uneven ties until we reached the second section
of the train."

Among the passengers delayed by the land-
slide was a prominent clergyman, it was said, of
this city. The clergyman's name could not be
learned, but it was said that he had had an en-
gagement to speak at a meeting in the city last
night. Business men with Important engage-
ments, it was said, were ;ilso inconvenienced by
the landslide, and the passengers, on reaching
Garrison, held an indignation meeting, protest-
ing against th* railroad company for not pro-
viding them with a train to take them to Gar-
rison from the place where the train was
stalied.

The second section of the express was shunted
onto the tracks of the New- York and New- Eng-

land Railroad, which branch off from those of
the New-York Centnl and Hudson River Rail-
road at Garrison. Then, upon reaching Brew-
Bters, the train was switched onto the Harlem
Railroad tracks, and reached the Grand Central
Station at 1030 p. m.. four hours late.

The Empire State Express, which leaves Al-
bany a little after 4 o'clock, was shifted to the
West Shore Railroad tracks, and landed its pas-
sengers in Weehawken.

The full extent of the dan-age caused to the
railroad tracks by the landslide could not be
learned at the Grand Central Station last night,

but it was said that it would result Ina serious
delay of trains for some time to come.

Policemen Cauker and McQueeney. of the

Coyne all the time holding Harkins. In about
three-quarters of an hour they were rescued by

two policemen, who had put out after them In

a boat. Both were exhausted, and had to be
sent to Gouverneur Hospital.

Harkins Is said to have been intoxicated.
Coyne heard his shouts, and, running down to

the water, threw off his helmet, belt, coat and
pistol and jumped in. He swam to Harkins,

but as he caught him he felt the strong current
carrying them out into the stream. He battled

against it,but made no headway, and the cur-
rent In a few minutes had him and the already

exhausted man in his arms rods from shore,

Coyne yelled for help.

SWEPT All\IVBYClTRRENT

LOSSES TO SHIPPING.

Great Damage and Some Loss of
Life—Manjt Vessels Ashore.

London, Feb. 27.—a gale of almost unprece-
dented violence swept Great Britain all night
long, and diJ considerable damage. Telegraphic

communication northward of Leeds was entirely
interrupted, the Continental service was inter-
fered with, arid large numbers of ships were
forced •\u25a0• seek sheltei in the harbors. Many

rrrfnor wrecks occurred, and lifeboats and rockei
signals were in action all along the coasts.

There were several fatalities inland, caused by

fallingchimneys and flyingwreckage, and many

houses were urn oofed
'Ihe v Ind in the north of England blew with

cyclonic fort-e. The Lancashire mills and
churches suffered greatly. The grandstand of

tiie Lancaster Football Club was !ifted bodily

h. the twenty-fifth anniversary of the corona-
tion, but all the efforts to husband the Pon-
tiffs strength are rendered difficult by hia
determination to do everything possible and
to see every one.

Rumors to the effect that the Pope was dan-
gerously ill were in circulation this morning',
but there was no foundation for them.

The diplomats who were received in audi-
ence noticed the Pope's hoarseness and also
that he occasionally coughed slightly, but on
the whole the Pontiff appeared to be enjoying
about hip usual health.
