How Many Monarchs Enjoy Sport

Hunting, which f.om time immemorial has
been the favorite pastime of royalty, is to-day
even mors perhape than in bygone ages the
distinctive sport of kings. Nor is this sur-
prising. When the monotonous routine of their
dally life is taken into concideration—the end-
less chain of court functions, receptions, ban-
quets and visits—what more natural than that
crowned heads should seek relaxation in the
noble sport which has tee- the special pre-
rogative of their forefathers for certuries? The
keenest of royal sportsmen at present are
Emperor Francis Joseph, Emperor Willlam, |
King Carios of Portugal King Victor Em- !
manue! of Ttaly, ané Prince Nicholas of Mon-
tenegro.

Emperor Francis Joseph is passionately fond i
of chamois hunting, the dangers of which have
always fascinated him from the days of his
eariy youth. The Empu;or generally indulges in
his favorite sport in the meighborhood of Ischi,
the heart of the Austrian Tyrol. The Hapsburg
sovereign is accompanied cn his expeditions by
only two or three princes of the imperial family.
Intent on hunting only for the pleasure it af-
fords in itself, Francis Joseph's shooting parties
take place in the simplest manner possible, and
are divested of all outward show and mise-en-
scéne. With an alpenstock in hand and a gun
over his shoulder, the Emperor leaves his shoot-
ing box =t Gansgebirge, where he has spent
the night, at 4 a. m., and often spends the en-
tire day in the mountains. only returning late
at night. Francis Joseph is a capital shot, and
rarely misses the chamois springing from rock
to rock. When the Emperor gives a shooting
party in honor of a brother sovereign it is either
in the preserves of Karapanesa or in the
forests mneighboring to the shooting box at
Kerisserdo. On such occasions the Emperor and
his guests each goes his own wav, starting at
daybreask, and hunts the whole day quite alone.
As 8 rule, the Austrian Empercr’'s shooting par-
ties last three or four dayse. The Emperor is
never present at hunting parties given in honor
of official persons and diplomats, it being the
master of the b who presides on such oc-
casions i the Emperor's name.

Empercr Willlam is a perfect fanatic in the
matter of sport and is an excellent shot, not-
withstanding the fact that he cannoi use his
left arm. He shoots, as a rule, with very light
guns, which he can eas’ly hold in one hand.
“The Emperor's favorite hunting grounds are in
the royal forests of Kdnig's Wusterhausen, near
Berlin, in the Griinwald and Springe. William
II is generally accompanied 2n his expeditions
by his aides-de-camp. by the grand marshal
of the ceurt and by the grand master of hunts.
The Emperor always wears a short shooting
jacket of gray materia!, this being one of the
few occasions when he done civilian attire. Ac-
cording to cofficial statistics, the Kaiser has shot
33976 head of game during the last twenty-
five ycars, the following being the itemized list
of his victims: Two buffaioes, 7 elk, 3 reindeer,
3 bears. 1,022 wild animals of various kinds,
2,189 geer, 121 chamois, 16,188 hares, 674 rab-
bits, §,643 pheasants, 54 heathcocks, 4 wood-
cocks, 95 grouse, 20 foxes, 56 wild ducks, 694
cormorants, 680 roe deer and 581 head of game
not classified. -

Notwithstanding his poor physique, King Vie-
tor Emmanuel, like his father, King Humbert,
is an enthusiastic sportsman, and is particularly
fond of hunting in the Vl.lley\ot Aosta. The
King's other favorite shooting haunts are at
Ceresoie and the Southern Alpine districts, where
game is very abundant. On one occasion, while

° ck-mois hunting with his father, Victor Em-
manuel, then Prince of Naples, and the Duke
of the Abruzzi nearly lost their lives in the

Valler of Gesso; in November, 1897, they were
overtaken by a snow storm and almost frozen
to death, being obliged to spend the night in a
small chalet exposed to the blast of the storm.
But neither this nor other dangerous expe-
risnces have lessened the King's love for sport.
In winter time, whenever he finds the opportu-
nity and lelsure, he leaves Rome to shoot boar
in the Abruzzi. At Castelporciano, some twelve
miles from Rome, as many as two hundred
boars have been shot in one day by the King
and his party.

The present Czar's favorite shooting grounds
are et Gaischina and at Tsarskoe Selo, near St.
Petersburg. Nicholas II also shoots in the
wild districts of the Blalowiege forests, near
Minsk: on such occasions the imperial sports-
man and his guests make an early start, gener-
ally at 8 a. m., and take luncheon in the forest,
to eturn only late at night. Rolling kitchens,
similar to those used in the French Army, are
taken on these expeditions; in this manner a
sumptuous maal can be provided for the royal
party at a few minutes’ notice: for, unlike the
German and Austrian Emperors, Nicholas IT
does not like to “rough it.” A table is set in
the open air, the Czarina being seated mext to
her husband, while the guésts take their seats
according to the strictest rules of etiquette.
Buffale hunting is the best sport afforded in the
imperial Russian preserves, but as the race
is almost extinct these animals are hunted only
every thirg year. Laet year over a hundred
were shot; of these, the finest weighed twelve
hundred pounds, and was brought dewn by the
Czar himself. The female buffaloes are never
shot, and in winter are driven into large parks,
where they breed. Next to these buffaloes the
finest big game in Russig is the Blalowiege deer;
the Czar and his party shot four hundred of
these animals within a week last autumn.

King Carlos’s achievements as 2z sportsman
have been too recently commented upon to be
repeated. While visiting President Loubet a
few weeks age at Rambouillet the Portuguese
sovereign easily proved himself the best shot
among reigning royalties of to-day. The King
has shot over every royal preserve in Europe,
but he is particularly partial to Rambouiliet,
where he first made & reputation for himself as
a skilful marksmaa in October, 1895, at a
shootirg party given in his honor by President
Faure. The King took three thousand car-
tridges with him on that occasion, and during
the course of the day brought down 750 head of
game, ameng them being 13 deer and 633 pheas-
ants. .

M. Emile Loulet may be likened to his royal
contemporaries in his love for sport. Although
lefthanded, he is a capital shot. He prefers, as
a rule, tg go out shooting wlt_h his favorite dog.
But at times the President gives official shoot-

" ing parties, either at Ramboulllet or Marly; as,
for instance, during the v'sit” of the Russian
zrand dukes in 1900, when 748 head of game
were shot at Rambouillet during a day.

President Loubet thus follows the tradition set
Ly preceding heads of state in France. Nearly
all the French kings were keen sportsmen, be-
gzinning with Charlemagne, Francis I, Henri II,
Henri IV. Louis XIil, Louis XIV, Louis XV,
Napoleor I, Charles X and Napoleon III. While
M. Thiers was & poor shot, Marshal MacMahon,
M. Grévy, M. Carnot. M. Casimir-Pérfer and M.
Faure worthily continued the example set by
their royal predecessors.
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DR. T. G. THOMAS DEAD.
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Motorman of Car Running into Another
TUnable to Turn Off Power.

Over fifty passengers in a southbound trolley
car of the Amsterdam-ave. line were thrown
into a panic yesterday evening by a car behind,
running on the samc track, coming inte collision
with the car they were in, at Sixty-ninth-st.

The rear platform of the forward car was
demolished, and “rank Walker. the conductor,
of No. 2,252 Third-ave., was severely bruised.

A woman who was about to board the car that :

was run into was thrown off her feet and her
head cut. She was curried into a drugstore, and
later taken to her home in a cab. Her identity
could not be learned.

When the collision occurred two of the women
passengers in the forward car fainted, and most
of the others grew hysterical. All the passen-
gers standing in the aisle 4f the car, which
was crowded, were thrown off their feet, and
some of those occupying seats, also, sent te the
floor of the car. The forward car was SO badly
damaged that it had to be towed back to the

car stables and its passengers transferred to
the car that had run into it.

In explaining the cause of the collision James
Hogan, the motorman of the rear car, said
that the controller had stuck fast and he had
been unable to turn off the power. The con-
ductor of the rear car was Martin Conway. of
No. 542 West One-hundred-and-twenty-ifth-st.
The police made no arrests in the case.

ADDICKS HOLDING CONFERENCES.

The Situation at Dover Is a Dangerous One
for Him.

BY JELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Dover, Del., Feb. 28.—Addicks is trying to-day
to make good his man Layton’'s threats of ves-
terday to mzke the Democrats’ “heads swim”
next week. He and his chief lieutenant have
been in conference in Philadelphia over the
situation here, which is exceedingly threatening
to the gas man. The result is expected to be
a proposition to the Regulars on Monday morn-
ing before the Democrats can hold their caucus
and decide on their course Tt is believed that
Addicks will offer to elect one Regular and one
Union to the Senate, with the agreement that
the chief of the ring himself will not be a candi-
date, and that the Union who is elected will
serve out the term.

But it is considered highly improbable that
the Regulars will consent to a deal of any
nature with the Unions, and if the Democrats
fail to come to time the deadlock will in all
likelihood continue. Ex-SenaYor Kenney said
to-day that he thought the Democrats’ should
accept the Regulars’ plan. It would have been
accepted yesterday except for the Saulsbury
men, and by Monday it is hoped tc bring them
into line.

If this is accomplished the repeal of the
Voters' Assistant law will be put through the
Senate and the Jefferson-Magee fight settled in
favor of the Democrats. Then Mr. Addicks will
be made to experience the sensations of a man
who has been in close proximity to the rear ele-
vation of a government mule when the arimal
is annoyed. The honest men of the State, and
there are several, in spite of the number of
Union Republicans in the legislature, will ob-
serve this, if it can be brought about, with un-
mixed delight.

The vote to-day was perfunctory, there being
only four members present.

TO REPORT ARMY NOMINATIONS.

Senate Committee’s Action May Break the
Deadlock.

Washington, Feb. 28.—The Senate Commitiee on
Military Affairs to-day ordered favorable reports
on all the nominations before it, including those of
a large number of lleutenants which have heen
held up because of a difference of opinion about
priority of service.

COFFEE—The coffea market opened steady at un-—

changed prices to a decline of 5 points, the weakness
being chiefly the result of lower cables and the evening
up of speculative contracts for over Sunday. Trading
was verv quiet, and the market at the close was still
steady. with quotatioas on the opening bagis. The sales
officially reported were 5.000 bags. The early news had
a bearish average, particularly the Frerch cable, which
reported a decline of %3 franc. Hamburg, after gaining
1, pfg. lost her advance and closed net unchanged. while
Santos also remained unchanged, though Rio advanced 75
reis. The local market displayed little feature. There
was certainly no disposition apparent to buli the market,
and it was quite as evident that there was just as little
inclination to sell aggressively. The bears claim they
have every sort of sound argument on their side show-
ing that any advance in prices is unwarranted. The
position, they ciaim, is overwhelmingly heavy and weak.
And furthermore. they argue. it cannot be cured by arti-
ficlal advances created out of an unwholesome sentiment.
In respect to the firmness of the spot market, they claim
that the strength has resulted from the fact that ship-
ments of coffee to the Interfor have been tied up by the
frelght blockade, and they suggest that the movement of
mild coffee will be heavy in March, April and May. On
the other hand, sentiment is not so unantmously bearish
a= it was; whatever may be the cause, spots are firm;
present prices are lew, and important interests have re-
cently been buying. The spot market is steady at 5%c
for Rio No 7.
