CENTRES.

Importance of Kitchen and’ Dining
Room—Ideal Conditions.

“In scientific nomenclature nowadays the kitchen
is as the laboratory of the house, the
plece where: energy and health and personal com-
fort ‘are éreated,” sald a suburban lecturer recent-
ly. by way of prelude to cerfain practical sugges-
tione, “and the dining room is also regarded .as
quite as functional a place as the kitchen. Nowhere
in the household are the workings of cause and

than in these centres.

«“There are two ways In which the kitchen may
be a vital centre in the home—one wrong, the other
right, It is wrong when the atmosphere of the
bousehold takes a pervasiveness from the kitchen—
figuratively or literally. Just as Nature consider-
ately covers the stomach and liver and all the me-
chanical Yorce prodicing apparatus of the body,
letting the world see oniy- the results, so do sensi-
ble, refined people keep the details of the kitchen
processes out of sight—never the fact of the kitch-
en’s importance, remember, or the welfare of the
people who work there, but the unsightly, unsavory
detalls.

«“Families in moderate though comfortable circum-
stances are most in danger here.  The start into
the day is too often spofled for everybody con-,
cerned because the housewife (with perhaps only
one maid of all work) complains perchance at break-
fast how the stove oven would not heat, and then
in the same dismal strain at night, when John and
the children have reassembled, clouds the atmos-
phere because the man whom John promised to
send did not appeer to mend’the stove.

“In many a household’ one, entering, recognizes
at once the pervasiveness of the kitchen, not only
in the w'ay its ‘viclssitudes dominate family con-
versation and comfort, but also in the very air
{tself. One.of the most unmistakable évidences of
unrefinement is air charged with food odor, or
any odor. Generally, If this be analyzed, it will be
found to contain not only this morning’s bacon but
last night's beefsteak and onions, with possibly
‘a flavoring of furnace gas. It is not that country
houses are always fresh and sweet; they are often
frightfully close and stuffy; but they do not harbor
the accumulation of overlagen air of other fam-
{lies that too often makes the landings. stairways
and elevators of city apartments so unbearable.
Some houses are 8O constructed that odors are
inevitable; in that case, try the remedy of frequent.
thorough airing. Fresh air, and plenty of it, will
give any house a clean, untainted odor. And
science has proved , unquestior.ably, that pure,
tresh air heats and helds the heat better than
heavy, impure air.

THE 1DEAL KITCHEN.

“The ideal kitcheg has a tiled floor, or linoleum
floor covering: the walls of, tiles, glazed brick, or
hard plaster; pienty of cupboards with glass doors
or none. It has a large. firm, zinc-covered table,
ample sink room, the sink itself being set on legs,
with all its pipes and traps exrosed to view, ac-
cording to the best sanitary methed. No hiding-
place is left available for dust or vermin. The
Kitchen has a sunny exposure. with windows on
ail sides possible. There is an opening in the
chimney over the range, and a hood to the range,
to prevent the cooking odors from pervading other
parts of the house. This is the ideal kitchen
which ‘eternal vigilance’ never fails to keep a
safe, reasonable central point.

‘As to furnishings, there is a place for every-
thing, and everything in its place—a hackneyed but
very effective fashion of order. All the utensils
needed around the stove are near and within easy
reach. The sheives hold plenty of tin boxes, with
tight fitting lids, for yeastcakes, spices, tea, coffee,
and so on. Hampers or bags for soiled towels
and aprons are conveniently disposed. There is
nothing superfluous. As William Morris says,
kitchens are about the only rooms furnished in
good taste, because ail the articles there are of
good shape, declare their use, and are appropriate
to it.

«A window corner in the kitchen may well be made
available, with an easy chair, for chance moments
of rest. for the cook, who is practically on her feet
all day. Indeed, such a corner in a new model
kitchen in a beautiful home has been occupied
nedrly every, morning ‘this winter by the blind
grandmothér of the family, an old fashioned

woman. wonted to her own kitchen, who has found
this sunny.. comfortable spot & positive luxury and -
the kitchen radiance of heat preferable to register
or radiator or evemw open fire.

“It is to be hoped there is a servants’ dining
room, be it ever so small.’ At all events, however,
the family of any pretension has a separate place
for its meals. One of the first steps in clviliza-
tion is to eat in some room other than the kitchen.

“A family table should, of course, be provided
with a sufficiently generous supply of ‘palatable,’
nourishing, well cooked, well served food.- The
expenditure for the table is naturally graduated
according to- the fuiness of the family purse,
There are the favored people who can afford the
first strawberries and green peas, can indulge in
game and fowl when these are really luxuriee,
can buy the best cuts of mutton and f. Then
there are the many others whe must ctise the
sirictest economy in their marketing. In such cir-
eumstances the table is wont to absorb the greater
%n of the living money .share of the income.

tered in the larder. But It is no eco y to
too little or unwholesome food, for 0
in this direction is likely to be taken off by doctors’
and druggists’ bills. s

“A word in passing as to the dining room fur-
nishings. These should be, first of all, substantiai,
then as beautiful as the ocketbook admliis—but
always with the function of use in mind. Meaning-
less ornaments, dust collecting bric-a-brac, an éx-
treme of pictures, are out of place. In the selection
of dishes and table linen—dear to womanly hearts
—there is abundant opportunity for go e:
but even here beauty must not be at the ex-

nse of utility. For, according to modern re-

iscovery, one aspect of beauty is simplicity; ap-
propriateness. 2

VITAL HOUSEHOLD CENTRES.

“The better equipped the kitchen, the better or-
dered the dining room the greater will be the
efficlency of the family. Thought and care for
these great, vital centres of the household will find
its return in physical, intellectual, moral wellbeing

from no less an authority than Herbert Spencer.

“Life, espectl&lly to the conrervative New-Eng-
land type of nd. has been tuo often confounded
with labor, and thrift with progress. To eat, work,
sleep. surely there is no dignity. no ideal in a life
like that. When all begins and ends in labor, when
the effort is simply te keep up appearances or
make both ends meet, the natural and inevitahle
result is physical and mental deterioration. But
when into the ideal of life the proper functions of
Kitehen and dining room enter, then that family is
a unit of value to the nation. It performs its task,
thereby enriching all.”

One of the cffects of the growing freedom of
women, according to Carrolil D. Wright, will be to
decrease, temporarily, the number of marriages
and increase divorces, but the uitimate result will
be a more beautiful ideal of marriage than the
world has ever seen.

“Women of independent means.,” said Mr. Wright,
in ‘a lecture given vesterday morning before the
}.cague for Political Education. “will not sell their
reedom and their souls in return for a home and
sacial position. In this tney are quite right, and I
am able to see no difference between the woman
who sells herself to a man permanently and the
one who does it for a temporary period. When
this necessity is removed marriages will take place
only when companionsHip in the hollest sense is in-
tended, and the race will be recruited from the
highest rather than from the lowest orders of so-
ciety: Many * lugubrioas predictions have been
_ made regarding the disentegration of society that
musg result from the increasing treedom of womern.
but I belfeve that with more power they will act
still more wisely. Their loveliness will be iIn-
creased, and their freedom will lead to happier and
purer social conditions. They will exert an influ-
