No. 100
Broadway, hae contract*, it was learned yesterday,

n national association of structural Iron manu-
factures has been formed to take concerted action
In case of unreasonable demands.

The strike of the portable hoisting engineers has

been in existence for two week* and hae tied up all

structural Ironwork on about thirty large buildings.

This did not leak out until last evening.

The strike mas ordered by the Portable Hoisting

Kngincers' Union, according to the employers, be-

rause of their refusal to pay them while the hoist-
ing engine* were idle. The union holds that Its

men mvst be paid until the engine* are removed,

whether they are in use or not. The strike makes

Idie the structural ironworkers, usually called
hoasesmiths Th!« throws idle the bricklayers and

a number of other trades as, though only one or
two hoisting engineers are employed on every

building, their cessation from work makes the

others idle and several thousands of men ar« now
out of work.

ARRESTED THE UNDERSTUDY.

Uses to Which Proceeds of the Iron Moun-
tain Bonds WillBe Put.

The directors of the St. Louis. Iron Mountain

and Southern Railway Company, it is learned

from trustworthy sources. *»aye authorize ««
execution of a new mortgage for $50,000,000.

under which bonds to the amount of $20,000,000

have been issued. It is said that George J.

Gould and John D. Rockefeller have each taken

$5,000,000 of the bonds, and a syndicate formed

by Vermilye & Co. the remaining $10.000,<*K>.

Mr. Gould yesterday declined to say anything

about the new bonds and the reason for their

issuance. A representative of Vermllye & Co.

said that In the absence for the day of William

A. Read, of that firm, no statement could be

made by them. It Is learned, however
-
.that the

new bonds are to be known as the R.ver and

Oalf Division bonds, and willbe a direct obliga-

tion of the Iron Mountain Company. The pro-

ceeds of the $20,000,000 already issued will be

devoted to the financing of various "tensions,

already announced as decided upon, of the Mis-

souri Pacific system, of which the Iron Moun-

tain Company is an Important part.

Among these contemplated extensions is that

of the White River Railway, which road at

present extends from Batesville. Ark., to Buffalo

City eighty-two miles, and is to be built on to

Carthage, Mo., an additional 163 miles, shorten-

ingmaterially the distance between Kansas City

and Memphis. Another extension planned Is to

be constructed from Marianna. on the Iron

Mountain road, not far from Memphis, south-

ward to a junction with the Texas and Pacific,

making a more direct connection than at pres-

ent between Memphis and New-Orleans. There

is also to be built a new line, the Jefferson City

cut-off, along the Mi~snt;ri River, and a consid-

erable sum is to be expanded in acquiring addi-

tional terminal facilities at St. Louis and Mem-
phis.

In order to comply with the requirements of
the law, the directors of the Iron Mountain
have voted to increase the capital stock by

$20,000,000, an amount equal to that of the

latest bond issue, making the total stock $100.-
000.000. The new stock, it is understood. is to

be hold In the company's treasury.

It is reported that part of the $30,000,000 new

bonds of the Iron Mountain system authorized,

but not yet issued, will be used in retiring the

Wabash debenture B bonds, but this rumor
could not be substantiated yesterday. This re-

port is in line with the one current a day or two

ago. which was not generally credited in Wall
Street, that the Wabash control was about to

be taken over by the Iron Mountain. It is de-

clared in eoo<j quarters', however, that the re-
cent heavy buying of Wabash securities has
been for account of the <:oulds. and that they

now hold :i majority of the stock, so that the

transfer of that majority Interest to the Iron
Mountain, which is owned by the Missouri Pa-

cific a distinctively Could property, would be
possible whenever it might be desired to take

such action, which would be a move in the direc-

tion of unifying the Gould railway interests
east and west of the Mississippi River.

Jersey CityMan Says He Should Have What
Grandfather Won in War.

John W. Winters, eighty years old, of No. |10S
Mercer-st.. Jersey City, has made preliminary ar-
rangements for the presentation to Congress of a
claim for the services of his grandfather, Daniel
Winters, in saving the privateer Governor Tomp-
klns from a British man-of-war. A record of Dan-
iel Wlnters's duty on the Governor Tompklns Is
In the archives at Washington, It is alleged, but
there is no record that he received any share of the
prise money to which the crew was entitled. Daniel
Winters -lived at Sag Harbor, Long Island, and his
grandson, John W. Winters, was born there.

Daniel Winters was a sailor, and when the Gov-
ernor Tompklns. returning with money and treasure
worth several hundred thousand dollars, was n«ar
Plum Island, its commander. Captain Smith, found
a blockade or British ships and a brig too heavy
for the light gunned privateer. Daniels Winters
took the privateer's wheel and guided her through
the narrow channel of Plum Out. off Orient Point,
to safety. The British ahip discreetly declined to
follow through the dangerous channel.

John W. Winters served In the Union army
throughout the Civil War. He in employed as a
superintendent of lamps by the Hudson County Oas
Company, and works twelve or thirteen hours near-
ly every day inspecting the lamps.

WEALTHY SPANIARD DIES SUDDENLY.
