The sketches published from time to time in

"The Critic" and now collected In one volume
under the title of "Author* at Home" have the

merit -of authorisation, the writer* of the

articles bavin* been chosen by the authors de-

scribed. There are thirty of the papers In all.
signed by the writers and accompanied by

editorial notes, when it is necessary to correct
the facts with regard to subsequent events.

The papers assemble Interesting Information and

Ifive a brief review of each subject's career.
The methods and time selected for work by

these thirty authors offer an Interesting- com-
parison. Thomas Bailey Aldrich has "no times

and seasons." "He waits for the mood, and

defends this practice as the best, or. at least,

for him. almost the only one possible. This has

to do, no doubt, with the small volume of his
writings, smaller comparatively than that of

most of his contemporaries."

Tbe spirit moves John Burroughs usually a

little after the first frosts. He never writes in

the summer. He takes no notes. And when he

returns from camp or canoe he sets to writing

only when Itpleases him to do so. When he

does write his hours fall from 9 or 10 in the
morning to about noon. Joel Chandler Harris

does his literary work at night, after a day of

editorial labor, and spends much time ruminat-

ing his characters. Colonel Hlgginson finds

the morning hour best, and devotes his evenings

to his family and social recreation.

Approaching a broader field in a somewhat

different fashion. Mr. Bacon has given in his

-Literary Pilgrimages" considerable literary his-

tory in local setting from Portland to Hartford.
The device used is the curiosity of a young man

from the West, who comes on to make the pil-

eriroages with the author, depending upon him

for stores of Information. The author prepares

himself before the "Westerner's arrival, filling

his head and likewise a number of notebooks

which he carries about ina "handles* cloth bag"

&nd produces on occasion. The somewhat en-

cyclopaedic paragraphs which "Percy's" guide

and friend can declaim as they make their way

through a celebrated house or visit an old

church would seem almost Inhuman should

one have failed to come Incontact with minds of

Just this curious retentive quality. But one is

not unduly troubled with the personality of the

narrator in this collection of literary anecdote.

Miss Lowe was disposed to agree that her
father seem* to have been desperately appre-
hensive as to Napoleon's chances of escape, but ,
«he argued 1 that these fears were thrust upon Sir
Hudson Lowe by the authorities in London, who
«*ent warnings of projected expeditions being ;
prepared to rescue Napoleon; and insisted on
rigid adherence to the letter of the restrictions ;
placed upon the captive. Moreover. Mme. Ber-
trand, who was one of Napoleon's suite at St.
Helena, admitted after bis death that the Long-

mood people had found no difficulty in maintain-
ing a clandestine correspondence throughout ;

with their agents in London. She added that
two British officers of the garrison had been the
<*hief agents in this contravention of the regula-
tiens of government. Sir Hudson Lowe realized
the magnetic fascination which Napoleon «_- :
o4ted over men and women, and the realization i
beightened his natural suspiciousneM into a
state of chronic morbid frenzy-

Miss Lowe's recollections of her father cer-
tainlycontradict the representations of him an• ghoulish tyrant. She was able to point to a
commendation by Gourpaud fupon whose diary
Lord Rosebery bases his slashing indictment of
Kir Hudson Lowe) of the Governor General's
"amiability." He abolished slavery In St. He-
lena, and won the devoted affection of both the?
jrarrison and the inhabitants of the island. Na-
poleon, during one of his five interviews with
tbe Governor, flew into a fury and heaped fierce
Insults upon Lowe,' who, however, kept bis ter- ;
per perfectly. His composure exasperated Na-
poleon. "Had Ibut provoked him to bang the
door after him when he left the room.Iwould
nave been satisfied." ejaculated Napoleon, when |
Lowe had left Longwood. Miss Lowe declares
that her father never nursed any malignant feel-
Ing toward Napoleon and his Longwood asso-
ciates, and tc the end of his days Sir Hudson
Lowe refrained from reproaching Napoleon. To
Monthoion. Bertrand and Gourgaud he behaved
with chivalrous generosity. Itis a well known
fact that when Oourgaud quarrelled with Na-
poleon itwas Sir Hudson Lowe who lent him the
money to return to Europe, and it was Sir Hud-
son Lowe who paid the debts of Bertrand and
Montholon when they left St. Helena after the
curtain fell on the last act of the great drama.

Perhaps the most Interesting feature of ray
long and delightful talk with Miss Lowe was her
presentation of some probable reasons for Na-
poleon's prejudice against Sir Hudson Lowe.
Napoleon was a Corsican. and Sir Hudson Lowe
had raised a reriment of Corelcan Rangers,

which he commanded during the Egyptian cam-
paign. Itwas, perhaps, natural that Napoleon
should have no Initial liking;for the man who
had led his fellow Co«->dcans against him. When
Napoleon abdicate* in Paris (before nls with-
drawal to Elba*. Hudson Lowe travelled from
Paris to London, accompanied only by a Cos-
stack orderly, to convey the news of Napoleon's
downfall to the English Government. At Dover
tbe English people resisted bis landing—they

had visions that it was "Boney" who wan trying
tc effect a landing—out Lowe pressed ahead, and
was knighted by the Prince Regent tor Bis ser-
vice.
