SUSPECT HAD TO BORROW

Police Think Woman Kilied Burdick
Because She Had Lost Him.

Buffale, March 5.—As District Attorney Coats-
worth left his office this afternoon to ge home
after & hard day's work in the Burdick case, he
said: “Our case has not been weakened in any
weay; it has not been strengthened. That I re-
gard as & good siga.

“We bave not played our last card yet. Be-
fore final action is taken there will be a thor-
ough, comprehensive, painstaking, rigid review
of the entire case from beginning to end. The
entire situation will be gone over carefully. Af-
ter that there will be an arrest. It will be an
ar-ruth'ﬂa'ewmme-utnmorlon.

‘I am hopeful of winning. In my own mind
7 am thoroughiy convinced as to who committed
chis crime, but, as I have said, our evidence
thus far is simply circumstantial.”

The woman suspected of the murder fs
watched by some of the most efficient detectives
in the city. When the authorities are satisfled
that they have sufficient evidence to convict her
she will be arrested.

One of Mr. Coatsworth’s caliers to-day was
Fitch D. Stowell, Mr. Burdick's brother-in-law.
Burdick's sister was Stowell's wife. The Dis-
trict Attorney said that Mr. Stowell only told
21l he knew about the Burdick family and its
members. Nothing that had an immediate bear-

ing on the crime was disclosed.

The District Attorney has frequently spoken
of evidence in his possession that would sug-
gest a motive for the erime other than the fear
of disclosures that would likely be made in di-
vorce proceedings. It is said on good authority
that the evidence relates to a woman who was
in severe straits for money. The woman is not
s member of the Burdick household, but her
name has been mentioned frequently in con-
nection with the tragedy. Her necessity was
such that when she wished to do some house-
furnishing she bought her goods on the instal-
ment plan. She also borrowed money from 2
money lender.

An important fact which the police have not
made public before is that on the morning when
the body of Burdick was discovered the top
drawer in the table at the head of the couch
where the body lay was open. The police ques-
1ioned the occupants of the house, and were
informed that nothing had been disturbed, that
the drawer was open when the body was found.
In the drawer were some letters, a few papers
an® odds and ends. The letters and papers
were disarranged, and on the floor of the den
were several papers. indicating that they had
heen dragged out of the open drawer and left
where they feli. Now, the police say that cer-
tain letters were taken from this drawer.

“The theory of the police is that the suspected
woman, finding that Burdick's affection for her
had begun to cocl, and that there was talk of
his marrving another upom securing his diverce,
made an appeintment with Burdick at his home.
On her awrrival he conducted her into his cosey
~orner, where intrusion was least to be feared.
His indifference toward her was not concealed,
and. awaiting her opportunity, she struck him
down, and in her frenzy beat out his brains.
Before leaving the house she searched the table
for the letters which she had written to him.

An evening paper publishes a talk with Mrs.
Seth T. Pzine, of No. 402 Elmwood-ave., whose
picture was found in Burdick's den, in which
she is reported to have said that she has no
fear of arrest; that she can account for her
whereabouis for every minute of the night of
the r urder, and has so accounted to the police.
‘She declares that she was not near the Burdick
house that might, but was in nper own home, as
ghe can prove by her servants.

Mres. Seth T. Paine, of No. 492 Eimwood«ave.,
whose picture was found in Burdick's den. has
made a statement. Her name has frequently
been used in connection with the investigation
of the murder. Her home has been searched,
and she has been questioned by the authorities.

Mrs. Paine said:

| know absolutely nothing of the murder of Mr.
Burdick. 1 have no idea who committed the crime.
I have no theory who did it or how it was
done. 1 simply know nothing at all about it.

Both my husband and 1 knew the Burdicks.
2iso knew the Pennells and the Warrens. I know
no’ of the divoree actions of Mr. Burdick and
Mre. Burdick. My name has not appeared as a
0 ndent in any action for divorce by
Rurdick against Mr. Burdick. There is no reason
whatever why 1t =hould. My husband and I have
visited or calied on the Burdicks and they have
cslled on us. I do not recall having called on them
without my husband. and I am positive 1 never
called alone on Mr. Burdick at his house.

FOR PROMPT ACTION.

All° Republican Senators Needed. at
Their Posts.

Washington, March 5.—The Republican Sen-
ators will make a united effort tc secure action
on the Panama Canal treaty and the Cuban
Reciprocity treaty as speedily as possible. A
meeting of the Republican Steering Committee
was held after adjournment to-dsy, and this
course was decided upon. The situation was
discussed at some length, and the conclusion
reached that business might be greatly facili-
tated by keeping as many Senators as possible
in the city and in their seats, and the members
of the Steering Committee agreed to devote
their energies to this end. No one in the com-
mittee had any definite information as to the
time which may be consumed Iin debating the
treaties, but it was reported that Senator Mor-
gan had said that, as there were a number of
new members of the Senate, he would feel
obliged to go over the ground thoroughly, and
even to review much he had already said.

The evident purpose of the Republicans is to
avoid, if possible, cails on account of the ab-
sence of a quorum, and tc keep the Senate run-
ning as steadily as possible. They are agreed as
to the desirability of completing the session at
an early day.

The Committee on Foreign Relations will meet
Saturday for the purpose of considering the
treaties, and Senator Cullom, the chairman, ex-
presses confidence tha. the committee will be
able to report all of them back after one sitting.

THE APPROPRIATIONS.

Republican and Democratic Views of
Them.

Washington, March 5.—Statements prepared by
Representative Cannon, chalrman of the House
Committee on Appropriations, and Representative
Livingston, the ranking minority member of the
committee, relative to the appropriations made by
the LVIIth Congress, together with comparative
tables, were made public to-day. Mr. Cannon an-
alyzes the figures presented by the tables, and
explains the increases in the appropriations of the
session just ended, with those of the last. In
closing his statement, Mr. Cannon says:

The Republican administration of our govern-
ment, the dominion of Republican policies in both
branches of Congress since 1857, has given us a sys-
tem of taxation that has produced a national treas-
ury richer than was evor enjoyed by any nation on
the earth and rendered possible these great ex-
penditures for the public welfare.

Mr. Livingston compares the appropriations made
by the LIIId Congress, both branches of which
were ccntrollad by the Democrats, amounting to
$989,239.205, with the appropriaticns of the LVIIth
Congress, aggregating $1.554.108,514, and comments
on the difference ar affecting some of the Dbig
items. In conclusion, he says:

Nothing short of a revision of the tariff on a
revenue basis and the administration of the gov-
ernment under the wise and prudent methods of
the Democratic party. can be looked to to bring
about a reduction in the national expenditures ex-
hilbned by these figures in such appalling propor-
tions

TO RUSH PHILIPPINE COINAGE.

Dies for the Peso Completed. and Others
Ordered.

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Washington, March 5.—Dies for the coinage of
the new Philippine peso have been completed,
and the coinage of the new silver pieces for the
archipelago will begin as soon a3 the Philippine
Government has bought silver bullion for coin-
age purposes. The coinage of the new money
is to be done at the Philadelphia and San Fran-
cisco mints. The dies for the peso were made
in Philadelphia These dies were ordered by the
War Department some time ago, and are ready
much sooner than they could have been had the
department waited until the legislation authoriz-
ing the cotnage had been completed. Dies for
the other coins authorized in the Philippine cur-
rency act have been ordered, and will be rushed
to completion, that coinage under the new law
may proceed as rapidly as possible.

NAMES FOR NEW BATTLESHIPS.

Vermont, Kansas, Minnesota, iiniuippi
! and Idaho.

| Washington, March 5.—Secretary Moody to-

day reached a decision as to the States after
| which the five battleships provided for in the
new nayval law shall be named. The three
16,000-ton battleships are to be named the Ver-
mont, the Kansas and the Minnesota, and the
two 13,000-ton vesseis the Mississippi and the
Idaho.

The Secretary, in his next annual report, ex-
pects to discuss the subject of the names to be
given to new battleships. He is anxious that
the names of such historic vessels as the Cum-
| berland, the Merrimac and the Constitution
ghall be perpetuated in the new navy, and he
will recommend that Congress provide for this
in the next naval law. Under the present law
all battleships must be named after States.

That no time is to be lost in the construction
of the new ships is evident from the action of
the Secretary to-day in directing the General
Board to prepare the circulars for the 16,000-
ton ships, which are to be of the Connecticut
and the Tennessee class. As there are no
12 000-ton ships on the naval lists, it will take
longer to prepare the plans and specifications
for the Mississippi and the Idaho.

DELAWARE LEGISLATURE MUDDLE.

‘Adjournment by Minority for More than
One Day Questioned.

Dover, Del., March 5.—The status of the Dela-
ware Legislature is under consideration by the
judges of the State courts, who will decide the con-
stitutionality of the act of the minority in ad-
journing the assembly for more than a day. The
constitution does not authorize a minority to ad-
journ either branch of the assembly except from
day to day. The legislature adjourned Monday
after the election of two United States Senators, to
meet the following day. Omn Tuesday, however, a
majority of the members went to Washington to

DEATH OF SAMUEL BURNS.

Proprietor of the Well Known Oyster House
in Sixth-ave.

Samuel F. Burns, the well known restaurant
keeper at Nos. T81-787 Sixth-ave.. died suddenly
resterday at his home, No. 34 West Forty-fifth-st.
He was fifty years old. He had an attack of grip
which was followed by pneumonia. Mr. Burns was
born in this city and spent his life here, suc-
ceeding to the business started by his father,
Robert Burns, in 1852 This was about the first
ovster house i New-York. and for many years
was the only cne norta of Forty-second-st.

Mr. Burns leaves a widow. There are no child-
ren. The funeral will be held at 1 o'clock Sun-
day, in the Ascension Church. in Forty-third-st.
near Eighth-ave.

“Mr. Burns,” said a friend, “was a most con-
genial spirit. His good fellowship made him hosts
of friends, and his chop and oyster house became
the resort for politicians. clubmen. theatrical
parties, lovers of the turf and everybody who liked
late suppers. Years ago his father started two
small places, sold out and continued at No. Rl
enlarging it year ny year. The son increased the
business till~ it now occupies four numbers in
Sixth-ave., with entrances in Fortv-fourth and
Forty-fifth sts. Having good faith in the develop-
ment of the neighborhood Mr. Burns had been re-
cently adding a banquet hall.

“Sam’ Burns, as he was known all over the city,
huilt up a notable, unique centre. He was odd,
<hort, stout, jolly and liberal to a fault. Hail
fellow, well met. he was every ready to help a
friend, and in his quiet way gave generously to
charity. While his place was the resort of many
leading politicians of all parties. he never took part
in politice. He was interested in the stories of
speculators. but could not be induced to make a
deal himself. He always said it was too uncertain.

=ome excellent specimens in his home. For many
years it was his cusiom 10 spend his summers in
Germany or Austris”

FOLES SAYS HOSPITAL NOT NEEDED.

Time for Separate Building for Nervous Pa-
tients Not Yet Come, He Declares.

In a letter sent last month to Homer Folks, Com-
missioner of Charities. Dr. Frederick Peterson, a
specialist on nervous diseases, recommended the
erection on Blackwell's Island of a large separate
hospital for the treatment of nervous affectlons of
all kinds. The letter was published in full in the
current issue of “The Medical Newwx.” Commis-
sioner Folks, when asked by 2 Tribune reporter
yesterday if any steps had been taken by him to
carry out the ideas advanced by Dr. Peterson, said:

While I realize that the general plan is a good
one, we are hardly ready to undertake such a
project just vet. Such a hospnal 1s not an abso-
lute necessity, for at present we are able to take
care of what patients there are afflicted with ner-
vous diseases, in the regular hospitals. There may
ccme a time, of course, when it will be advisable
to provide other quarters for them.

Washington, March 3.—Secretary Root has de-
cided to postpone the issuing of the Krag-Jorgen-
sen rifles to the National Guard of the various
States until plans have been perfected for carrying
out all the details of the militia law. The rifles are
ready for distribution, but there are various phases
of the law which regquire interpretation, and the
Secretary, with Assistant Secretary Sanger and
Judge Advocate General Davis. is to decide the
meaning of various sections and formulate plans
for the general execution of the law. This is not
regarded as a result of the opposition of the New-
rork State militia to a change of rifles, but rather
as an indication of the wish of the War Depart-
ment to delay the work of putting the State troops
on an organization similar to that of the reguiar

army until the details can be carried out.

FOOTBALL TEAM MAKES MONEY.

Columbia’s Report Shows a Balance on Right
Side in Spite of Poor Season.

Celumbia’s football report. issued yesterday by
Clinton G. Abbott. the manager, shows a bhalance
of profit on the season of 1302 of $2.260 85. This
statement came as a pleasant surprise to those
interested in Columbla foothall. as it was com-
monly expected that the season. with all its re-
verses for the Columbia team. and the absence of
such big home games as were held in former
years, would show a small deficit.

The receipts of the season amounted to $19,811 25.
and the expenses to $17,350 60, leaving a balance of
$2,260 5. Practically all this balance has been used
to cut the debt from the season of 1300 from
$5.17799 down to $6.1% 85. Besides this profit the
management stili possesses intact the $2.500 guar-
antee fund with which it began the season.

The item of expenses was considerably reduced
this season in view of the fact that the coaching
fund of $3.500 formerly paid Mr. Sanford was saved,
