middle of last December. The Sister appeared in

th* garb of her order and signed and swore to a

deposition. The deposition gives her full name *«

Catherine 8. Jones, age as seventy-four, address.
No. 3 Convent Hill. West One-bundred-and-thtr-
tieth-st.. and occupation "Sister/*

Sister Catherine's deposition was that Oscar Mil-

ler forcibly opened a window on the ground floor
of No. 3 Convent Hillin the early hours of Tuesday

and took silverware from the building to the
value of $50. The deposition further states that

she believes Miller to be the person who forced
the window and stole the silverware, as he was ar-
rested last Tuesday morning by Police Headquar-

ters detectives in One-hundred-and-eighth-st.. be-

tween Lexington and Third ayes.. and the

detectives found in his possession silverware that
she later positively identified as the property stolen.

Miller's arrest was the result of many com-
plaints reaching Police Headquarters of burglaries
on the West Side of Harlem and in The Bronx. It
Is said that »>:nce the middle of last December
al>but forty burglaries, mostly successful ones,

have been committed in the neighborhoods. Early

last Tuesday morning the police were Informed of
the. burglary complained of by Sister Catherine.
There was an immediate scouring of that section

of Harlem for blocks, and Detective Gallagher

found Milter on One-hundred-and-eightb st.. and.
knowing him to be a professional burglar, took him

into custody. The silverware stolen from Convent
Hill was found in hip possession. The detectives
declare that In making investigations that might
give them some clew they found that stolen prop-
erty of at least $10,000 in value had been pawned,
mostly in Harlem pawnshops, that most of Ithad
been pawned by probably the same man and that
the owners of many of the house? that the burglar
had entered had identified their property.

The detectives declare that Miller has a long
criminal record and has been arrested before for
burglary. They Fay that his right name is Oscar
Risslent. but that he prefers to be known as Oscar
Miller. Among his companions he is generally
called "Little Oscar."
