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same eyes, and this topical account, while rest-
ing freely on citations from theologians, church-
men and explorers, makes its.own appeal. Dr.
Stewart accepte the identifications of Biblical
nsmes made by the Palestine Exploration Fund,
and holds with Colonel Cond that “the geogra-
phy of the Bock of Joshus is no idle tale, but
a real division of a real country. capable of the
most minute examination by ald of the most
scientific modern research.” Though scholars
s2re by no means agreed upon these results in
identification 2s yet. some hoiding that the ac-
cepted description is an jdeal demarcation due
to & post-exilic source, and accepted, in con-
formity with plous wishes, on {nsufficient identi-
fication of Arabic similarities in names, yet the
results have not been read out of court, and
their candid acceptance certainly adds to the
vividness of these descriptions. However cer-
tain ground may lie in dispute, the merit in
relating the events of the Bible, so far as pos-
«ible, to their physical surround'ngs, is as ob-
vious 2s is the advantage gained by the same
method in other historical work.

Te undsrstand the story of Gettysburg, one
must have before him an outifjne picture of the
field on which the battle was fought. Its situa-
tion and configuration must be known before
the history of the great conflict can be intelli-
gently comprehended. So of every other event.
if we have the setting we can understand the
story. It takes on definiteness and coloring and
lifelikeness as it is connected with the details
of itz environment. To the ordinary reader of
the Bible the mention of & place called Dothan
in the story of Joseph's life suggests little or
nothing of special interest, but when we come
to know it as a mountain rimmed plain of rare
beautry, sought out to-day by *he shepherds
when other pastures fail; when we find it on the
track worn by the merchantmen of the East for
‘something like five thousand years; when we
Jearn that there are empty cisterns now, near to
this great highway, like that one in which
Joscrh was imprisoned by 1is brethren; when
we find mear by a perennial spring, around
which Joseph's brethren probably sat as he
drew near, and we :race down the wady lead-
ing out from this plain the ancient road to
Egypt—the name and story are associated with
living realities of undying interest, and imagina-
tion truthfully and vividly reproduces the scene.

1f all roads do not lead to Rome, Roman oc-
cupaticn always leads to roads. Thev were made
to serve the empire which was to last forever,
and no military necessity was too slight and no
natural difficulty too great for the undaunted
engineer. One of the most impressive of these
memorials of the Vespasian war is the remainder
of a great roadway built by Silva to reduce the
garrison under Eleazar at Masada on the Dead
Sea. This well fortified and thoroughly stocked
etronghold was not even attempted by the
Romans unti! Jerusalem and the cities of Judea
had fallen. For the siege water had to be car-
ried eleven miles and there was no foraging to
be done nearer than twenty. Battering rams
and engines had to be brought all the way from
Jerusalem. Obvicusly all that was needed was
a broad roadway, and it was no insurmount-
able obstacle that for a great part of its length
¢ had to follow “the trall of the shepherd or
the wild goatse down the rugged mountainside
or along the edges of precipitous slopes.” An-
other monument to Roman engineering is the
“Via Maris,” a roadway paved with large slabs
of basalt, following the mountain slope to the
Jordan, which it touches at Jisr Benat Ya'cub.
This was a great caravan route from Egypt and
the coast to Damascus, and in time of harvest
is still being worn by long camel trains. The
mount of the transfiguration is identified. as by
Ruskin, with Mount Hermon.

As ordinarily seen by travellers tc the East,
the lofty heights of Mount Hermon are coverad
with a glittering mantle of ice and snow. On
March 20 we found snowdrifts so deep as to be
almost impassible, on the road to Damascus over
the shoulder of Hermon, at an elevation of
Jess than five thousand feet. The crystal streams

.which issue from this mass of slowly melting
snow pour out from the base of the mountain
from the south and west. going down by the
vallevs, and through each successive level of
the descending course of the Jordan to the
deep basin of the Dead Sea. The fountain of
RBanias, the most picturesque source of the Jor-
dan, springs directly from the sputhern base
»f Mount Hermon. There is no place in Pales-
tine—and there are but few places perhaps in
211 the world—where s0 many elements of gran-
deur and beauty are grouped together in happy
combination.

A photograph of the source at Banias is re-
produced among the several good half tones
which aid in fixing the mental images this pleas-
ant book desizgns to furnish. As further aids
are included an outline map of Palestine in the
time of Christ. showing the principal roads and
fards. 2 map of the Sea of Galliee. and a plan
of recent excavation in and about the port of
Filoam.

JEWELS.

What They Are and What They

Mean. -

PRECIOUS STONES
Jewellers By
Octave. pp. 224, xix.

A Book of Reference for
W. R. Cattelle. Illustrated.
J. B. Lippincott Company.

Addressed primarily to jewellers as a technical
bhook of reference, Mr. Cattelle's concise compila-
tion of facts about precious stones presents a
convenient summary of information for any one
interested ‘n the collection or purchase of gems.
A= authorities the editor reste on James D.
Dana. George F. Kunz, Dr. Max Bauer and
Fdwin W. Streeter: on the first two for ques-
tiong of mineralogy and American gems. Be-
sides the descriptive chapters a series of di-
gests 18 included characterizing a list of stones
arranged in alphabetical order from alexandrite
te zircon. There are a number of tables set-
ting forth such matters as compsrative hard-
ness, twin colors in doubly refractive stones,
specific gravity, symbols and import statistics.
Special atiention has been given to unusual
stones, and here and there through the bhook
is to be found considerable information of
queint interest, if minor importance.

As eymbols of the months of the year pre-
cious stones have been used in three systems,
the Polish, the Jewish and the “Modern.” For
Janusary, February, and November the three
tables agree on garnet, amethyst and topaz,
while the Polish and modern tables agree in all

The results of this process are not uniform, some
stones being very slightly affected only.

In the table of symboiic significances we are
reminded that cat's eye warns of danger and
trouble, chrysolite gladdens the heart and hya-
cinth gives second sight. Superstition clings to
gems, perhaps, more persistentiy than to any
other concern of the intelligences we are pleased
to think of as modern and enlightened. In
earlier days the supernatural qualities of cer-
tain stones were wellnigh above question. The
powder of topas was said to be & good cure for
fever if taken In wine, or even for melancholy.
A German physiclan was known for using em-
erald in all diseases of the heart. It was also
beneficial to the eves, and had a repressive effect
on the passions. Onyx as an amulet would pre-
vent epileptic fits. In those good old times one
could, if one only knew how, boil water with a
bloodstone and produce thunder with hyacinth.
As to the opal, tradition is hopelessly confused.
1t is at once a stone of ill omen and a source of
universal good will to its owner. Unlike blood-
stone, chrysolite would reduce boiling water to
tepidness on the instant, and, like watermelon,
was & good specific for cholera. Diamonds used
to be so hard that the only way to break them
on an anvil was to soak them beforehand in
fresh warm goat's blood.

Among the stones less generally known, but
coming into growing favor, are many found in
this country. Such are the tourmalines of
Maine, the deep golden beryls of North Caro-
lina and the green ciopsides of this State. The
“gatin spar,” however, sold to tourists at Niag-
ara Falls, is reelly aragonite, s0 called after
Aragon, in Spain, where it was originally found,
and is imported from Wales. Much of the min-
eral from China called jade is prehnite, an oily
green minera: of lesser hardness and specific
gravity. The six private seals of the Emperor
and Empress, looted in the late war, were of
true jade.

In presswork this volume is attractively made.
A score of plates show the methods in which

various crystals are cut.

SPANISH WAR “VETS” ANGRY.

One of Them in Editorial Says G. A. R. Men
Are Like Dog in Manger.

The hostile feeling between Norman Crosby Com-
mand, Spanish War Veterans, and Flandreau Post,
G. A. R.. because the latter refused to sghare its
headquarters in the City Hall, New-Rochelle, with
the former, has been greatly intensified by an attack
which “The Pelham Republican,” edited by W. F. C.
Tichborne, a Spanish War veteran, makes upon the
G. A. R. Mr. Tichborne, who was a member of
the Yale Battery, represented the Spanish War
Veterans a week ago when they asked the New-
Rochelle aldermen for permission to share the
room. W. W. Dodge, commander of the G. A. R.,
declared that if the request was granted his com-
mand would leave the room at once. The editorial
says in part:

The ignominious demonstration of hoggishness
which characterized the refusai of this Grand Army
post to allow the Spanish War Veterans to share
the use of & room provided for and furnished by the
city of New-Rochelle has brought a prodigious
amount of criticism from the residents of that city.
The request which the Spanish War Veterans have
made seems to be approved by everybody except
the members of the Grand Army post, who are
playing the dog in the manger act. The room in
the City Hall which the Common Council has al-
Jowed the Grand Army post to use, and which they
ask to be shared with the Spanish War Veterans,
is occupied by the older veterans, at the most, only
two nights a month. In other towns and cities
tbe Grand Army have taken the younger men under
their wings and have treated them as a father
treats his children. Instead of antagonizing them
they have encouraged and helped them all they
could.

A Civil War veteran said yesterday: ““The Spanish
War Veterans are a lot of grabbers, and very few
of them have ever smelled powder. Only a few
weeks ago they went to the aidermen in New-
Rochelle and te the supervisors in White Plains
and tried to get half of the appropriations which
are given to us to care for our sick and disabled
comrades.”

" LOOT IN CAPTAIN'S BAGGAGE.

San Francisco, March 11.—A valuable plece of
jade, taken from Peking at the time of the Boxer
trouble, has been found by customs officers in the
haggage of an army captain, whose identity is not
disclosed. The jade is vaiued at $2,400. The inscrip-
tion on it was written two hundred vears ago, and

is a tribute from the Emperor then reigning to his
predecessor.
