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The Germsn merchants will find in thelr trade
with the Argentine Republic compensation for the
mercentile sdvantages which they are sure to lose

sald In @ recent number that, while a few years ago
there were very few German merchants in Buenos
Ayres, there sre now ia that city very numerous
importing firms belonging to that nationality. A
few years 2§o. adds the Anglo-Argentine paper,
the drygoods trade was completely in the hands of
English firms; to-day this trade is simost ex-
cigsively in the hands of Germans. Another sign
of the extension of German influence in South
America is to be seen in the numerous industrial
enterprises which are now run by German capital.
It is even influencing Englisk companies in Argen-
tins, some of which are now being mabaged by
Sermans. In ceriain indusiries Germany has shown
the world that she prepares her sons in & much

bpetter manner than do other European nations,-

and. maturally, as the success or failure of any

;vmbn depends on the management, the &m‘n
of directors for South American un

ings take for their man the Germans, whom

they prefer on account of their training.

e

It is a special commercial training that they are
trying t® obtain in France, at ieast for service in
the colonies, by the institution of what they call

“Primary Colonial Schecls.” This remarkable inno-
-ation has been first tried at Marseilles, the great-
est commercial port in France, already called the
“Metropolis of the Colontes.” The scheme, so vital
for French mercantile interests, was energetically
supported by “Le Sémaphore.,” the most infiuentisl
paper in the Mediterranean region. and it has al-
ready caused the establishment in primary and
secondary schools of a course of pracuca.l lectures
on colonial and other commerce. The *“Colonial
School” proper, which is to be created to prepare
colonial agent=, will be in full blast, it is hoped, on
the opening of the Mursellles Exposition in 1905,

and will be under the direction of Professor Ed.
iTsekel, who has labored intelligently for the suc-
cess of plans to educate the French people as to the
necessity of a better knowledge of colonial matters.

Such a knowledge of colonial and other foreign
commercial questions is needed, especially by those
whio write about them in newspapers. An instance
of this is furnished by a letter recently sent by
the Uruguayan Minister at
government. inclosing an extract from a New-York
trade paper, which, referring to Uruguay, said:

“Yery little encouraging mews arrives from thi=
country. The economic crisis is terrible; commerce
is sbsolutely paralyzed, and finanucial operations
are effected with great difficulty. Civil salaries
and other budget obligations have not been paid
for the lzst eight months. and to this there bas to
be added a deficit of $50,000000." The Uruguayan

}Ainﬁster at Weshington gave at once a categorical
and indignant denial to such statements, and he
sent a report to his io\ernmpnt at Montevideo
shout this affair. which caused considerable an-
noyance to the authorities and people of Uruguay.

The official statistics of the Brazilian Government
show that, as nearly as can be determined at pres-
ent in such a vast country where reports from
Matto Gresso and other faraway regions are slow to
be received. the total value of the Brazillan im-
portations for 1%2 will amount tc about £23.000,000,
as compared with £21.00.000 for the preceding year.
The total value of Brazilian exports for 1902 is cal-
culated at L3000, against £30.000,000. Great
progress is being made in the building of railways,

which will penetrate into a larger number of rich
agricultural regions. as vet half colonized. Ou
Janvary 1. 1%2, Brazil had in operation 15988 kilo-

metres of railwavs. Of the twenty-five States of
n e Brazilian Federal Popubllc there were only five
without railways.

Commercial relations petween France and the
United States have found one more advocate in
“The American Register” of Paris and London, in

which cities it is published simultaneously. This
papor. which has been jevoted since 1868, under the
direction of the late Dr. Thomas M. Evans, to the
suppoirt of American interests in Europe, has been

1ejuvenated recently, and has given a larger piace
to the discussion of commercial subjects. Thus, in
two successive articles receutly published by “The
American Register” on the trade reiations between
France snd the United States, and France and
Great Britain, the best means of ameliorating the
commercial conditions prevailing between these
couniries has been discussed by such competent
suthorities a=z the American Consul General,
Gowdy: C. Becker, of the American Chamber of
Commerce. and C. W. Robertson. the president of
the Britfsh Chamber of Commerce In Paris.
