NAYOR WRITES TO ORR.
VIEW OF RAPID TRANSIT.

Questions of Control and Manage-
ment of Subway Discussed.

Mayor Low"s letfer to Alexander E. Orr, presi-
dent of theBoard of Rapid Transit Commission-
ers, was made public yesterday. In it the
Mayor says it is good policy to make clear to
the people of the city the exact situation and the
problem to be dealt with as regards legislation
Jooking forward to possible extensions of the
subway. He agrees with \Mr. Orr in desiring
the unification of all subway lires.

The Mayor is opposed to Controller Grout's
tentative plan for the municipal ownership of
an independent line from Harlem to Brooklyn.
He does not agree with R. Fulton Cutting's idea
of purchasing back the contract already let to
the Interborough people, and he thinks that ex-
tensions should be operated by the same com-
pany that has the main tunnel. He gays:

Four things seem to me to be absolutely essential:
First. a uniform rate of fare over every mile of

the road bullt by the use of the city’s credit from |
one end of the city to the other: second, that this |

uniform rate of fare, at first to be five cents, shall
be reduced as rapidly as circumstances will per-
mit: third, that. vear by year, while the control
of the city's system is in private hands, the city
shall receive as large a rcentage as possible of
the earnings of the road: fourth, that the city.
and not the railroad, shall dictate the character of
service to be given.

At the present time. when the city wants better
service at the hands of private companies, the bur-
den of proof is placed upon the city to show that
jt ought to have it. I think that. either by the
rapid transit law itself or by the contract, the
burden of proof can be shifted to the o)peraunc
company: so that, when it wants tc give less ser-
wvice at any hour of the day than it gives during
rush hours, the company must prove that the
service it proposes to give is reasonable, and obtain
permission to furnish only such service.

He goes on to say that the only bidder in a
position to give the city a uniform fare over &
system built with the city's credit is the Inter-
borough Rapid Transit Company, which already
contrcls the original subway and first Brooklyn
tunnel, snd thinks an amended law should give
the city an’ opticn to make contracts with this
company, from time to time, for extensions con
the best obtsinable terms. Such a law should
provide for the examination of the company's
books to secure a reduction of fare whenever

the profits warrant.

The law should also provide for the termina-
tion af oll contracts at the same date, thus
bringing the entire system to city control at
the same time. There is little advantage in
the city's acquiring the several systems at dif-

ferent times.

The law should also provide for periodic re-
sdjustment of the terms of franchise at inter-
vals not exceeding twenty-five years, applying
to those franchises having fifty years to run
the same principle of periodic revision as re-
cently applied to the Pennsylvania franchise.
He continues:

In the matter of taxation, I have this s estion
to make. The power houses are already subject to
taxation, like other real estate; that which is not
taxed is the franchise and the rolling stock, and
what we may call the interior equipment of the
gubway. The subway itself _should not be taxed,
for it belongs to the city. I venture the sugges-
tion that every future extension of the road should
be subject to taxation, during the term of the
franchise, on the basis of the amount, of money
which the city is called upon to provide in order
10 secure such extensiom. Thus, if the city issues
bonds for $5,000,000 in order to secure a given ex-
tension, that extension would pay taxes on an
assessed valuation of -$5000,000 for the whole
term of the contract; if the city issues only $1,000,-
@* of bonds, taxes would te paid on only ,000,000;
and if the contractors furnished their own mouney
€0 as to make no demand upon the city, they wouhi
vay po such tax. But, In this event. the city would
own the road at the end of the franchise without
having ue=d its credit at all in order to secure it.
The effect of such a provision, I think, would be
greatly to limit the demands made upon the city's
credit: and it might easily be, in some ~onditions
of the mbney market, that the operating company
would finance the cost of this extension, or of that,
on its own account; at all events, such a provision
&s to taxation would have the advantage O
the amount of taxes & tn.lray ascertainable quantity
—thus removing from the domain of bargaining an
eiement that might otherwise be of great uncer-
tainty. ~ >

#< the question of taxation is concerned, I am in-
cined to a%ree with the Controller, and if the
Jrugments of subway likely to be built in the near
future were complete systems in themselves, I
should also be inclined to , without reserve,
to his second proposition. ut the pieces of the
subway proposed for Manhattan and The Bronx
&Te mere ents, to make more complete the
svstem created by the first contract—the control of
which has pas: from the city for fifty years.

As to Mr. Cutting’s plan of buying out the In- |

terborough company, thus aequiring at once a
system capable of independent operation, and
growing more valuable, the Mayor says it would
be necessary to pay & 20 per cent premium on
the company’s stock to get possession. The com-
pany has already paid a profit of $6,000,000 for
the control of the franchise.

At the outset it was supposed that the equip-
ment would cost $7,000,000. It is now expected
1t will be $17,000,000. Under the original con-
tract John B. McDonald agreed to operate the
road for fifty years, with the privilege of a
twenty-five year extension. At that time it was
not known whether it could be financed or not;
now it is neerly complete, and it is hoped that
the Manhattan portion of the subway will be in
operation by the end of this year. The Mayor
says in conclusion:

It is practically certain, however, that the con-
nection and use of the East River bridges will re-
quire similar co-operation from the Brooklyn Rapid
Transit Company, and all future extensions of the
subway system in Brooklyn must command the like
co-operation either of the Interborough Rapid
Transit Company or of the Broocklyn Rapid Transit
Company. In other words, unless the city's tran-
it system is to broken up into fragments, with
duplicate fares and conflicting management, there
must be co-operation between the city and the pri-
vate companies concerned. I think the real in-
terest of the city require that this co-operation
should be sought, upon terms that protect the in-
terests of the public as rfectly as good judg-

ment can devise: and, successfully sought, I
think it will mean, within 2 few years &ungﬁe fare '
from one end of the city to the other, over all

roads, both public and private.

PLANS PLEASE BOROUGH.

Prominent Brooklynites Commend

Parsons’s Views.

Regarding the plans proposed by William Barclay
Parsons, chief engineer of the Rapid¢ Transit Com-
mission, for the general improvement of transit
facilitics in Brookiyn, Edwin W. Winter, president
of the Brookiyn Rapid Transit Company, said yes-
terday that the company had not had an oppor-
tunity to study Mr. Parsons’s report, and could not
therefore express an opinién as to its bearings on
the Brookiyn company. It involved many Iim-
portant features, some of which had been heard of
before, and others which were new to the company.
All, however, were too important and far reaching
to be passed on lightly et this time.

Mr. Winter added that the subject had the great-

est interest for the Brooklyn Rapid Transit Com- |

pany, and would recetve its most careful considera-
tion. The plans were entirely feasible, in the
epinion of Mr. Wijter, or they would not have been
recommended by Mr. Psrsons.

THIRK P. R. R. CONTROLS SITUATIOR.

Lease of Jersey Roads Not Likely to Go
Through Unless Railroad Approves.

The North Jersey Street Rallway Company's offi-
cials at Jersey City were not disposed to discuss
yesterday the proposal to lease its lines and those
of the companies so closcly affiliated with it to the
chl_ns syndicate. The prevailing orinion of those
famiijar with New-Jersey trolley affairs is that, if
the proposition emanates from capitalists not iden-
tified with the Pennsylvania Railrcad Company's
interests, it will be rejected, as the Pennsylvania
influence is belifeved te be potent in directing the
affairs of the four companies involved, and ulti-
mately will have trolley lines running paraliel with
its road between Jersey City and Philadelphia, and
also on other branches where the passenger traffic
is heavy, to relieve the increased traffic between
local stations and not interfere with the operation
of the through express trains, which annually grow
in number.

The two trolley lines that run between Newark
and Jersey City have been a source of relief. They
have avoided putting on additional local trains, and
have taken away an unwelcome class of passengers,
who, to save flve cents on the round trip, patronize
the trolley cars. The fare by trolley between New-
ark and New-York is 10 cents. including crossing
by the Pennsylvania Rallroad Company’s ferry. The
round trip fare by traipn is 25 cenis. During the
busy hours the trolley gars are packed with pas-
sengers. The passenger traffic is growing rapidly.
and the trolley cars will prevent congestion and

trains.

At a meeting of the Patria Club, held at the
Hotel Savoy, last night, after the annual election
of officers, the Rev. Dr. George C. Lorimer, pastor
of the Madison Avenue Baptist Church, delivered
an address on “Liberty in America.” Many mem-
bers of the club and their guests were present.

The objects are to
awaken a more positive interest in an honest and
patriotic administration of public affairs, and to
stimulate ard foster the spirit of patriotism.

Jacob F. Miller, president of the club. presided
at the meeting. Frank C. Loveland Introduced
Dr. Lorimer, who said in part:

Liberty in its true sense cannot be conveyed by
an act of Parliament or government. Our tather’s
were npt waging war against England, but against
its government. Our constitution gives liberty in
an organized form. Government may be compared
!g the human body b{ speaking of the people as
{’e blood. The body has a brain, and it controls,

}1( the blood purifies the brain. carries away the
waste, and furnishes the new. All power shou!d
proceed from the people. and the rame of God
would be better written in the hearts of the peopie
than in the constitution. where it has been said it
should be. Power often proceeds from a boss or a
machine instead. and the man who is unwyilling to
bea.r his part in purifying is unloyal to his State.

Nitrogen forms a great part of the air we live
on, but when mixed wjth some ingredients makes
dangerous explosives. iberty with education and
virtue makes peace and hnppfness, but liberty with
anarchy and crime is disastrous.

The government ought to exercise its power in
protecting the people. The large interests are driv-
ing out the smaller interests and the people suffer.
Combinations bullt our miserabie tenement build-
ings. These large combinations may be right in
some things, but not if they render hardships.
A lawless movement exists all over the country.
The recent murder in Waterbury was an awful
example of the existing conditions.

That which Is true regarding vast institu
also true of the labor unions. When we conde
one we condemn the other. The labor unions drive
out men who want to work. Supposing we form a
ministers’ amalgamated union. A man applies to
become a preacher. He can't get in. He walks
down the street and receives various brick bats
on his head. If a man wants to work. he should
not be knocked down and killed, but protected by
the government.

The negro question is rapldly nearing a crisis. Tt
is likely to result in the forming of a Lily White
party in the North as well as in the South. The
proclamation signed by Abraham Lincoln gave
freedom to the white man as well as to the black
man. That the latter is8 on the border of
serfous complication is due to what is
termed the massing of the colored vote. Once-
you get the negro convinced that he has the
balance of force at election time he will demand
power from the political party to which he is allied.
He will also demand great concessions. and the
two Lily White parties will resuit. People will be-
come disgusted and vote the Democratic ticket.
When this comes to pass we may look forward
to what we are all anxious to avoid—race antag-
onism throughout the land which will rend this
country and cause untold sufffring to the negro.

In closing his address Dr. Lorimer spoke of the
Czar’'s proclamation and said that the Greek Church
and the Roman Catholic Church have never spoken
a word for liberty, but that they may come to that
by and by.

PORTO RICAN LEGISLATION.

A Compromise on Appropriations—Unex-
pected Harmony.

San Juan, Porto Rico, March 13.—At 2 o'clock
this afternoon the legislature was in session,
notwithstanding the fact that the law provides
that it expired yesterday. There was a dead-
lock all night on the Appropriation bill, the
House desiring to cut out about $100,000, most-
iy salaries. An agreement was reached this
morning on a compromise so as to enable the
House to adjourn as soon as possible.

The $5,000,000 loan bill failed to pass the
Council by a vote of 5 to 6. All the Americans
opposed it, and the natives favored the meas-
ure.

The House unanimously passed the memeorial
to Congress asking that Porto Rico be made a
Territdry, but it failed in the Council by 3 to 8
votes, after a warm debate.

The members of the House are offended at the
refusal of the Council to pass the telegraph
frank measure, which is partly responsible for
the opposition to the appropriations. But little
legisiation was enacted, and the measures adopt-
ed were not important. The members followed
in this respect the Governor's message. The
feature of the session was the harmony between
the political parties, which was not expected.

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LARCENY MADE EASY.

Pickpocket Tells of Stealing Six
Watches on One Car Ride.

According to the tale of a young man arrest-
ed with two others last night on a charge of
larceny of a gold watch from a man on a Madi-
son-ave. car, the passengers of that line must be
easy game for pickpockets. The young man
proved to have six watches in his clothes, whose
presence he explained by saying that he and the
others got on the car at Fifty-ninth-st., and by
the time they reached Eighty-third-st. had ac-
quired four gold watches and two silver ones
from their fellow passengers. The last victim
happened to feel the tug at his watch, and
raised an outery, which caused the arrests.

This passenger was August Jordan, of No.
2,501 Arthur-ave., The Bronx. He was riding
on the platform of the car, when suddenly he
yelled and seized a young man heside him, who
tried to break away. The passengers became
greatly excited, and the car was stopped.

Jordan insisted he had lost his watch, and
that three youngz men had jostled him, including
the one he was holding. When arrested the
man said he was Harry Mayer, twenty years
old, but refused to give his address.

A crowd followed the prisoner to the station,
and after he had been taken inside two young
men were noticed across the street standing on
tiptoe in the shadow and trying to see through
the windows of the station. They were ar-
rested, and gave theit names as Percy Williams,
seventeen years old, of No. 24 East One-hun-
dred-and-twenty-fifth-st.,, and Carleton W.
Shepard, twenty-two years old, of No. 145 West
Thirty-fifth-st.

The boy Willlams had a watch in nearly
every pocket—thres geld watches and two silver
ones. Mr. Jordan's watch was found 1in Mayer's
trouser leg. At this Willlams said:

“That’s what ] get for rubberin’. I was
standing across the street trying to rubber, and
I got yanked over here.

“I am one of the garg " he sald, "“but I only
held the swag. We started, the three of us, at
Fifty-ninth-st on this car, and by the time we
got to Eighty-third-st,, where this man squealed,
we had six watches.”

The three prisoners were locked up on a
charge of larceny. Shepard and Mayer denied
participation in the thefts.

GORMANS, FATHER AND SON, OPPOSED.

The Senator Wants the Younger Man to
Keep Out of Politics.

Baltimore, March 13.—Senator Gorman’s son,
Arthur P. Gorman, jr., contrary to the wishes
of his father, has decided to become a can-
didate for the Democratic nomination for State
Senator from Howard County. The son’s am-
bition to follow in the footsteps of his father
causes a peculiar complication in the political
situation in that district. The Senator and
other Democratic managers had decided to fa-
vor the momination of Gro-venor Hanson, who
has been opposed to the Gorman organization,
as a move toward harmonizing conflicting ele-
ments in the party. Young Gormah, however,
has expressed his determination to remain in
the fight, and, as he is popular, he is likely to
win, even should the organization support the
other man.

Arthur P. Gorman, jr., is thirty years oid, and
a successful lawyer. His father has always
urged him to stick closely to his profession and
eschew politics. Two years ago young Gor-
man was asked to bhecome a candidate for the
legislature before which his father was to be a
candidate for United States Senator. He would
then probably have accepted had not his father
thought that it would be a case of “too much
Gorman.” Politicians believe that the Senator
will finally give his son the opportunity to take
the step which his friends believe will ultimately
result in his becoming the successor of his
father in political leadership.

WOMEN INFERIOR TO MEN.

At Least as Immigrant Inspectors, Says Com-
missioner General Sargent.

Washington. March 13.—Word has gone forth
to the Civil Service Commission that it may
cease its arduous labors to provide an eligible
list of young women skille¢ in the art of ship-
climbing and moral suasion in many tongues.
The report on the work done by the women im-
migrant inspectors at New-York for the last
thirty days, as shown in The Tribune this morn-
ing, leads the Treasury Department officials to
determine that no more appointments along that
line will be made. Commissioner General Sar-

gent said to-day.

The report I have received from Commis-
stoner Williams at New-York in regard to the
work of the women immigrant inspectors for
the last thirty days shows, in my opinion, that
the plan is doomed to failure. The Woman’s
Christian Temperance Union of New-York raised
a great hue and cry some time ago abeut the
large numter of young women brought to this
country in the second cabin for immeoral pur-
poses. The department agreed to organize a
force of women inspectors to prevent this, and
five women were appointed for ninety days.
They have now served thirty days, and the
work they have done could be done better by

men.

ANOTHER BCON TO HUMANITY.

Edward Atkinson Turns His Attention to
American Mud for Fuel.

[BRY TELEGRAPH TO THE TRIBUNE.]

Boston, March 13.—FEdward Atkinson, the sociol-
ogist, Inventor, anti-imperialist and general amel-
jorator. has a new idea. This is using good old
American mud. in a dried and compressed form, for
fuel purposes. Mr. Atkinson deciares that Ameri-
ecan mud, dried, is as good as Irish peat, and gives
results of calometric tests made by himself and
Professor Norton, of Harvard, to prove it. Samples
of Taunton mud were used, as being likely to be
hotter stuff than other brands. They were dried
and briguetted and burned this afternoon. They
gave a strong, clear fire, with some flame, and little

smoke. Calometric tests show the mud to be cap-
able of developing about two-thirds as much heat
as an equal weight of coal. The mud appears to be
composed of decayed leaves, grass and small roots,
the whole embedded in a brown, soft and slimy
mould. Mr. Atkinsen is bullding a briquetting ma-
chine for further experiments.
